With such a dramatic dif­
ference betw een the base 
price at which cotton will be 
insured in 2011, versus what 
it was insured for the previ­
ous year, growers have been 
reluctant to finalize their 2011 
crop insurance coverage. Ac­
tiv ity  in crop insurance  
agency offices throughout the 
High Plains region will pick 
up dram atically early next 
week after RMA announces 
the Base insurance price on 
March 1st or 2nd.

As they go about the pro­
cess o f finalizing their 2011 
insurance plans, growers are 
also reminded o f the avail­
ability o f the new Cottonseed 
(Pilot) Endorsement, an op­
tional endorsement that they 
can use to insure the cotton­
seed they produce alongside 
their cotton lint.

The Cottonseed Endorse­
ment was developed by Lub­
bock-based Plains Cotton 
Growers, Inc. and is designed 
to provide growers a cost ef­
fective way to insure the

With spring on its way, that 

means that everyone is getting 
the ground ready to plant, and 
that generally means the use of 
pesticides, herbicides, and 
other chemicals. We remind 
you annually about using the 
proper methods when using 
p estic id es , and espec ia lly  
when laundering clothes worn 
when using the chem icals. 
Here are a few tips to remem­
ber when working with these 
chemicals:

WEAR PROTECTIVE 
CLOTHING!

• Long sleeves and pants, 
or coveralls, made of:

• cotton plain weave
• poly-cotton blend, plain 

weave
• cotton or poly-cotton twill
• non-wrinkle cotton twill 

weave
• Shoes or boo ts w ith  

socks; head covering.
• Add extra protection as 

required by chemical label:
• goggles
• respirator
• chemical-resistant gloves
DON’T SPREAD PESTI­

CIDE RESIDUES!

* Change clothes at work; 
place in a sealable disposable 
bag.

* Transport in trunk or truck 
bed, not inside vehicle.

* Store and w ash work 
clothes separately from other 
laundry.

* Wear chemical-resistant 
gloves to handle work clothes.

FOLLOW THESE CLEAN­
ING STEPS!

* Hang work clothes in the 
sun to help break down chemi­
cals.

* Launder small loads only.
* Use washing machine set 

on longest w ash cycle and 
highest water level.

* Wash with hot water and 
extra, heavy-duty detergent.

* Line dry. In bad weather, 
use dryer on high heat.

* Clean washer by running 
an empty cycle with hot water 
and detergent.

will I feel about this next week, 
next month, or next year?” 
Although your feelings may be 
very intense at the moment, 
will they last? Recall how time 
has soothed past events. Con­
sider the big picture. In the 
overall scheme of things, will 
what you are confronting now 
matter as much in the future?

When faced with feelings of 
frustration, project yourself 
into the future. In the future, 
what you are currently facing 
is at best a faded memory. 
Next, reassess the significance 
o f what you are now experi­
encing and put it into perspec­
tive.

Since memories and feel­
ings are going to fade anyway, 
why not save yourself a lot of

time and grief by not getting 
trapped initially? The main 
question to ask is “Will this 
matter to me later?” If  the an­
swer is no, why should you let 
it matter to you now?

That’s how to look forward 
with hindsight. You view the 
events of today as if  they were 
already in the past. Emotions 
diminish and fade with the pas­
sage o f time and life goes on. 
D o n ’t w aste tim e on those 
things that won’t matter to you 
later. Spend time on what does 
matter.

Hanna also com­
peted in the 800 meter run, run­
ning a 2:41.8 to finish 5th over­
all. Hanna also competed in 
the 300 hurdles and ran a 54.4 
to finish 4th. Taylor Gass also 
ran the hurdles and ran a 55.7 
to finish 6th. Kalyn ran the 200 
and ran a time of 30.21 while 
defending region I bronze med­
alist finished 2nd to a girl from 
Snyder in a time of 27.58.

On the boys’ side, 400 meter 
re lay  team  o f  sophom ore 
Steven Howard, senior John 
Hensley, junior Austin Fields 
and sophomore Tanner Richey 
ran a 46.35 to easily outdis­
tance the field for the victory. 
In the 800 relay, Howard and 
Fields were joined by freshman 
Matt Ham and senior Joseph 
McConnell as he ran a 1:41.59 
to also win that relay. Howard, 
Fields, and Ham were joined 
by senior David Rodriguez in 
the 1600 relay and this group 
continued the winning ways 
making it a clean sweep in the 
relays holding off a hard charg­
ing Vernon team. David led off 
w ith a 54.78, follow ed by 
55.77 by Fields, a 58.53 by 
Howard and a 63.75 by Ham 
for a 3:52.02. In individual 
races, Michael Froman run­
ning for the first time in two 
years ran the 800 in a time of 
2:22 to finish 4th and followed 
that with a 5:27 to finish 2nd in 
the mile. Dalton Thuett ran a 
2:47 in the 800 and a 67 in the 
400. Zach M cMeans ran a 
2:44 in the 800 and a 6:11 in 
the mile. Joseph McConnell 
ran a 12.2 in the 100, and a 26.4 
in the 200. Tanner ran a 16.6 
in the 110 hurdles for the vic­
tory and then followed that up 
with a nice 43.1 in the 300 
hurdles for another victory. 
David Rodriguez ran the 400 
and ran a solid time of 54.28 
for the victory.

Both groups made a very 
impressive showing and will 
take their act on the road next 
w eek as they  trave l to 
Klondike. Super job guys and 
gals. Good luck this season.

CLAYTON WILLIAMS:
Flamboyant Exuberance

I spent an enjoyable couple 
of hours with Clayton Williams 
and his wife Modesta the other 
day. They are extremely happy 
and settled. Both easily laugh 
at the world and each other. 
They are really like a couple 
o f kids, especially Claytie. His 
perpetual smile and good hu­
mor bounces off the walls of 
his offices in their Claydesta 
business complex in Midland. 
It was Modesta’s job to deco­
rate the edifice when it was 
built. “I gave her an unlimited 
budget,” says Clayton, “and 
she went over it 43 percent.” 

Claytie and M odesta are 
both hunters and hold world 
records in different breeds of 
w ild  m ounta in  sheep. He 
started early shooting rabbits 
and mule deer while growing 
up in Fort Stockton. Modesta, 
who comes from a ranching 
family, didn’t like guns at first, 
but learned to be a crack shot. 
“ S h e’s tougher than  m ost 
men,” says her husband.

Clayton Williams is short of 
stature and wiry. He weighs 
around 150 pounds and 
bounces all over the place be­
tween the phone and his board- 
room. He continually talks 
about his wife’s beauty. “Mar­
rying her was the sm artest 
thing I ever did,” he says. They 
both love to brag on their chil­
dren and grandkids. Claytie 
says a good marriage is like a 
campfire. “You need to tend it 
every once in awhile. Same 
with a family.”

Life h asn ’t alw ays been 
easy for the couple, which has 
coped with ups and downs in 
the oil business and a fizzled 
campaign for governor. But 
Claytie is able to purge on 
through, calling his down times 
learning experiences. He says 
you’ve got to find something

to smile about during adversity. 
“I’ve^been blessed with the at­
titude that has been with me 
forever and that’s work hard 
and play hard. I like to laugh 
even w hen things don’t go 
well. Like when the screw- 
worms got to cattle and boll- 
worms got the cotton. There’s 
always something bad happen­
ing.

I want to know what’s over 
yonder, m aybe we need to 
drill.”

C laytie is the cham pion 
Aggie and has given A & M 
lots of money, regardless of his 
financial condition. “I gave the 
school a former student center 
and that’s where I had to sell 
my best company to make the 
last payment. I have trouble 
saying no w hen som ebody 
wants som ething. I ’d have 
m ade a te rrib le  g ir l .” 
He says scouting taught him 
some strong principles. “I can 
borrow money from just about 
any bank because I paid them 
back, even when it was tough. 
It’s just part o f being a respon­
sible, solid citizen.”

C layton  W illiam s had 
planned to run his daddy’s 
ranch after college and the 
Army, but his dad sold the 
ranch. Clayton got a job sell­
ing insurance. “I did pretty 
good until I ran out o f friends 
and kinfolks.” A friend talked 
him into going into the oil busi­
ness in 1957. For the next 25 
years, oil went up every year.

value of the cotton seed they 
produce each year.

To purchase coverage un­
der the Cottonseed Endorse­
ment a glower (Upland or Ex­
tra Long Staple) must» select a 
qualifying buy-up policy o f 
insurance (Yield or Revenue) 
under the new Combo plan 
provisions for cotton. The cot­
tonseed endorsement will not 
be available to growers who 
purchase CAT, GRIP or GRP 
cotton policies.

Under the endorsement cot­
tonseed is insured against yield 
losses that might occur during 
the growing season. There is 
NO revenue component at­
tached to the Cottonseed En­
dorsement.

Yield coverage is estab-

lished using the grower’s ap­
proved APH (actual production 
history) cotton lint yield, a na­
tional cottonseed price (which 
has been set by USD A RMA 
at $0.09 per pound, or $ 180 per 
ton, for the 2011 growing sea­
son) and the same level of cov­
erage that applies to their cot­
ton lint policy.

For additional information 
about the the Cottonseed (Pi­
lot) Endorsement producers are 
encouraged to contact their in­
surance agent or crop insur­
ance provider to learn how the 
new provisions and the Cotton­
seed Endorsement will im­
pact their 2011 risl 
management deci­
sions.
