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USDA Farm Service Agency
Offers Assistance to Producers
Affected by Texas Wildfires

TX), September 9, 2011 — The
USDA Texas Farm Service
Agency offers several disaster
assistance programs that can
help producers recover from
devastating natural disasters
such as wildfires.

“Mother Nature has not
been kind to Texas farmers and
ranchers in 2011,” said James
Douglass, Acting State Execu-
tive Director for Texas FSA.
“Although not a remedy to the
extensive hardships and heart-
break experienced by many
producers this year, it’s my
hope that FSA’s disaster pro-
grams and loans can alleviate
some of the financial strain
producers have suffered from
the devastating impact of the
recent natural disasters.”

FSA offers disaster assis-
tance and low-interest loan
programs to assist agricultural
producers statewide in their
recovery efforts following
wildfires or similar qualifying
natural disasters. Visit http://
www.fsa.usda.gov/ for more
details. The assistance pro-
grams available include:

- Emergency Conservation
Program (ECP) which pro-
vides emergency funding for
farmers and ranchers to reha-
bilitate land severely damaged
by natural disasters; includes
fence loss.

- Non-Insured Crop Disas-
ter Assistance Program
(NAP) which provides finan-
cial assistance to producers of
non-insurable crops when low
yields, loss of inventory, or
prevented planting occur due
to natural disasters (includes
native grass for grazing).

- Livestock Indemnity
Program (LIP) which offers
payments to eligible producers
for livestock death losses in
excess of normal mortality due
to adverse weather. Eligible
losses may include those deter-
mined by FSA to have been
caused by hurricanes, floods,
blizzards, wildfires, tropical
storms, tornados, lightening,
extreme heat, and extreme
cold. Producers will be re-
quired to provide verifiable
documentation of death losses
resulting from an eligible ad-
verse weather event.

Burn

Ban

A Burn Ban remains in effect for
Borden County until further notice.

- Livestock Forage Disas-
ter Program (LFP) that in-
cludes payments to eligible
producers who suffered graz-
ing losses for eligible live-
stock because of drought or
e

- Tree Assistance Pro-
gram (TAP) for eligible or-
chardists and nursery tree
growers for qualifying tree
losses due to natural disaster.

- Emergency Assistance
for Livestock, Honeybees,
and Farm-Raised Fish Pro-
gram (ELAP) Under the
ELAP, FSA may spend up to
$50 million per year to pro-
vide emergency relief for
losses due to feed or water
shortages, disease, adverse
weather, or other conditions,
such as blizzards and wild-
fires, which are not ad-
equately addressed by other
disaster programs

- Supplemental Revenue
Assistance Payment Pro-
gram (SURE) which offers
payments to eligible produc-
ers who have incurred crop
production losses or crop
quality losses, or both.

- Emergency Loan Pro-
gram — The recent primary or
contiguous Secretarial Di-
saster designation for all
counties in Texas which trig-
gered the availability of FSA’s

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Coyotes Make Short Work
of Wildcats for Second Win

The Borden County Coy-
otes used very little time tak-
ing control of their road game
in Wellman Friday night as
they used a quick 3 and out on
defense, spear headed by sev-
eral nice plays by junior Helio
Rosales and the rest of the de-
fensive front of Quint Shafer
and TJ Basquez to force the
early punt by the Wildcats.

The Coyotes used 2 offen-
sive plays to take a lead they
would never relinquish as Aus-
tin Fields followed several nice
blocks by Rosales, Shafer, Tan-
ner Richey, Tristen Benavidez
and also by one of his two bone
crushing blocks on the evening
fullback, TJ Basquez, to skirt
untouched into the endzone
from 22 yards out.

kick to increase their lead to
24 to 0. The defense got into
the act on the next possession
as nice pressure by Rosales
rushed the Wildcat quarter-
backs pass and Richey and the
Coyotes made him pay as Tan-
ner had his 3™ interception of
the year and his 3™ return of
the year for a score to increase
the Coyote lead to 32 — 0 fol-
lowing the Rosales kick.

Using several back-
ups on the next defensive pos-
session the Coyotes did not
slow down and another quick
3 and out forced another Wild-
cat punt. Collin Telchik liter-
ally just got on the field and
back deep just in time to catch
the punt and he danced and
wiggled his way to the endzone

from 60 yards out and a com-
manding 38 to 0 lead for the
team. The Coyotes using even
more back-ups on their next
defensive possession again
forced a 3 and out by the Wild-
cats and this time the 2" team
offense got into the act as they
put together a nice 5 play drive,
highlighted by a nice 3 and
long run by Telchik to set up a
well executed 4" and 4 oppor-
tunity which the line of
Benavidez, Kurt Shafer, Matt
Proulx and fullback Matt Ham
opened up a nice hole for Luke
Burkett to rumble thru for the
big first down. On the next

Building an Emergency Kit

Building an Emergency Kit

We generally do not think
about preparing an in-home
emergency kit or disaster sup-
ply kit. However, with recent
fires in Texas, we may have be-
gun to realize that it is very im-
portant to keep a basic collec-
tion of items that members of
your household would probably
need in the event of a disaster.
We also want to have a grab and
go box at the ready for such di-
sasters. The emergency kit and
grab and go box can contain es-
sentially the same items - you
should be able to differentiate
between the two. It is important
to keep these items in a portable
container that is near, or as close
as possible, to an exit door.
Every household should keep an
emergency kit/grab and go box
and keep it up to date. The num-
ber of people in a household and
their ages and abilities will de-
termine how many containers
will be required to carry the kit
_ items.

The emergency supply kit
should be accessible to you
whether at home or should you
need to evacuate. Make sure
that it can be accessed quickly
and easily. Store the kit items
in a sturdy, clearly labeled, easy-
to-carry container(s). Duffle
bags, backpacks, storage totes
and covered trash receptacles
make good containers. Your
supply kit should hold items that
can accommodate each family
member for three days. In case
of prolonged power outages and
major disasters, you should plan
to have enough food and water
supplies for 2 weeks.

To properly supply your
emergency kit, assemble the fol-
lowing items for use at home or
in case you must evacuate. Re-
member to pack them in easy-
to-carry containers and label the
containers clearly.

* Portable, battery-powered
radio or television and extra,
fresh batteries.

* Flashlight and extra, fresh
batteries.

* First Aid Kit.

* Cash and coins.

* Copies of personal identi-
fication, such as driver’s li-

censes, passports and work iden-
tification badges and copies of
medical prescriptions and credit

cards.

* An extra set of car keys and

house keys.

* Matches in a waterproof

container.

* Map of area marked with
places you could go and their

telephone numbers.

* Ttems for infants, such as
formula, diapers, bottles, paci-
fiers, powdered milk and medi-
cations not requiring refrigera-

tion.

* ‘Special items, such as den-
ture needs, contact lenses and
supplies, extra eyeglasses, and

hearing aid batteries.

* Food - a three day supply
in the kit and at least an addi-
tional four-day supply readily

accessible for use if you are con-

fined to home. You may want
to consider stocking a two week
supply of food and water in your

home.

* Medications - Prescription
and non-prescription that are
regularly used. Check with you
physician or pharmacist on stor-
age requirements.

* Water - three gallons per
person in the kit and an addi-
tional four gallons per person
readily accessible for use if you
are confined to home.

* Kitchen accessories:
manual can opener, mess kits or
disposable cups, plates and uten-
sils, utility knife, sugar and salt,
aluminum foil and plastic wrap,
resealable plastic bags.

* Household liquid bleach.

* For each person, one com-
plete change of clothing and
footwear (including sturdy work
shoes or boots, raingear, and
other items adjusted for the sea-
son, such as hat and gloves, ther-
mal underwear, sunglasses, dust
mask).

* Blankets or sleeping bag
for each person.

* Small tent, compass and
small shovel.

* Paper, pencil, needles,
thread, small A-B-C types fire
extinguisher, medicine dropper,
whistle and emergency pre-
paredness manual. j

* Sanitation and hygiene

items (toilet paper, towelettes,
soap, hand sanitizer, liquid de-
tergent, feminine supplies,
shampoo, deodorant, toothpaste,
toothbrushes, comb and brush,
lip balm, sunscreen, plastic gar-
bage bags (heavy duty) and ties
(for personal sanitation uses),
medium plastic bucket with tight
lid and disinfectant.

* Entertainments such as
games and books. Favorite com-
fort dolls and stuffed animals for
small children.

* Roll of duct tape and scis-
sors.

* Plastic sheeting pre-cut to
fit shelter-in-place room open-
ings.

* Supplies for pets if shelter-
ing in place.

Remember, it never hurts to
be prepared! Go ahead and make
an emergency supply kit/grab
and go box. Some of these items
may not be necessary for your
family, but keep them in mind
and make sure you have the ba-
sics or can grab them quickly in
case of an emergency.

gency Loans. These loans help
producers recover from pro-
duction and physical losses due
to drought, flooding, wildfire
and other natural disasters or
quarantine.

- Emergency Forest Resto-
ration Program (EFRP)
which provides payments to
eligible owners of nonindus-
trial private forest (NIPF) land
in order to carry out emergency
measures to restore land dam-
aged by a natural disaster.

Legislative authority for
SURE, LIP, LFP, TAP and
ELAP ends on September 30,
2011.

Propesition Number 1

(SJR 14)
SIR 14 would amend the consti-
fution to authorize the legislature
to provide the surviving spouse of
a 100 percent or totally disabled
veteran with an exemption from
ad valorem taxation of all or part
of the market value of the surviv-
ing spouse’s residence homestead
as long as the surviving spouse
has not remarried, the property
was the residence homestead of
the surviving spouse when the
qualifying veteran died, and the
property remains the residence
homestead of the surviving
spouse.

The proposed amendment would
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
authorizing the legislatre tfo
provide for an exemption from
ad valorem taxation of all or part
of the market value of the resi-
dence homestead of the surviving
spouse of a 100 percent or totaily
disabled veteran.”

Propesition Number 2
(SJR 4)

SIR 4 would amend the constitu-
tion 1o authorize the Texas Water
Development Board to issue ad-
ditional general obligation bonds
on a continuing basis for one or
more accounts of the Texas Water
Development Fund II, with the
restriction that the total amount
of bonds outstanding at any time
does not exceed $6 hillion.

The proposed amendment would
appear on the ballot as follows:

Proposition Number 3
(SJR 50)

SIR 50 would amend the constitu-

stitutional restrictions, including
a restriction as to the maximum
principal amount of bonds out-
standing at any one time.

The proposed amendment would
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
providing for the issuance of gen-
eral obligation bonds of the State
of Texas to finance educational
loans to students.”

Proposition Number 4
(HIR 63)

HIR 63 would amend the consti-
tution to authorize the legislature
10 permit a county to issue bonds
or notes to finance the develop-
ment or redevelopment of an
unproductive, underdeveloped,
or blighted area within the coun-
ty, and to pledge increases in ad
valorem tax revenues imposed on
property in the area by the county
for repayment of such bonds or
notes. The amendment does not
provide independent authority for
increasing ad valorem tax rates.

The proposed amendment would
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
authorizing the legislature to
permit a county to issue bonds
or notes to finance the develop-
ment or redevelopment of an un-
productive, underdeveloped, or
blighted area and to pledge for
repayment of the bonds or notes
increases in ad valorem taxes im-
posed by the county on property
in the area. The amendment does
not provide authority for increas-
ing ad valorem tax rates.”

Proposition Number 5
(SJR 26)

SJIR 26 would amend the con-
stitution to authorize the legisia-
wure fo allow cities and counties
{0 enter inte interlocal contracts
with other cities and counties
without having to assess an ad
valorem tax and set aside a speci-
fied amount of funds for the pay-
ment of costs under the intertocal
contract,

The proposed amendment would
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment

guthorizing the legisiature to al-
low cities or counties to enter into
intertocal contracts with other cit-
ies or counties without the impo-
sition of a tax or the provision of
a sinking fund.”

Proposition Number 6
(HJR 109)

HIR 109 would amend the con-
stitution to increase the amount
of principal that is available for
withdrawal from the permanent
school fund each year and would
also clarify certain  references
to that fund in the constitution.
Increased access to the princi-
pal of the state public education
trust fund would be based upon
HIR 109 granting the author-
ity to consider alternative market
caleulations when determining
the amount of principal that is
available for distribution 1o the
available school fund. HIR 109
would also provide authority to
distribute to the available school
fund annual revenue from school
fund land or other properties up
1o $300 million per year.

The proposed amendment would
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
clarifying references to the per-
manent school fund, allowing the
General Land Office to distribute
revenue from permanent school
fund land or other properties to
the available school fund to pro-
vide additional funding for pub-
lic education, and providiag for
an increase in the market value
of the permanent school fund for
the purpose of allowing increased
distributions from the available
school fund.”

Proposition Number 7
(SIR 28)

SIR 28 would amend the consti-
tution by adding El Paso County
to the list of counties authorized
to create conservation and recla-
mation districts to develop parks
and recreational facilities fi-
nanced by taxes.

The proposed amendment would
appear on the ballot as follows:
*“The constitutional amendment
authorizing the legislature to
permit conservation and reclama-
tion districts in El Paso County
to issue bonds supported by ad
valorem taxes to fund the devel-
opment and maintenance of parks
and recreational facilities,”

Proposition Number 8
(SIR 16)

SJR 16 would amend the consti-
tution by requiring the legislature
to provide for taxation of open
space land devoted to water stew-
ardship purposes on the basis of
its productive capacity.

The proposed amendment would
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
providing for the appraisal for ad
valorem tax purposes of open-
space land devoted to water-stew-
ardship purposes on the basis of
its productive capacity.”

Proposition Number 9
(SJR9)

SIR 9 would amend the constitu-
tion to anthorize the governor, on
the writien recommendation and
advice of the Board of Pardons
and Paroles, to grant a pardon,
reprieve, or commutation of pun-
ishment to a person who success-
fully completes a term of deferred
adjudication community supervi-
sion.

The proposed amendment would
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
authorizing the governor to grant
a pardon {o a person who success-
fully completes a term of deferred
adjudication community supervi-
sion.”

Proposition Number 10
(SIR37)

SIR 37 would amend the consti-
tution by extending the length of
the unexpired term that causes
the automatic resignation of cer-
tain local elected officeholders
if they announce candidacy or
become candidates for another
office from one year to one year
and 30 days.

The proposed amendment would
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
to change the length of the unex-
pired term that causes the auto-
matic resignation of certain elect-
ed county or district officeholders
if they become candidates for an-
other office.”
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
