Play Your Hand

You have to play the cards
you are dealt.

Not all action you can take
will be productive. Avoid ac-
tivities that will make matters
worse. Don’t act impulsively
with a knee jerk reaction. Al-
ways think before you act.
Actions taken and words spo-
ken can not be recalled once
launched. Devote your time
to only those actions that
move you in a positive direc-

The Borden County Pups
traveled to Ackerly Thursday
in hopes of finishing the year
with a 6 and 2 record, but more
importantly a 4 and 0 record
in district play. The home town
Mustangs made things interest-
ing most of the evening, but in
the end, the Pups behind some
timely passing by Thomas
Harrison to go with a dominat-

The
visiting Mustangs took the en-
suing kick-off and after con-

verting the first of 6 fourth
down conversions quickly
found themselves in the
endzone and tied the contest at
8-8. On the Coyotes next pos-
session, Telchik scored on the
first play from 45 yards out and
with the Rosales kick Borden
County again had the lead at
16 to 8. Sands countered with
another 4" down conversion
which also resulted in a score
to tie the game again at 16.

On the next Coyote posses-
sion Richey found Quint
Shafer on al3 yard scoring
strike to regain the lead at 22
to 16. The Mustangs again
answered and also missed their
extra point to make the score
22 to 22 just moments into the
2" quarter. On the Coyotes
next possession, they overcame
a couple of penalties to reach
the endzone as Richey hit
Tristen Benavidez for his first
career touchdown on the big-
gest stage of the season from
30 yards out.

On the next Borden County
offensive possession, the Coy-
otes got inside the Mustang 10
yard line, but facing a 3™ and 1
and then a 4™ and 1 could not
convert.

After the 2™ defender
missed, Richey got a nice
block by Shafer and then an-
other block by Austin Tyler
and then it was a foot race to
the end zone and the Coyotes
were now tied at 60 with the
extra point pending. On the
extra point kick, Helio Rosales
was true with his kick and
Borden County rebounded
from a 14 point deficit to re-
gain the lead at 62 to 60.

Now, it was up to the de-
fense to get a 3 straight stop.
The Mustangs managed to
convert another 4™ down on
their final drive and looked
poised to move in for the score
to get the lead back, but a tre-
mendous defensive play by
Matt Ham on 3 down forced
the Mustangs into the 8™
fourth down attempt. At this,
Jared Smith stuck his hand in
to break up the potential
touchdown to give the Coy-
otes the ball and the victory.
The third back to back district
championships, the 4 straight
for this years’ senior class,

who ironically only had one
player from that group play in
the previous three district
championship games in Austin
Fields. He was the only one in
that class that did not get to play
in the final district champion-
ship game his senior year, but
he and the other seniors will get
to play in as many play-off
games as possible as long as the
Coyotes continue their winning
ways. The Coyotes will next
travel to Hermleigh on Friday
the 11* of November to play the
Aspermont Hornets at 7:30.

Leading the way for the dis-
trict champion Coyotes was
Collin Telchik with 17 carries
and 235 yards rushing and 4
scores and 1 reception for 37
yards and a score. Quint Shafer
had 16 tackles and a tackle for
loss and 2 receptions for 47
yards and a score. Helio
Rosales was 7 of 8 kicking and
was in on 10 tackles and 2 for
loss. Tristen Benavidez had 2
catches for 38 yards and a score
and was in on 2 tackles. Matt
Ham was in on 3 tackles and a
pass break up. Kurt Shafer had
2 tackles. TJ Basquez had 15
tackles a fumble recovery and
a tackle for loss. Austin Tyler
had 11 tackles and a tackle for
loss. Tanner Richey was 5 of 8
passing for 122 yards and 3
scores and 6 carries for 50 yards
and was in on 21 tackles and a
pass break up. Luke Burkett
had a tackle. Matt Proulx had
a tackle. Jared Smith had 5
tackles and the big pass break
up. Matt Roberson had a tackle
for loss.
