2009 before getting beat out by 
last year’s eventual Division I 
state champion, Garden City, 
in the second round of the play­
offs.

“This is just so unreal. Right 
now, I ’m even at a loss o f 
words,” Borden County Coach 
Trey Richey said. “We were 
just doing our best to hang on 
out there tonight. We’re just so 
proud of these guys. If anybody 
would have told me back in 
August that we’d be going to 
the state game next weekend I 
wouldn’t have believed them, 
but here we are.”

The 13-1 Coyotes, who now 
have won 13 games since their 
season-opening loss to Rankin, 
w ill face the w inner o f 
Saturday’s other sem i-final 
game between Throckmorton 
and Abbott in this year’s Divi­
sion I state title bout at 2 p.m. 
at Shotw ell Stadium  in 
Abilene.

Shortly following Friday 
night’s nail biter, Richey was 
quick to point out that he re­
ally did not have a preference 
as far as who his Coyotes 
would see Saturday afternoon 
in Abilene.

“We really don’t care who’s 
over there.” Richey said. “All 
that really matters to us right 
now is that we’re going to get 
that chance to play back in the 
last game again.

“Our guys have earned that 
chance to play in that game 
again by always going above 
and beyond everything we’ve 
asked of them.”

B orden County, w hich 
knocked off No. 1 ranked op­
ponents in their past two out­
ings against Ira and Rankin, 
scored Friday night’s first TD 
with 8:12 left in the opening 
stanza on a 4-yard run by jun­
ior QB Tanner Richey. Helio 
Rosales kicked the PAT giving 
the Coyotes their quick 8-0 
lead.

Valley, which saw its 12- 
game win streak snapped Fri­
day at Wolfforth, also scored 
on its first possession on a 44- 
yard  pass from  Enrique 
Mendoza on fourth-and-nine to 
Jose Valdez, cutting Borden 
County’s lead to 8-6.

The Coyotes answered right 
back with 6:14 left on a 60-

yard sprint by Fields. Borden 
C oun ty ’s second PAT was 
blocked as the Gail Gang led 
14-6at that point.

Valley, however, cut Borden 
County’s lead to two at 14-12 
on a 39-yard  pass from  
M endoza to K am eron 
Buchanan.

Borden County went to the 
airwaves to score its next TD 
on a 36-yard strike from Richey 
to Rosales. Austin Fields ran in 
that extra point, giving the Coy­
otes their 21-12 edge.

Valley was less than a yard 
away from cutting into Borden 
C o u n ty ’s lead, but H elio  
Rosales and the Coyotes’ de­
fense rose to the occasion with 
a big fourth down stop.

Borden County increased its 
lead to 29-12 with 5:28 to go 
in the second quarter as Richey 
connected back with Rosales 
again, this time from 51 yards 
out: Rosales kicked that PAT.

Valley scored its third TD of 
this state semi-final game later 
in the second quarter on a 
th ree-yard  run by Talyn 
Pointer, as the Patriots cut the 
Coyotes’ lead to 29-18.

Borden County, however, 
led 37-18 at the half after scor­
ing on a 46-yard run by Fields 
on third-and-19. The Coyotes’ 
T. J. Basquez threw a big block 
that sprung Fields loose on that 
play to the end zone.

Valley’s Buchanan scored 
the first TD of what turned out 
being a wild second half on a 
six-yard run. Blake Pigg kicked 
the PAT, cu tting  B orden 
County’s lead to 37-26.

Borden C ounty’s Tanner 
Richey connected with T.J. 
Basquez, followed up by an­
other Rosales PAT as the Coy­
otes hiked their lead to 45-26.

With 2:56 left in the third 
quarter, V alley’s Buchanan 
connected with Adam Alanis 
before kicking the PAT that cut 
Borden County’s lead to 11 at 
45-34.

R ichey scored  B orden 
County’s next two touchdowns 
on runs of 53 and 13 yards. 
Rosales kicked both of those 
big PAT’s as the C oyotes 
opened up what appeared to be 
at that time a commanding 61- 
34 edge.

Buchanan raced back a 50-

yard kickoff return before Pigg 
kicked another PAT as Valley 
cut Borden County’s lead to 
61 -42 after the first three quar­
ters.

A Wesley Rigdon three- 
yard scoring run and another 
PAT by Pigg cut B orden 
County’s lead to 11 at 61-50 
with plenty of time still left on 
the clock at 6:05 remaining in 
the fourth quarter.

B orden County had it s 
share of good luck-in Friday’s 
game, including with 5:58 left 
in the fourth quarter when the 
Coyotes apparently fumbled 
away the pig-skin on their side 
of the field, but game officials 
ruled that they had whistled 
that play dead.

With 2:46 to go, Mendoza 
connected with Pointer on a 
seven-yard TD pass.

Borden County’s Fields ap­
peared to score a big insurance 
touchdown with 2:15 to go in 
that game, but a holding pen­
alty wiped out that play.

The C oyotes, how ever, 
were able to come up with big 
plays to run out the remaining 
time on the clock, including a 
huge 23-yard run be Richey on 
third-and-16 with only 65 sec­
onds left in the game clock.

Poinsettia Care
The Poinsettia is NOT Poi­

sonous
The widespread belief that 

poinsettias are poisonous is a 
misconception. The scientific 
evidence demonstrating the 
poinsettia’s safety is ample and 
well documented. Studies con­
ducted by Ohio State Univer­
sity in cooperation with the 
Society of American Florists 
concluded that no toxicity was 
evident at experimental inges­
tion levels far exceeding those 
likely to occur in a home envi­
ronm ent. In fact, the 
POISINDEX Information Ser­
vice, the primary information 
resource used by most poison 
control centers, states that a 50 
pound child would have to in­
gest more than 500 poinsettia 
bracts to surpass experimental 
doses. Yet even at this high 
level, not toxicity was demon­
strated.

As w ith  all o rnam ental 
plants, poinsettias are not in­
tended for human or animal 
consumption and certain indi­
viduals may experience an al­
lergic reaction to poinsettias. 
However, the poinsettia has 
been demonstrated to be a safe 
plant. In fact, in 1992, the 
poinsettia was included on the 
list of houseplants most help­
ful in rem oving pollu tants 
from indoor air. So, not only 
is the poinsettia a safe and 
beautiful addition to you holi­
day and winter decor, it can 
even help keep your indoor air

clean!
Do s and Don ’ts o f Poinset­

tia Care
DO place your plant in in­

direct sunlight for at least six 
hours per day. If  direct sun 
can’t be avoided, diffuse the 
light with a shade or sheer cur­
tain.

DO provide room tempera­
tures between 68-70E F. Gen­
erally speaking, if you are com­
fortable, so is your poinsettia.

DO water your plant when 
the soil feels dry to the touch.

DO use a large, roomy shop­
ping bag when transporting it, 
especially if  it is windy.

DO fertilize your plant AF­
TER THE BLOOMING SEA­
SON with a balanced, all-pur­
pose fertilizer.

DON’T place plants near 
cold drafts or excessive heat 
sources. Avoid placing plants 
near appliances, fireplaces or 
ventilating ducts.

DON’T over water your 
plant, or allow it to sit in stand­
ing water. Always remove a 
plant from any decorative con­
tainer before watering, and al­
low the water to drain com­
pletely.

DON’T expose your plant 
to chilling winds when trans­
porting it.

DON’T fertilize your plant 
when it is in bloom.
