AUSTIN, Tex. — Texans, 
noted for their traditional abil­
ity to make their own way, got 
a new challenge this week along 
with their Thanksgiving greet­
ings.

A Texas woman brought home 
word from an Eastern meeting 

' stating, in effect, that hope for 
finding means of avoiding polio 
and curing victims hinges on 

'j public support of current re 
search.

The woman, Mrs. R. O. Pear­
son of Abilene, also relayed the 
cheering news from a March ot‘ 
Dimes organization meeting in 
New York City, that better di­
agnosis and treatment of polio 
has cut down distortions so 
that “terrific wrecks of chil­
dren” rarely are seen today.

Mrs. Pearson, who is State 
Advisor on Women’s Activities 
for the National Foundation for 
Infantile Paralysis, said the 
most promising development in 
polio research is the possibility 
of a preventive vaccine.

“Such a vaccine has been used 
successfully on experimental 
animals,” said Mrs. Pearson, 
“but it remains to be discovered 
just how many types of polio 
virus there are and which per­
sons are not already immune 
and need to be immunized.” 

The Texas woman predicted 
the answer would be found “in 
the long run,” but emphasized 
the outcome depends in part on 
the willingness of Texans to 
face their research financing 
obligations. Texas, one of the 
hard hit states from a polio 
view point, has had to depend 
greatly on National Foundation 
funds and equipment because of 
a poor state financial showing.

The great need for support 
of patient care and research 
projects wdj be explained first 
band to Texana December 11 
when Basil O'Connor of New

Houston. President of the Texas 
Division, reminded that when 
the Texas Division was estab­
lished in 1946 there were only 
five clinics in Texas prepared 
to properly diagnose cancer. To 
day there are 28.

“Today there are 12 full-time 
cancer information centers in 
the state, established and main­
tained by county units of the 
American Cancer Society,” he 
added.

Driving Tip
A driver’s tip from the Bu­

reau of Safety reminds us that 
we don’t save much time by 
driving fast, but we multiply 
our chances of getting killed in 
case of an accident.

Suppose you make a 400-mile 
trip. At a constant speed of 45 
miles per hour, you can drive it 
in eight hours and 54 minutes. 
If you have an injury accident, 
the chances of someone being 
killed are one in 16.

At a constant speed of 55 
miles an hour, you can make 
the same trip in seven hours 
and 18 minutes. You save an 
hour and 36 minutes, but your 
chances of getting out of an ac­
cident alive are not quite so 
good. The chances are one in 
12 that somebody will get killed 
if an injury accident occurs.

You can drive the same 400 
miles in six hours and 10 min 
utes by maintaining a constant 
speed of 65 miles per hour, thus 
saving another hour and eight 
minutes. The odds against you 
in that accident situation, how­
ever, really go up. The chances 
are now one in six that some­
body will be killed. For just 10 
miles an hour, you’re sticking 
your neck out twice as far.

Most of us seldom drive 400 
miles a day. The shorter the dis­
tance, the less time saved by 
driving fast. Are you willing to 
gamble your life to save live 
or ten minutes?

Know Cookery Term s 
To Follow Recipes

When recipes call "for parboiling, 
th is m eans th a t the food is cooked 
briefly in w ater or stock, and then 
p repared  in another m anner to 
com plete. The te rm  applies usually 
to m ea t and vegetables.

To sea r m eans to brcwn rapidly 
with a quick application of heat. 
The te rm  is used with m eats.

To poach m eans to cook very 
briefly in hot liquid just below the 
boiling point.

To la rd  m eans to draw  narrow  
strips of salt pork through lean 
m eat with a larding needle ju st for 
tha t purpose. M eats which are 
larded a re  those which are lean 
and need ex tra fat so they’ll be 
juicy afte r cooking.

M arinating refers to the process 
of letting foods stand in sauce or 
seasoning to give them  flavor. I t’s 
used for fruits and vegetables in 
salads, and m eats before cooking.

Pan  broiling? G rease a heavy 
skillet very lightly and cook food 
in it on top of the range.

UNITED NATIONS:
Formula for Peace

R ussia’s Andrie Y. Vishinsky in 
a slashing, abusing speech in the 
United Nations general assem bly 
outlined a series of conditions which 
he said m ust be accepted before 
there could be world peace. He 
m ade it plain tha t there was no 
other possible ground for the set­
tlem ent of east-w est differences.

The main condition of V ishinsky’s 
speech was the dem and tha t the 
Chinese Comm unists be allowed a 
seat in the United Nations. Russia 
has long battled for adm ission of 
China in the U.N., but the tone of 
Vishinsky’s speech w a s  much 
stronger than it had been on other 
occasions.

The m ain points of Vishinsky’s 
dem ands:

1. A pledge n o t  to try  to get 
around the veto.

2. Unconditional prohibition of 
the atomic-bomb.

3. Armed forces under exclusive 
control of the security  council.

4. Aid to backw ard countries un­
der international control.

5. Developm ent of international 
trad e  without discrim ination.

These w ere the dem ands report­
edly given to Secreteary-G eneral 
Trygve Lie when he visited P rim e 
M inister Stalin during his trip  to 
Moscow in May. L ie’s refusal to ac­
cept them  is believed the reason 
the Russians opposed his re-election 
as secretary-general.

Many observers saw a th rea t in 
a p a rt of Vishinsky’s speech. He 
said if these dem ands w ere ignored 
it would be idle to think of peace 
being achieved through the U. N.

KOREA:
In Ice and Snow

In ice and snow, with the m er­
cury often belcw zero, United Na­
tions forces in Korea continued a 
slow advance against Communists 
troops.

Snow and ice m ade operations 
slow and dangerous. Supply routes 
fa r to the re a r  w ere blocked m ak­
ing it necessary  to depend on air 
drops.

M ilitary leaders reported approxi­
m ately 100,000 Chinese and Korean 
Comm unists were established in a 
60-mile line below the g reat hydro- 
electrice plants on the Yalu river 
border between Korea and M an­
churia. An all-out battle in the area  
w as expected.

The advance has been carried  out 
behind devastating a ir a ttacks by 
the U. S. a ir force.

A m erican officers said the ad­
vance was progressing “ well,” but 
ju st how fast they go depends a 
g reat deal upon the w eather. In 
m any of the m ountain passes wind 
had piled snow 10 to 12 feet deep.

Meanwhile, the Russians are 
m aking new th rea ts concerning the 
K orean Conflict. Among other 
things, they charge tha t Japanese  
soldiers are now being used in Ko­
rea.

According to the Soviet, a Chi- 
nese-Russian trea ty  calls for their 
intervention w henever Japanese 
troops are  used against the Chinese

Some sources believed this could 
be another step in the Russian plan 
for justification of her throwing 
men and planes into the conflict. 
O thers believe, however, tha t Rus­
sia would not take such a step.

NPA Chief

William H. H arrison, stand­
ing, national production admin­
istra to r, ordered a 35 per cent 
reduction in civilian aluminum 
supplies and w arned tha t the 
action will result in some un­
em ploym ent and higher prices 
for alum inum  products next 
year. The order is effective 
January  1, 1951.

DEFENSE:
Nerve Center Moved

The a ir force announced tha t 
headquarters for the nation’s de­
fense against a ir a ttack  will be 
moved from New York to Colorado 
Springs, Colo. The move takes the 
nerve cen ter of a ir defense of the 
U. S. 1,650 m iles from the Atlantic 
ocean, deep into the interior for 
safety reasons.

The move em phasized the fact 
tha t the oceans surrounding the 
country a re  no longer a barrier 
against attack. The swing to the 
west also lent em phasis to the 
s trateg ic  concept that if present 
tension with Russia should erupt 
into World War III, the gravest 
danger of aerial blows against the 
United States would focus on the 
northw est “ gatew ay.”

O bservers pointed out that guided 
missiles, conceivably with atomic 
w arheads, could be fired from sub­
m arines lying a few miles off the 
present headquarters a t Mitchell 
Field, N. Y., thus destroying the 
defense center with one blow.

The center now controls both the 
east and west air-defense forces. 
Some 800 m ilitary and civilian per­
sonnel will be assigned to the new 
center. Lt. Gen. Ennis C. White- 
head will be in command.

EUROPE:
Prewar Production

W estern Europe, with American 
aid, increased exports and indus­
tria l output above prew ar levels 
the economic co-operation adm ini­
stration announced.

The report was an encouraging 
trend in the w est’s battle against 
com munism. The gains must be 
increased, however, to support the 
load of arm ing for defense against 
com m unism . 6

The E.C.A said: “ The urgency 
to rea rm  has emphasizeed the im ­
portance. . . for w estern Europe 
of continuing its progress toward 
the economic goals of the recovery 
program . The required expansion 
in m ilitary production cannot be 
achieved unless Europe’s economic 
base is further strengthened.”

WHOLESALE PRICES

Wholesale Index at All-Time High
The bureau of labor statistics 

reported wholesale prices hit an 
all-time high during the second 
week of November. The new in­
dex was an advance of .6 of a 
per cent in one week and was 
8.7 per cent above the June 20 
level, before the Korean fighting 

All commodities other than farm  
products and foods again advanced 
to another peak, 9.3 per cent above

pre-Korean w ar levels. Hogs and 
steers continued to move In  op­
posite directions. Hops ri r j 
while steers advanced to the high 
est point in 1950. 8

The plan called for millions of 
civilian “ minute m en,” ready for 
im m ediate action, while the regu­
lar arm ed forces are  building to­
ward their projected three-million- 
man strength.

M ilitary men ' reportedly believe 
tha t a three-m illion-m an force will 
not m eet defense needs.

TRUMAN:
Champions Fair Deal

President Trum an held a press 
conference and declared—in the 
face of G.O.P. claim s tha t the No­
vem ber election had killed his fair 
deal—tha t he would continue to 
press for adoption of his whole pro­
gram  as long as he was president.

If the Republican party  thought 
their victory had taken any of the 
starch  out of the P residen t they 
w ere disappointed. He said he 
would present his full program  to 
the 82nd congress when it convened 
in January .

To the surpise of everyone pres­
ent a t the press conference he did I 
not seem  disturbed by Republican  ̂
gains in congress. He brushed off 
his reverses as norm al in a non- 
presidential year. He added that 
practically  all the Republican vic­
tories could be traced  to local situa­
tions. Most observers w ere inclined 
to agree with him in tha t respect.

Then the President got down to 
some definite sta tem en t:

Secretary  of S tate Dean Acheson 
is going to keep his job—period.

G eneral Douglas M acA rthur re ­
ports tha t A m erican troops in Korea 
have plenty of clothing.

Surveys are  still going on to de­
term ine w hether price and wage 
controls a re  necessary. They’ll be 
imposed as soon as there is need 
for them , but he doesn’t think the 
tim e has come.

He could be convinced this coun­
try  should send an am bassador to 
F ranco  Spain, but he hasn ’t been 
convinced so far.

He doesn’t agree with T aft’s r e ­
cent sta tem ent tha t higher taxes 
could lead to inflation.

There will be fu rther conserva­
tions on the proposed Japanese 
peace trea ty  within a few weeks.

PROFITS LEVY
Battle Shapes Up

From  all indications a severe bat­
tle is shaping up over President 
T rum an’s proposed $4 billion ex­
cess profits tax. The tax  bill in all 
probability will be presented to 
the “ lam e duck” session of con­
gress but the P resident has no as­
surance that it will get approval, 
especially in the senate.

If the proposal fails in the “ lam e 
duck” session and is presented in 
the 82nd congress, observers be­
lieve Republican strength will show 
itself for the first tim e and a great 
m any changes will be w ritten into 
the bill.

As of the m om ent, the U. S. 
cham ber of com m erce branded the 
tax  “ un-A m erican” and urged con­
gress to cut Federal nondefense 
spending by a t least $6 billion in­
stead of approving the levy.

A Republican substitute for the 
bill was vetoed in the house ways 
and m eans com m ittee. D em ocrats 
on the com m ittee criticized the GOP 
proposal as one tha t would hit sm all 
business and favor corporations 
with income swollen by the defense 
program .

The P residen t’s plan calls for 
a tax  of 75 per cent on excess 
profits of corporations, with the 
four-year period 1946-49 used as a 
yardstick  to determ ine w hat profits 
are  abnorm al.

A barrage  of other protests 
against the levy was received by 
the house ways and m eans com­
m ittee.

All this would indicate tha t no 
action will be taken on the bill this 
y ear although it will be ready for 
consideration. What the new con­
gress will do about the proposed 
tax is anybody’s guess.

The battle will be b itter and m ay 
have a great influence on the 1952 
presidential election.

roll Savings Plan, through 
which employees can buy Sav­
ings Bonds by having deduc­
tions made from their wages or 
salaries.

“When we were attacked in 
1941 almost 18 months passed 
before we had an effective pay­
roll savings program in effect, 
and we intend to avoid that kind 
of delay this time. The results 
of this drive will give us a 
springboard for quick mobiliza­
tion for the sale of Savings' 
Bonds should we again become 
involved in a global war.”

Mr. Adams has directed the
w

j Savings Bonds program in
¡Texas since the Treasury or­
ganized its old War Finance 
Committee in 1912. He pointed 
out that buying of Savings 
Bonds gives the public the best 
kind of opportunity to render 
patriotic service in time of em­
ergency and also puts a curb 
on inflation and rising prices.

Col. Evans and Mr. Swigart 
are now organizing a statewide 
Payro'l Savings Committee, Mr. 
Adams said. The committee will 
be composed of important in­
dustrialists representing every 
section of the state. They and a 
permanent organization of 
about 3,000 volunteers, repre­
senting every county, will con­
duct the drive in Texas.

Q—I am going to school under 
the GI Bill and I have just 
received notice that I am to 
return to active military 
duty. Need I inform VA to 
stop my subsistence pay­
ments ?

A—Yes. Write the VA Regional 
office which has your rec­
ords and include your full 
name and address, “C” num­
ber, the amount of the VA 
payment and the date you 
are to go back into service. 
You are not entitled to any 
VA benefit payments cover­
ing any period after you 
have returned to military 
service.

Q—My husband received a Cer­
tificate of Commitment on a 
GI home loan, and he died 
a few days later—before he 
had a chance to sign a 
mortgage or any other pa­
pers. May I, as his widow7, go 
ahead and buy the house on 
a GI guaranteed loan basis?

A—Under your circumstances, 
VA does not have the 
authority to issue a Certifi­
cate of Guaranty even though 
your husband already has a 
Certificate of Commitment. 
However, you may be en­
titled to a GI loan on your 
own rights as a deceased 
v e t o  r a n ' s  unremarried 
widow — if he died because

of injury or disease incurred 
in or aggravated by line-of- 
duty service and was dis­
charged under other than 
dishonorable conditions.
