there,” Telchik said. “As nice 
as everybody was made us feel 
that much more ready to get 
there and get started.”

Telchik also v isited  and 
tried out at college baseball 
programs at Blinn Junior Col­
lege, Angelo State University 
and Tyler Junior College be­
fore making Hardin-Simmons 
his final pick.

“That was all a good expe­
rience,” Telchik said of his col­
lege baseball tryouts.

In the end, it was Hardin- 
Simm ons’ program that ap­
pealed the most to Telchik.

“In the past year or two, 
they made it to their confer­
ence championship,” Telchik 
said. “It’s good going some­
where where they’re used to 
winning.”

At HSU, Telchik sees him­
self playing in the middle in­
field (second or shortstop) or 
som ew here out in the out­
field.”

“As long as we get some 
playing time,” Telchik said.

“This is something w e’ve 
wanted to do since back when 
we were in the Little League. 
We’re just anxious to see if  
we’re good enough.”

Probably one of the biggest 
differences Telchik will see in 
his jump from the high school 
to the college ranks is pitch­
ing.

“In high school, you still see 
a lot of decent pitching. Every 
now and then you’ll run into a 
guy who’ll throw pretty hard, 
but in college you could see 
that every day,” Telchik said.

But as excited as Collin is 
about this new opportunity, he 
is just as grateful about it.

“There’s going to be a big 
difference-this is going to be 
alot harder,” Telchik said.

“But, we’re glad to be get­
ting this chance. A lot of guys 
at our level never get the 
chance.”

Anyone w ho’s follow ed 
Collin’s career know how he’s 
been an opportunist.

He proved that again in a 
different sport this past fall. In 
Week 10 of high school foot­
ball, Telchik ran for over 200 
yards and scored five touch­
downs in Borden County’s 62- 
60 district title-clinching win 
at Gail over longtime rival 
Sands in the final week of the 
regular high school football 
season.

Borden County ended up

moving on to playing in last 
year’s DI six-man title bout 
where it lost to Throckmorton.

“That’s probably our most 
fun game ever,” Telchik said. 
“It was so close. It came down 
to a big fourth down play on 
defense. We made the play!

“I really didn’t know I was 
going in that night until about 
30 m inutes left before the 
game. Austin (Fields) didn’t 
practice much at all that week, 
but still I didn’t know I was 
going in until right before.”

Telchik plans to report to 
Hardin-Simmons on Aug. 21 
with school cranking up on the 
27th. Hardin-Sim m ons is a 
NCAA D ivision III school 
w here the Cow boys are a 
m em ber o f  the A m erican  
Southwest Conference.

Telchik plans on studying 
science with hopes some day 
o f getting into radiology.

“I want to do something in 
the medical field. I got to job 
shadow here at the hospital. I 
liked it a lot,” Telchik said.

“Cardiogram s are pretty 
cool!”

Telchik enjoyed an all-ev- 
erything senior season at the 
plate this spring for the Borden 
County Coyotes. He hit .544. 
Out o f his 37 hits, 10 were 
triples and one was a homer. 
Telchik also drove in 21 RBIs 
and scored 36 runs.

Those number earned him 
respect on a statewide level. 
He was named second-team 
all-state shortstop from the 
Texas High school Baseball 
Coaches Association and hon­
orable mention all-state from 
the Texas Sportswriters Asso­
ciation.

Telchik also made the Lub­
bock Avalanche-Journal’s All- 
South Plains Baseball team as 
an utility player.

From  m eeting  H all-of- 
Fam e p itch er and curren t 
Texas R anger CEO N olan 
Ryan earlier this past season-

as part o f Borden C ounty’s 
unique ground breaking cer­
emony for its new baseball field 
at Gail-to getting recognized 
among that gam e’s best, all 
made it a memorable senior 
year for Telchik.

“It was great just finally get­
ting the chance to play on our 
own field. It was great actually 
having our own field compared 
to alw ays d riv ing  over to 
Snyder to p lay  our hom e 
games,” Telchik said.

“This season was a lot of 
hard work by a lot o f people, 
so it’s good how it all paid off!”

Collin definitely did his best 
to maintain a family legacy.

Only a year ago, Collin’s 
older brother, Zack, earned all- 
state at second base.

“Dad had a lot to do with it,” 
Collin said o f father Kevin a 
longtime Little League baseball 
coach.

“Ever since we can remem­
ber playing ball in the T-ball 
league-dad’s always been right 
there. He really helped with 
their game.

“We’ve been going to our 
hitting trainer for like 10 years 
up in Lubbock-Saul Busto,” 
Telcik said o f the former Texas 
Tech Red Raider great.

“He made a big difference as 
far as showing us the correct 
way to swing.”

Getting the chance to play in 
Underarmour’s Baseball Fac­
tory World Series at Bradenton, 
Fla. last week also should help 
prepare Telchik for the road 
ahead. That World Series basi­
cally was a combination of a 
tournament and camp.

Telchik helped his team, the 
Pirates, reach the finals of that 
tournament where they ended 
up getting beat by the A’s in that 
eight-team tournament.

“That was pretty awesome! 
We got to stay in the Pirates’ 
spring tra in ing  facility  out 
there,” Telchik said.

Back to School Supplies: Ideas for 
stocking up without breaking the bank
With the start of school less 

than one month away, the ex­
cursion that many parents have 
come to dread: shopping for 
back-to -schoo l supplies. 
Crowded stores and seemingly 
endless checkout lines are 
things most families would 
like to avoid.

If you haven’t already done 
it, gather up the backpacks, 
m essenger bags, lunch 
packs— anything that has been 
used to transport items to and 
from school— and get rid of 
the past school year’s accumu­
lation of “stuff.” Turn the pack 
inside out and shake out the 
crumbs and lint. If  necessary, 
use the vacuum! Check care 
labels to see if it’s okay to toss 
the items in the washing ma­
chine. If  not, wipe them down 
with a disinfectant wipe.

Create a central collection 
point, such as a basket or a 
plastic bin, for the wayward 
pens, pencils, notebooks, and 
any other reusable supplies 
that you uncover during the 
summer months. That way, 
you’ll be able to take inventory 
before school starts and avoid 
replenishing supplies you al­
ready own.

Shop Smart: No matter how 
hard you try, some supply 
shopping is usually necessary. 
Shopping early is one way to 
sidestep the crowds. To avoid 
“buying blind,” check with 
your school district for a list 
of supplies. Some school dis­
tricts post lists of required sup­
plies, by grade level, on their 
websites prior to the first day 
of school.

According to a survey done 
by the National Retail Federa­
tion, the average family antici­
pates spending more than $500 
for back-to-school supplies. 
With a little creativity, there 
are ways to cut these costs. 
Here are a few ideas, courtesy 
of Nancy Bock, Vice President 
of Education at The Soap and 
Detergent Association.

• Comparison-shop. Check 
out newspaper ads, online sup­
pliers and the websites of lo­

cal retailers. Warehouse clubs 
also offer back-to-school sup­
plies, usually in large quanti­
ties. If the price is right, but the 
quantity is overwhelming, per- 
haps-you can share the costs 
with another family.

• Avoid the “cool. ” Note­
books adorned w ith fancy 
logos and favorite heroes are 
usually more expensive (and 
sometimes have less paper) 
than the plain versions. Involve 
your child in the process by 
checking the prices, counting 
the pages, and having him or 
her do the math. You may still 
decide to make the more ex­
pensive purchase, but you’ve 
also had an opportunity to pro­
vide a lesson in comparative 
shopping.

• Go for garage sales or the 
thrift store. They can be a good 
source for items like calcula­
tors and vintage lunch boxes.

• Find some freebies. Look 
online for a Freecycle Network 
in your area. Freecycle is a 
grassroots, nonprofit m ove­
ment o f people who are giving 
and getting stuff for free in 
their own towns. A volunteer 
moderates each local group 
and membership is free. You 
might just find someone who 
has office supplies/school sup­
p lies  to give away. V isit 
www.freecycle.org for more 
information. There is even a 
chapter in Lubbock!

• Keep your eye out for store 
sales. If  you can delay some 
purchases for several weeks, 
you may be able to take advan­
tage o f  clearance sales on 
school supplies.

When shopping for back-to- 
school supplies, don’t forget to 
add hand sanitizers or hand 
wipes to your list so you can 
tuck them into backpacks and 
lunch boxes. Good hand hy­
giene will go a long way to­
ward keeping your kids healthy 
all through the school year.
