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Coyote§ Let Early Lead
Get Away to State
Ranked Dragons

The Borden County Coy-
otes traveled to Welch Friday
night to take on their 4 state
ranked team out of their 5
games played this year. The
Coyotes knew in order to have
success, they would have to
play a near perfect game as
they were starting their fifth
different lineup in five games
as leading rusher and a young
man that had 270 yards last
week in Corbin Sumners
would be forced to join fellow
varsity freshman Kale Yarbro,
and sophomore Thomas
Harrison by watching this con-
test from the sidelines without
pads. As has been the case for
this young Coyote football
team, they seem to continue to
rally behind each other and go
out and compete with the guys
that can play and battle their
hearts out. Friday was no ex-
ception as these young men
battled for 4 quarters without
their latest casualty, Sumners.

After giving up a couple of
4" down conversions to the
home town Dragons, newly
inserted starter sophomore
Colby Pennell stripped the ball
from the Dragon runner and
Frank Banman picked up the

loose pigskin and rumbled 64
yards to the 10 yard line. Three
plays later quarterback Riley
Herridge found Banman in the
endzone with a 2 yard pass and
a Coyote score to give the visi-
tors a quick 6-0 lead. Herridge
kicked the extra point after the
Michael Taylor snap was
placed on the tee by Hunter
Jones to give Borden County
an early 8-0.

Unfortunately, the lead
would not last long as the
Dragons returned the ensuing
kick-off 77 yards and with the
extra point kick the score was
right back where it started, all
even, but now at8’s. The Coy-
otes, as has been the case all
season long with their touch-
down drives, wasted very little
time answering as Jones found
Banman with a nice pass play
to get the Coyotes deep in
Dragon territory before Jones
followed blocks by Tristen
Benavidez, Nathan Ham,
Korbin Martinez, Banman and
Herridge to reach pay dirt and
regained the lead at 14 to 8 and
then 16 with the Herridge kick.
The Coyote defense forced a
turnover on downs, but the of-
fense came up just short on a

pass to the endzone that was
just off the fingertips of
Pennell’s. After another defen-
sive stop by the Coyotes, the
offense put together a nice
drive that culminated with a
Herridge to Banman hook up
from 10 yards out. With this
score Borden County had a 22-
8 lead just before half. The
Coyotes kept the Dragons out
of the endzone, with a huge hit
by Jayton Lewis that high-
lighted the defensive series.
In the second half, the
Coyotes would be forced to go
into the stiff wind, but with an
emerging ground game this
would prove to not be a prob-
lem for the visitors as they put
together the longest drive of
the season, covering 50 yards
in 8 plays ending with an 11
yard Jonestun. Herridge again
made the extra point kick to
increase the lead, the largest of
the game for the Coyotes at 30-
8. On the kick-off, Herridge
kicked it high into the wind
and the Dragons had a difficult
time catching the ball and the
Coyotes were able come away
with the ball. Borden County

The Things You Avoid Are Sources

The bottom line is that you
will not get in shape until you
start working out. Exercise is
effective because it forces your
muscles to be active. By avoid-
ing it, you gain nothing. The

longer you avoid it, the longer
it will take you to get in shape.

Avoidance may come into
play when you want to go back
to school. There are many job
opportunities available only to
those with a college degree. If
you are interested in pursuing
such a career path, but don’t
have the necessary schooling,
it is incumbent for you to ob-
tain the required credentials.

It’s normal to be tired at the
end of a day of work. The most
appealing option is to go home
and relax. It takes a lot of time
to go to class and then put in
many hours studying. That’s
why many people avoid con-
tinuing their education.

You won’t benefit from an
education unless you do what-
ever it takes to get one. Al-
though many successful people
have a limited formal educa-
tion, education is never a limi-
tation. An education is an ex-
ample of something people
avoid although it would make
them stronger.

A person may avoid personal
responsibility by maintaining a
dependence on others. One can
become deluded into a false

looked poised to extend the
lead and even put this contest
away if they could maintain
their momentum and extend
the lead, but the turnover bug
bit the Coyotes in the second
half.

At this
time, the Coyotes chose to go
with their heavy package and
punch the ball into the
endzone, but just as it appeared
Benavidez was easily crossing
into the endzone to help regain
the momentum a Dragon
grabbed his arm and forced the
ball to squirt lose at the goal
line. The Dragons recovered
for a touchback and one play
later all momentum had
switched to the home town
Dragons as they cut the once
insurmountable Coyote lead to
30 to 24 with 3:42 left in the
3 quarter. Borden County
again drove deep into Dragon
territory, but a couple of pen-
alties forced them to make up
some extra yardage and as a
result a 4" down play ended 1
yard short and forced the ball
back over to the Dragons.
Dawson continued the momen-
tum swing scoring a 3™ con-
secutive time and with the ex-
tra point pass had their first
lead of the game 2ith 8:51 left
in the contest at 31-30.

The Coyotes seemed to re-
gain some life, driving deep
into Dragon territory but at the
end of a nice run another Coy-
ote turnover would be the dis-
appointing result and the
Dragon momentum grew.
Moments later the now fast
charging Dragons would ex-
tend their lead to 37-30 with
the point after kick to come.
Coyote Michael Deax broke
through and blocked the point
after attempt to keep the team
a score behind. The Coyotes
had no luck on their next of-
fensive possession as a couple
of runs and a couple of passes
netted only 5 yards and Borden

County were forced to give the
ball back to a very confident
Dragon Offense. Dawson con-
tinued their offensive on-
slaught and extended the lead
to 43-30 with just over 2 min-
utes to play in the game. With
a sense of urgency now upon
the Coyotes the offense finally
got some positive results as
Herridge found a wide open
Benavidez for a 33 yard score
and with the Herridge kick the
Coyotes were down 43-38 with
1:34 left. The Borden County
defense would have to force a
4-out to give themselves a
chance, but on the second of-
fensive play the Coyotes were
called for a horse collar which
resulted in an automatic first
down. After 3 quick stops, the
Dragons did not have to run a
4™ down play and as a result
snatched away a victory from
the Coyotes with a final tally
of 43-38.

Leading the way for the
Coyotes was Hunter Jones
with 25 carries and 161 yards
and two scores, while passing
11 times completing 5 of them
for 44 yards and being in on 5
tackles. Riley Herridge was 3
of 3 passing for 48 yards and 3
scores and a couple of tackles.
Tristen Benavidez had 2 car-
ries for 4 yards and 2 catches
for 40 yards and a score and

15 tackles, 2 for loss. Frank
Banman had 4 catches for 44
yards and two scores and was
in on 8 tackes, one for loss and
a fumble recovery. Jordan
Martinez had 6 carries for 36
yards and was in on 7 tackles.
Korbin Martinez blocked well
at fullback and was in on 6
tackles. Nathan Ham blocked
extremely well again and was
in on 2 tackles. Colby Pennell
had 8 tackles, one for loss and
a caused fumble. Jayton Lewis
had 5 tackles including a big
hit. Michael Deax and
Michael Taylor also contrib-
uted with some nice blocks and
on some special team play.

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Six Must-Do F all Tune-Ups

Around the House
Inspections that can save your home
and your life

Jack Frost may not be nip-
ping at your nose yet, but early
Fall is the perfect time to in-
spect your home for winter.
Tackling outdoor Fall mainte-
nance now could save you
thousands of dollars and hun-
dreds of headaches later on.

When it comes to home
maintenance, the cost of restor-
ing often exceeds preventative
care, according to certified
home inspector Keith Swift,
PhD, author of the Manual for
a Happy Home. And that’s be-
cause what may be only a small
problem now could become a
big one later. Neglecting to
clear a leaf-choked gutter
could result in wood rot and
spread mildew. A poorly main-
tained heating system may
eventually spew toxic fumes or
stop working entirely on a cold
day. And cracks in walls and
windows (besides creating
nasty drafts) are an open invi-
tation to pests and water.

Annual fall maintenance is
more than convenience; it’s
also a smart investment strat-
egy. According to Nick
Gromicko, founder of National
Association of Certified Home
Inspectors (NACHI), many
homeowners are getting their
homes professionally in-
spected in the fall and keeping
a running record. “Everyone
needs a history of their home,”
says Gromicko, “and when you
go to sell, having one could
make or break the deal. It helps
prospective buyers see evi-
dence of the repairs you’ve
made over the years.” Every
time you make repairs or reno-
vations, it’s a good idea to take
a video or photo of the results
and save the details in your
computer. NACHI provides an
online database where custom-

ers can store the results of
yearly inspections.

Although you should call a
specialist for certain jobs
(Swift recommends getting
heating systems checked annu-
ally by an expert), here are jobs
you can do yourself.

Clean gutters and drainage
spouts. Protect yourself first by
always wearing gloves—ani-
mals or insects can hide in gut-
ters. A gutter scoop is a conve-
nient tool for removing leaves
and other debris. Then place
the garden hose in the down-
spout to flush it out.

Inspect your roof. Look for
signs of deterioration (loose
shingles, rotting wood, cracks,
etc.). Carefully trim heavy
branches that are hanging over
your roof. (A falling branch
could hurt someone, cause a
blackout or damage your roof.
If you’re using your chimney,
flying sparks could possibly
ignite overhanging branches.)
If the branches are near power
lines, call a professional tree-
trimming company to do the
trimming; they may need to ask
your power company to tem-
porarily disconnect your power
before they start working.

Check all windows and
doors. Remove summer
screens and install storm win-
dows and doors. Inspect and
repair any loose or damaged
windows or door frames. In-
stall weather stripping or
caulking around windows and
doors to reduce drafts too. If
you discover signs of deterio-
ration such as moisture on sur-
rounding walls or dry-rot dam-
age, call a certified home in-
spector or restoration special-
ist immediately.

Clean your heating system.
Replace the filters in your fur-

nace. (Swift recommends do-
ing it monthly if you have al-
lergies.) Check for air leakage
around the joints. And consider
having an air-conditioning and
heating specialist check your
entire system before winter
sets in. If you don’t already
have one, install a carbon-mon-
oxide detector near all appli-
ances that burn fossil fuel, but
be sure you install it in an area
where you’ll hear the alarm if
it’s triggered. *

Check the smoke detector.
Some people wait until they
reset their clocks during Day-
light Savings Time to inspect
their smoke detectors, but if
you missed it in the spring,
don’t wait another month
check them now. Press the but-
ton to make sure it beeps and
replace batteries if necessary.
Most smoke detectors signal
with an automatic beep when
the battery gets low, but it’s
always good to check on an
annual basis. Smoke detectors
should be replaced every 10
years; batteries should be re-
placed every six months.

Secure the cracks. From
skunks to insects to other crit-
ters, your home can fall prey
to unwanted invaders. Before
they start seeking shelter from
the cold, inspect the perimeter
of your house for cracks or
holes where they could enter
and then seal well. Clean and
lubricate the garage-door
hinges, rollers and tracks to
make sure the door closes se-
curely. If you detect evidence
of animal activity, such as urine
odors, unexplained gnaw
marks, feces or footprints, con-
sult an exterminator.

*Safety Tip: Experts—from
fire chiefs to home inspec-
tors—advise investing in
stand-alone smoke and carbon-
monoxide detectors. (That is,
avoid buying them as a combo
unit.) The reason? Both smoke
and carbon-monoxide detec-
tors, especially the more sen-
sitive units, could go off falsely
and unfortunately, annoyed
homeowners may disable
them. In the case of combo
units, disabling one detector
also disables the other, thereby
eliminating protection against
both fires and carbon monox-
ide. Always investigate an
alarm even if it seems false; the
detector may be picking up on
threats which may not be eas-
ily visible to you. On the other
hand, too many false alarms
from a unit may indicate a need
to replace it.

They erro-
neously assume they have
failed and are therefore justi-
fied in abandoning their quest.
Future failures can then be
avoided by not attempting any-
thing new.

When you don’t avoid per-
sistence, you pick yourself up
whenever you stumble and
keep going. In so doing, you
have the strength to overcome
obstacles and ultimately suc-
ceed.

Next time you are tempted
to avoid something, first con-
sider what you may be losing
through your avoidance. You
will become much stronger and
have a more rewarding journey
by embracing challenges rather
than evading them.

Care For a Drink of Sarsaparilla?

Ricky Atkins of Vega has
started a company called Wild
West Sodas. He makes old-
fashioned soft drinks. “We
have sarsaparilla, a root beer,
a cream soda which is out-
standing, a black cherry and an
orange cream and we also do
specialty drinks. One of the
favorite drinks is called a
rattlesnake. People ask me how
it tastes and I tell them it tastes
like chicken. Actually the
rattlesnake has sarsaparilla,
black cherry and cream soda.”
He sells his drinks from a stand
that looks like an old western
saloon. He pulls it behind his
pickup and calls it a mobile sa-
loon. It has a counter and glass
enclosures on either side of it
that contain all sorts of inter-
esting items. “There is a
rataconurtle, which is a rattle-
snake and turtle with raccoon
feet. When I go north I tell
people it’s a Texas tick. His
name is Willie, for will he bite.

Ricky takes his mobile sa-
loon and old-fashioned soft
drinks to fairs and festivals all
over the country. “I personally
do forty-three shows a year. I
start out in Texas then go to
Colorado and Wyoming. I go
as far as Rapid City, South
Dakota.”

Ricky was a restaurant
owner and toy salesman before
starting his soft drink enter-
prise. He is a sarsaparilla en-
trepreneur. “I’ve sold units in
Indiana, New Mexico, Arizona
and Texas. So we’re scattered
across the country. It’s just
short of a franchise. They’ve
bought their units from me and
of course they buy their cups
and formulas from me.”

Ricky is a popular attraction
at annual events and is invited
to be in the same spot every
year. His drinks are pricey, but
people don’t seem to mind. “I
have a 32-ounce collectible
mug that sells for seven dollars.
The customer gets to keep it
and for the life of that mug the
customer can bring it to any
festival where we are and get
a refill for three dollars. We
have a 32-ounce tumbler that
we sell for five. There again,
if you bring it back you get a
refill for three dollars. We also
offer our drinks in a one-litter

bottle that they can take with
them. We try to use only
American products. All of our
soda is homemade, made with
pure cane sugar instead of corn
syrup. That’s what makes our
drinks so good. We also sell our
syrup so people can take it
home and put it on ice cream.”

Sarsaparilla has quite a his-
tory. “It started out as a medi-
cine, made from the roots of

the sassafras tree. They added

sugar to it to make it more pal-
atable. The difference between
that and root beer is root beer
has ginger and wintergreen in
i t . %
Ricky started out selling his
stuff from a covered wagon,
then switched to a stagecoach.
He made both of those. “So I
figured we needed a saloon.
That’s what [ made for this
year. [ try to have something
different every year.” Before
he got his saloon, his drink in-
gredients were outside, ex-
posed to the elements and bees
swarmed around the sweet
stuff. “They don’t come in the
saloon,” says Ricky. “Bees are
not allowed in here. This is a
no-bee zone.”
