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Several Coyotes Athletes
On Their Way to Austin

In a track season full of
highs and lows the 2014 Re-
gional track meet was no ex-
ception. The Coyotes and
Lady Coyotes experienced a
full range of emotions through-
out the two-days of competi-
tion.

In the 3200 meter run which
started things off for the Coy-
ote track team, senior Jordan
Martinez managed a career
best time of 11:11.04 in his 4%
place finish to give the Coyotes
4 big points. Moments later a
high and a low occurred in the

"same event as Junior Riley
Herridge matched a career best
vault of 10°6” in placing in the
pole vault for a second year in
a row finishing 5% place and 2
points, while teammate sopho-
more Robert Jordan, who
missed last year’s meet due to
an injury witnessed a high and
a low as he cleared a career
best 11°6” during the vault, but
just missed 12°0” on his final
attempt which would have
given him a chance at qualify-
ing for the state meet, but a 4™
place finish would be his re-
sult. This gave the Coyotes
another 4 points.

Later on, Tatum Richey
would participate in the Long
Jump, an event in which she
had one of the top jumps in the
region. Unfortunately, two
scratches in her three jumps in
the prelims left her a half inch

short of the finals, in fact, the
third place finishing jump was
less than her last two meets and
the region runner-up was a
young lady Tatum beat at dis-
trict. Tatum also had a diffi-
cult time in the 300’s as the
wind would play a factor in all
of the events over the course
of the two day meet. Tatum
finished in 10™ place in the
hurdles in the prelims and just
missed the finals. Korbin
Martinez also had difficulties
in the 300 hurdles, but he did
manage to qualify for the finals

although not one of his better
races of the season as the wind
made things difficult for him.
Matt Proulx ran the 400 meter
prelims and easily won his heat
which gave him a good lane for
the finals. The Coyotes also
had all three relays in the pre-
lims, the 400 relay with Jayton
Lewis, Hunter Jones, Matt
Ham and Corbin Sumners

‘managed to win their heat and

make the finals with the sec-
ond best time. In the 800 re-
lay, this same foursome would

Lott racked up three RBIs
on two hits for the Coyotes.

Mason Coor recorded the
win for Borden County. He al-
lowed four runs over seven in-
nings. He struck out nine,
walked two and surrendered
six hits.

Michael Rivas took the loss
for the Eagles. He lasted just 1
2/3 innings, walked none,
struck out three, and allowed
no runs.

The Eagles jumped out to an

early 1-0 lead in the top of the
first. O’ Donnell got things
going when A.J. Rivas singled.
A stolen base then moved
Rivas from second to third.

The O’ Donnell Eagles
pushed one run across in each
of the third, fifth and sixth in-
nings. In the third, the Eagles
scored on a groundout by Bran-
don Rosales, bringing home
A.J Rivas.

It didn’t take long for the
Coyotes to answer as it scored
three runs of its own in the
third. Borden County scored
on a bases-loaded walk by Kurt
Shafer and a two-run single by
Lott.

again run a nice time in the
wind and managed to garner
the third fastest time heading
into the finals. The 1600 meter
relay team of Matt Ham,
Nathan Souder (who ran the
prelims for Korbin Martinez),
Hunter Jones and Matt Proulx
easily qualified for the finals
with the third fastest time.
With all three relays qualify-
ing for the finals and a few oth-
ers running in final events, the
Coyotes would have a chance
at winning a second regional
title.

On the girl’s side, all that
remained was Taylor Gass who
would compete in the 800 and
1600 meter runs. In the 800,
with the wind being as strong
as it was, Taylor did not want
to get out and take the lead be-
cause of the difficulties the
wind presented and the
struggles it would place on the
leader, but the pace forced Tay-
lor to go to the front and being
the competitor that she is she
fought through the strong
winds and just before the line

she fought off the challenge of
the defending regional cham-
pion and managed to win the
800 title with a solid time in
the wind of 2:31.2 and earn a
return trip to Austin. Taylor
would later run the 1600 meter
run, but the struggles she en-
dured in the 800 would take its
toll as Taylor would not be able
to qualify for Austin in the
event, a race that she qualified
in last year.

On Saturday things got off
to a rough start for the boys
with freshman Diego Bernal
competing in the shot put. He
was unable to advance to the
finals. With the start of the
running finals the Coyotes
would have an immediate shot
at advancing to Austin in the
first event, the 400 relay with
freshman Lewis, Jones and
Sumners teaming up with
Ham, unfortunately a bobbled
exchange during one of the
hand-offs would hinder their
time and would result in the

Coyotes finishing just out of
the advancing position of 1% or
2" but would still allow them
to get on the medal stand with
a time of 45.78 and 12 big
points toward the team stand-
ings with their 3 place finish
and a shot at the wildcard spot,
but with the difficult winds, 3%
place in Region I would be
tough to garner a wildcard with
the 30-40 mph sustained
winds. Sophomore Korbin
Martinez would step on the
track in the next boy’s race and
compete in the 800 meter run,
but as was the case for Taylor
it would be difficult for him
dealing with the wind. Korbin
came in with the 3" best time
but the strong wind really
made it tough on the young
Coyote and as a result K-mart
would finish in the same spot
he finished a year ago, 5" place
with a time of 2:09.8.

This same relay foursome
for the Coyotes would take the
track in the 800 relay with
hopes of rebounding and earn-
ing that elusive berth to Aus-
tin. With the wind playing
such a factor the relay order
was shuffled a bit from the pre-
lims as senior Ham would
move to the lead leg as it would
be the leg that would have to
deal with the wind the most,
then he would hand the baton
off to Friday’s lead leg Lewis
who would hand the baton off
to classmate/teammate Jones
all three of which ran great
times setting the stage for
Sumners who would fight off
the Klondike anchor to cap off
a solid race and a seasons best
time in spite of the weather of
1:36.2 to finish second and
earn a trip to Austin for this
foursome, and is believed to be
the first ever 800 relay to make
the trip on the boys side. Mo-
ments later senior Matt Proulx
would step on the track to com-
pete in the 400 meter dash.
The 6°4” senior struggled a bit
with the strong winds, but he
gutted it out and battled to the
end and managed to finish sec-
ond in a time of 53.46 to grab
a return trip to Austin, but for
the first time in an individual
event, and believed to be the
first ever 400 meter qualifier
in school history for the boys.

Because of the early
struggles for the Coyotes, it
was evident that they were go-
ing to be a bit short in their bid
for the overall team title so a

decision was made to pull
sophomore Korbin Martinez
out of the 300 hurdles in order
to be fresher for his leg in the
mile relay as the Coyotes
hoped to improve on their 3™
place seeding and move into
the top two and advance. But
before the team took to the
track, Jordan Martinez would
step on the track one last time
in a Coyote uniform. Jordan
would find himself boxed in
early and actually stayed boxed
in thru 1 % laps of the mile,
but the competitive senior
would not go away quietly as
he moved from 15" to 6% place
over the final lap and a half
only to be nipped at the line for
that 6" place finish, but never-
the-less a very admirable effort
for his final race.

Now the Coyotes 1600 re-
lay team would take the track
with hopes of making a return
trip to Austin in the event. This
relay would feature three of the
four young Coyotes who fin-
ished 6" at last year’s state
meet. One of those three, Matt
Ham did a super job of keep-
ing the Coyotes close during
his leg of the race before hand-
ing off to Korbin who also was
a member of last year’s relay.
Korbin who opted out of the
300 hurdles to be fresh looked
just that as he took the baton
in a close 3" place, but K-mart
ran an amazing leg to not only
grab the lead for the team, but
managed to push O’Donnell so
far back that the Eagles 3™ leg
and region champion 400
meter man would have a very
difficult time catching fresh-
man Hunter Jones. Jones had
the lead for most of the race,
but was caught by the Grady
Wildcats and gave the baton to
anchor Matt Proulx. Matt
would could not catch the
Wildcats runner, but not only

.would Proulx hold off the

Eagle anchor he would extend
the lead and guarantee the Coy-
otes a return trip to Austin for
the 1600 relay. With the sixteen
points that the Coyotes would
get from the mile relay, they
were able to finish as Runner-
ups for the Region I-A Division
II track meet. As a result of
the runner-up finish, this would
also mark the second best fin-
ish in school history for the
Coyote track team.

Taylor Gass (800), Matt
Proulx (400), 800 relay (Matt
Ham, Jayton Lewis, Hunter

Jones, Corbin Sumners and alt.
Tristen Benavidez), 1600 relay
(Matt Ham, Korbin Martinez,
Hunter Jones, Matt Proulx and
alt. Nathan Souder) will next
compete in the state Track meet
in Austin which will take place
May 9-10 on the campus of the
University of Texas.
Congratulations to all of you
for advancing and also for ev-
eryone that competed in the re-
gional track meet.
