Deanna’s Life With Arts & 
Crafts

I went to interview Deanna 
Foresyth in Big Spring because 
seven generations o f her fam­
ily  have lived  in H ow ard 
County. When I let her know 
I was en route to her house she 
said, “Come to the side door. 
Nobody uses the front one.”

My wife Susan was with 
me. When she was curator of 
an a ir m useum , D eanna 
worked with her. When we 
walked into the house, the first 
thing we noticed was a brightly 
colored table. It was striking. 
Deanna said it was a door. 
“My husband Jim m y and I 
spent a lot o f time going to 
lumber companies to find one 
with some prom inent wood 
grain patterns. We painted the 
grains with colors of blue, yel­
low, orange, lime green and 
dark green. We spent about a 
month on it, putting on several 
coats o f polyurethane.” The 
table is a real showcase in her 
home. One of many.

Deanna worked for twenty 
years making fancy cakes for 
weddings and anniversaries, 
birthday and other celebra­
tions. Before we sat down for 
the interview, Deanna said she 
wanted to give us a tour. Near 
the table were glassed in cabi­
nets with shelves full o f cups 
and saucers that she had col­
lected. Among the cups and

saucers were tiny ladies high 
heel shoes. One of the heels 
had an Eiffel towers inside it. 
The shoes were about three 
inches long and looked like 
jewelry.

Her living room had a dis­
play of little Christmas houses 
all lighted and arranged in per­
fect order. Just to the left of 
the Christmas village was a dis­
play case full o f chicken and 
o strich  eggs. Some w ere 
cutaw ays w ith items inside 
them. Others were painted on 
the outside. Some are covered 
in tiny beads, put on one at a 
time. “I go to an egg workshop 
in Dallas that attracts people 
from all over the world who cut 
and paint eggs. My grand­
m other was an egger and I 
picked it up from her. I have 
about 200 stored in a closet.”

Deanna has a huge collection 
of Barbie dolls, all in their origi­
nal boxes. She still buys the 
holiday doll every year. She’s 
been collecting Barbies since 
1960. We walked through a 
room that had floor to ceiling 
shelves with rows and rows of 
notebooks. “Those are photos 
o f some of our travels,” says 
Deanna. “We’ve been to all 50 
states and always get a souve­
nir from each one.” A collec-

Senior Takes 3rd at UIL 
State Congressional Debate

and Trent 3rd in a warm-up for 
state qualifiers in Congress.

Attention is now turned to 
Lincoln-Douglas Debate for 
Nathan, who finished 3rd at 
State last year in that event. O f 
date, Nathan now has three 
bronze state medals (Congress, 
LD, and as a member o f the 
State Sem i-Finalist Coyote 
2015 football team).

Trent will be focused now 
on CX Debate, which has its 
district contest next week in 
Highland. Highland is return­
ing two state-qualifying teams, 
including last year’s bronze 
medalists.

Carley Bell is Trent’s cross- 
ex partner w hile freshm en 
Madi Cole and Katie Gray will 
partner for the district meet.

This time around, Nathan 
Souder was not going to come 
home empty handed.

In 2015, Nathan represented 
Region X V II1A in Austin and 
was seeded number one after 
the first day of competition. A 
rocky second day left him out 
of the top six. Not only did 
Nathan medal, but he placed in 
the top three January 13 in 
Austin.

Nathan was tied for first af­
ter his prelim inary sessions 
held  on January  12, w ith  
rankings of 3, 2, 2, 1 ,2  (two 
judges in the morning session 
and two different judges in the 
afternoon session with a par­
liamentarian ranking factored 
in to the scoring).

Day Two, held at the Texas 
State Capitol, saw the BHS se­
nior receive 2, 3, 3, 3, 8. The 
last ju d g e ’s score dropped 
Nathan was indicative of what 
can happen in a very subjec­
tive speaking event. For ex­
ample, the State Champion—  
Carson Wienecke of Lometa— 
received four 1 rankings and a 
7 from one judge.

Freshm an Trent Collins, 
who also qualified for State 
and was one of only two fresh­
man in the Super Congress Fi­
nals, advanced after serving as 
Presiding Officer in 1 V2 ses­
sions on day one of competi­
tion. However, it was his 
speaking ability (PO’s conduct 
the legislative sessions and do 
not give speeches from the 
floor but are judged on their 
parliamentarian skills), in the 
afternoon that moved him in to 
the State Capitol round.

Trent was ranked 5th by the 
se ss io n ’s P arliam en tarian  
scorer who judged both morn­
ing and afternoon sessions, but 
the afternoon judges did not 
rank him in the top eight. This 
cost Trent a medal, having fin­
ished 7th out o f the 18 congress 
finalists. The top six are rec­
ognized on stage and presented 
medals.

Prior to arriving in Austin, 
both N athan and Trent a t­
tended the Blanco High School 
Speech and Debate Tourna­
ment where Nathan won 2nd

Controlling Spill Over From Work 
to Home

When working parents are 
tired and over stressed from 
work the spill over can influ­
ence their interactions with 
their family. Children are very 
sensitive  to th e ir p a re n ts ’ 
moods. Children know when 
we are upset. They do not un­
derstand why and will often 
assume that they are the prob­
lem. Here are sorrus tips to 
leave the stress at work and 
avoid spill over.

Decide what is reasonable 
for your work. Prioritize your 
work, if  you have a demand­
ing supervisor have them help 
you prioritize your work so that 
your load is manageable. Be re­
alistic about what you can ac­
complish at work. Before the 
end of your work day spend a 
few minutes clearing away un­
finished business and deter­
mine where you need to begin 
your next work day. Leave 
work at work. Do not take it 
home mentally or physically. If 
you work at home, designate 
an area as your work area and 
leave work there.

Make a transition for your­
self from work to home. Use 
the time to mentally change 
gears. If  music is relaxing play 
some that you enjoy. Do any 
errands or chores BEFORE 
you pick up the children. If  
your children are in a child care 
which stays open later than 
your work this may be the time

of day you spend a few min­
utes alone to recharge your 
batteries.

Create a “hello” ritual with 
your children. Young children 
will enjoy a hug and kiss. Tell 
about a happy event from your 
day. Focus on the kids. They 
need your support for a suc­
cessful transition from child 
care to home.

Your attitude makes a world 
of difference for your children. 
They need your reassurance 
that you are happy to be their 
parent. No body can take the 
place of “MY Mom” or “MY 
Dad”. Our children are count­
ing on us to show them in a 
thousand small ways what it 
takes to be a happy and healthy 
human being.

When you arrive home have 
a routine. Perhaps everyone 
changes into play clothes. 
Share a healthy snack. A light 
snack will not spoil dinner but 
it will let you prepare a meal 
without everyone hanging on 
to you in the kitchen. Children 
might enjoy some quite time 
while you prepare dinner or 
your family might be ener­
gized by sharing an outdoor 
activity before you gather in 
for the evening meal.
