The Federal Land Bank of 
Houston last week wired Gover­
nor Miriam A. Ferguson that 
they were in harmony with the 
efforts of the government in at­
tempting to pass measures in 
any eifort to protect equities in 
mortgage 1 property, and made 
no complaint against measures 
to delay forec'osures.

The Bank, through its presi­
dent. N H. Gossett, stated that 
the above position was represent­
ative of the bank’s action shown 
by the fact that in its 16 years 
of operation foreclosures have 
been less than 2 per cent of the 
totai loans The Bank, however 
asked that the action of the c in ­
gress and State be r.ot made so 
broad as to deny a mortagee the 
right to foreclose on a security 
when the owner has abandoned 
the farm and has ceased any e f ­
fort to meet his indebtedness.

The Governer congratulated 
the Bank on its liberality.

A bill extending the time for 
the payment for the 1933 motor 
vehicle registration fee until 
April 1 was passed last week 
end by the Texas Legislature. 
Signature by the governor, Mrs, 
Miriam Ferguson, made the law 
effective.

The bill was passed in the 
house under suspension of all the 
rules.

DATES TOOTHSOME, 
NUTRITIOUS

'  I 'HE perfect date, colorful, trans 
lucent, and altogether delicious, is 

now an American product, thanks to 
the untiring effort of our date grow 
ers. Arabian dates are still shipped 
Into our country in large quantities 
but nothing so far has readied the 
perfection of the home grown.

it will probably be some time be 
fore we can supply the demand with 
the home product, for the date Is so 
well liked and Is used for confections 
ao largely, as well as for ordinary 
food.

With a handful of nuts and a half 
dozen dates, a glass of orange juice, 
one need not worry over calories or 
hunger.

Date« are enjoyed In bread, cake, 
cookies, chopped with nuts and molded 
into bars, stuffed with nuts or pre­
served fruit or fondant; added to 
salads they give Just the note of 
sweetness that any salad needs. They 
take the place of raisins or combine 
with them in desserts of various 
kinds.

Date Pie.—Cook one pound of dates 
that have been pitted, with one cup 
ful of water and* one tablespoonful of 
lemon Juice; cook until a thick paste 
Is formed, then add two tablespoonfuls 
of orange juice and let stand until 
cold. Bake e pastry shell and till 
with the mixture, top with lightly 
sweetened cream and serve.

As filling for sandwiches to give the 
children for luncheon, they are per­
fectly desirable. In stuffed dates, try 
any or all of the following:

Peanut butter moistened with or 
ange Juice and a little cream.

Use fondant to which chopped cher 
ries, ginger, candied peel has been 
added.

Almonds finely chopped, mixed with 
a little grated maple sugar and cream 
to moisten.

PRETTY METHOD OF 
INITIALING LINEN

Colored Filet Embroidery IsJ
Smart and Easy;

Filet crochet embroidery Is a smart 
new style of initialing household 
linens. The method of doing this 
work Is extremely simple. The filet 
crochet consists of plain square 
mesh made In the size and shape 
wanted for the article to be lettered. 
On this the initials are run In a 
weaving or darning stitch, following 
a filet or cross stitch pattern. Each 
square In the design occupies one 
square o f the filet. The work pro­
gresses by counted stitches.

Directions.
The crocheted piece is positioned 

and basted on the linen, care being 
taken to have the squares exactly 
even. Buttonhole along all edges, tak­
ing stitches through the linen and 
over the outside row of crochet 
stitches. Put two or three of these 
buttonhole stitches between bars of 
the work. The linen hack o f the 
crochet can be cut away after the 
embroidery Is done, or before. The 
former way Is recommended, since 
the filet is held firmly in position by 
the backing, as the needle Is run 
over and under the bars. Also the 
working medium will naturally lie 
smooth and flat. However, if the 
worker prefers, the material can be 
cut away first.

Method of Embroidery.
Start the working medium with a 

buttonhole stitch over the bar mark­
ing the outside limit of the weaving 
stitch. Leave a short length of the 
medium and work over It In the run­
ning stitches, thus further securing 
the thread end. Finish off the me­
dium in the same way, with a but­
tonhole stitch, running the thread 
through the weaving previously done, 
before cutting It off.

Color Work.
The embroidery is done by counted 

squares following the pattern. The 
charm of this flet embroidery con­
sists not alone In the even flow o f 
the embroidery medium over and 
under the bars of the crocheted 
mesh, but In the color work permis­

sible. For example, on a towel the 
filet can be in the color of the bor­
der and the working medium be mer­
cerized white cotton, making the 
initialing and background carry out 
the scheme o f towel and border. Or 
the filet can he in white and tlie em­
broidery medium match the hue of 
the border. On colored linens an in­
teresting scheme consists of white 
filet crochet, embroidered in a medi­
um the color o f the textile. To get 
the full decorative value of filet em­
broidery, the working medium f o r  
the embroidery should be in contrast 
to the color o f the filet.

Lead in Practical Use
Since History Began

Lead ia one of the oldest known 
lnetala, and many o f its present uses 
have persisted through the centuries.
It was evidently well known in Bibli­
cal times, for it Is mentioned In Ex­
odus and several other places In the 
Old Testament. In the days of the 
pharaohs it was used to glaze pottery, 
to make solder and ornamental ob­
jects. Old lead pipes also have been 
found In Egypt. In ancient India 
women used red lead as a cosmetic; 
the metal itself was used for weights 
o f all kinds, for purifying silver, as a 
charm and as an early monetary me­
dium. The hanging gardens of Baby­
lon were tloored with sheets of lead 
soldered together to retain moisture 
necessary to vegetation; Babylonians 
used lead also for caulking purposes 
and to fasten Iron bolts in the ma­
sonry of bridges, dams and the like. 
The ancient Chaldeans of I’ersia 
were the first to associate the metals 
with the planets, and their symbol j 
for lead Is the same as that for Sa­
turn. In 2000 B. C. the Chinese made 
their first money of lead; in ancient 
Greece and IJonie bronze coinage con­
tained from 3 to 30 per cent of lead. 
The Romans made general use of 
lead for water pipes, in 15 standard 
■izes and regular 10-foot lengths. 
Lead has long been used as an ar­
ticle of warfare. Roman gladiators 
used lead knuckles to add force to 
their blows. Many famous warriors, 
Including the Black Prince and Rich­
ard II, lie buried in leaden caskets.

O ur Government
— How It Operates

By William Bru chart

THE DEPARTM ENT OF 
JUSTICE

T HERE Is one characteristic of the 
American people that constitutes 

something of a puzzle to me. When­
ever they have dealings with their 
government that result In disagree­
ment, they simply rebel against a 
compromise. They want to go to 
court and fight it.

That reference, o f course, Is to 
civil matters. Criminal charges of 
which the government necessarily Is 
the prosecutor occupy a different 
status. In theory, there may be no 
compromise in this respect.

Since the government must protect 
its own rights as well as prosecute in­
dividuals who violate the rights of 
others. It Is readily seen that It re­
quires a great law office to look after 
the business of the distinguished 
client, Uncle Sam. He really has an 
immense amount of litigation and in 
view of that fact he has his lawyers 
scattered in every important city in 
every state in the Union. They are 
so distributed as to make them avail­
able to the greatest number of peo­
ple and thus avoid as much expense 
to the individuals and to the govern­
ment as may he, since it would be im­
possible to place them in every com­
munity.

The government's law office, the De­
partment of Justice with a cabinet 
member, the attorney general of the 
United States, at its head, naturally 
has to have its headquarters in Wash­
ington. The attorney general is just 
like the general attorney for n rail­
road or a hank or any other organi­
zation. He is the legal adviser to 
the I’resident of the United States, 
among his other duties, and repre­
sents the United States in every mat­
ter in which the United States has 
an interest. He, or one of his repre­
sentatives, represents the United 
States likewise whenever penal stat­
utes are invoked against anyone who 
transgresses the law of the land.

There is no better way to show the 
varied interests with which this im­
mense law office is concerned than to 
set out its administrative organiza­
tion for handling the vast amount of 
work.

The attorney general, of course, Is 
the boss. His right-hand man is the 
solicitor general of the United States, 
who appears in behalf of the attorney 
general at all times in the Supreme 
Court of the United States. There is 
an assistant to the attorney general, 
an office created especially to deal 
with one type of prosecution, namely, 
the anti trust law violator.

Seven assistant attorney generals 
serve in their respective fields with 
more or less limited subjects that 
they may become specialists in their 
work. One of them deals exclusive­
ly with questions involving tax laws 
and enforcement of prohibition; a 
second devotes his time to defending 
the government's interests In the 
United States court of claims where 
Uncle Sam is always a defendant and 
never a complainant In suits for 
money; a third has an assignment of 
work in connection with admiralty 
litigation and foreign relations as 
well as much of the financial con­
troversies in which the government is 
concerned; a fourth does nothing but 
consider the government’s rights in 
land matters, and with the memory 
of oil scandals still in mind the job 
embraces great detail; a fifth assist­
ant attorney general is the official 
criminal prosecutor of the great law 
office; a sixth is a highly trained law­
yer in matters of customs, the laying 
of duties at the customs houses, ap­
praisements of merchandise and such 
like, and the other official of this 
class seems to he the general super­
intendent, for it is he who watches 
over tiie scores of United States at­
torneys who represent Uncle Sam in 
their respective jurisdictions through­
out the country.

It must he remembered, however, 
that before the automobile thief or 
the bootlegger is convicted, there must 
he evidence to satisfy a court and a 
jury that the defendant is guilty. So 
this law office lias a group of highly 
trained investigators who do nothing 
but run down criminals and gather 
evidence.

The Department of Justice now has 
charge of enforcement of the prohibi­
tion laws, too.

lint tho policy of the government is 
to look after its citizens who have 
been found guilty of law violation, 
and the attorney general is charged 
with that duty as well. He man­
ages, through his subordinates, of 
course, every penal and correctional 
Institution operated by the federal 
government, and in connection with 
them carries out the national policy 
of trying to make better citizens out 
of violators before they are released 
again into society. There is a parole 
system and an arrangement for par­
dons. the latter a matter left to the 
President, and constant attention is 
given to means of improving those 
prisoners who will accept Instruction 
as a means of equipping them to earn 
a livelihood without resorting to 

1 crime.
The courts, of course, provide the 

machinery through which much of tlie 
| Department of Justice work is accom­

plished, but the judiciary constitutes \ 
the third branch of the government 
and ought to he treated aside from 
the executive establishment of which 
the government’s law office Is a part. 
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OIL WELL UNDER SEA

At Ventura, Calif., an adventurous 
oil seeker is drilling an oil well In 
the ocean floor under 35 feet of wa­
ter. To carry out the task, C. L. 
Roberts, of Los Angeles, invented 
and built an island of steel on which 
to erect the well derrick. This Is­
land Is 00 by 00 feet and is anchored 
to the bedrock far below the ocean 
floor. If he strikes oil it will be the 
first of Its kind in the world and will 
likely start many similar operations.

JESUS TEACHING BY PARABLES 

—FOUR KINDS OF HEARERS

Iu order to understand why Christ 
at this time began teaching in par­
ables, we must consider the nature 
of the hour in his ministry. Oppo­
sition to him was becoming more deli 
nite and hostile. The parabolic meth­
od was not e m p lo y e d  by Jesus until 
the rulers had set their hearts against 
him. When in the light of his won­
derful works they turned against him 
and attributed his works to the devil 
(Mark ¡1:22), he denounced them in 
scathing terms and begun to teach in 
parables in fulfillment of Isaiah 6:10.

A great multitude gathered to hear 
him at the seaside (v. 1), so that in 
order to escape the pressure of the 
crowd he was obliged to enter a boat. 
From the boat as a pulpit, he taught 
many tilings in parables. In the par­
able now under consideration, the sow 
er and the seed are the same in all 
instances, but the results are entirely 
different. 'Hie difference lies in the 
condition of the soil. The central pur­
pose of the teaching of this parable Is 
to show that the results of preaching 
the Word of God depend upon the con 
dition of the human heart.

I. The Wayside (vv. 4:15).
The wayside means not the road but 

the tract between the fields beaten 
down by the hoofs of animals and the 
feet of men. Because the soil was 
unbroken and uncultivated the seed 
could not get underneath the surface, 
and therefore was devoured by the 
fowls that came along (v. 4). The 
great truth taught here is that the 
heart unbroken and hard is not fit 
Soil for the gospel. Such a heart it 
penetrates not. but lies loosely upon 
its surface. Tim gospel is not given 
recognition by such hearts i.s God’s 
means for restoring them unto himself. 
Because of this condition the evil one 
finds some way to snatch away the 
truth (v. 15).

II. The Stony Ground (vv. 5, 6. 16, 
17 ) .

This means not stones mixed with 
soil, hut stones with a thin layer of 
soil on top of them. With such con­
dition the seed springs up quickly and 
likewise scorches quickly because It 
has not depth of earth. The great 
lesson is that hearts superficially im­
pressed receive the word with joy, but 
when affliction or persecution arises, 
for the word’s sake immediately they 
are offended. They wither away and 
die.

III. The Thorny Ground (vv. 7. IS,
li)>.

In this case the ground is g o o d  hut 
has thorns in it. It is mellow enough 
and has sufficient depth hut has not 
been cleared of the thorns. Such 
really hear the Word, hut “ the cares 
of this world, and the deceitfulness of 
riches, and the lusts of other tilings 
entering in. choke tlm word, and it 
bocometh unfruitful" (v. 1!>). The
thorny ground hearers of this world 
are those,

1. Who are so immersed In worldli­
ness. business and anxious cares that 
the good seed cannot come to fruit- 
n go.

2. Who are rich. Anxious care in 
business brings riches and the effect 
of riches is to blunt the spiritual per­
ception of men and women, thereby 
rendering them unsusceptible to God's 
call to higher things in life.

!l. Who art* running after Hie pleas­
ures of life. Many of the enjoyments 
of the world may he innocent in them­
selves hut they attract so much at­
tention and consume so much energy 
and time that Bible reading, medita­
tion. and prayer are crowded out. All 
these things choke the Word.

IV. The Good Ground (vv. 8. 20).
This ground is different from all the

rest. It Is soft and mellow, and deep 
and moist. Therefore, it is capable of 
bringing forth fruit—some one hun­
dred. some sixty, and some thirtyfold 
This indicates that even the good 
ground, the honest hearers, gives forth 
different degrees of fruitfulness. In 
the measure that the heart is kept free 
from worldliness, riches, and pleas 
tire, the good seed matures.

LIVER S HIGH VALUE  
IN ANEMIA CASES

Reasons for Its Use in the 
General Diet.

Pernicious anemia Is n disease 
quite different from simple anemia, 
from which we can he protected by 
a diet high in iron salts. In perni­
cious anemia the rod blood ceils arc 
destroyed too rapidly by some, at 
present, unknown toxin in the blood. 
There is always accompanying the 
disease a condition of low hydro­
chloric acid in the stomach, which 
may he a cause or an effect.

A specialist on this disease states 
that in tracing the history of the 
cases of pernicious anemia which lie 
has treated, lie has invariably found 
that this condition of hypoacidity 
has existed for some time, some­
times as long as ten years before 
pernicious anemia develops, and even 
after the disease is cured, the non- 
acid condition continues. Although 
we are uncertain o f the exact rela­
tionship between the two conditions, 
let me remind you that every diges­
tive disturbance that Is more than 
temporary should he diagnosed by a 
physician and not self-treated. Some­
times t lie symptoms of hyper-acidity 
and hypo acidity are much alike and 
the home d« sage of soda which is 
harmless and possibly helpful in the 
first case, has the opposite results in 
the second case.

The treatment wldch has produced 
cures of pernicious anemia consist 
especially of liver which apparently 
has the property o f stimulating the

building of red Mood cell«. Other 
organs of animals show this property 
to some extent. A diet high in red 
meat of various kinds is recommend­
ed. Recently a liver extract has been 
developed, which allows the diet to 
be less monotonous.

At the University of Michigan 
hospital, where a complete plant is 
devoted to the treatment and study 
of pernicious anemia, it has been 
found that dried hog's stomach is 
fully ns effective as liver in the 
treatment of this disease.

The publicity given to the cure of 
anemia by means of liver has caused 
it to lie used in general diet to a 
much greater extent than ever be­
fore. While it is not known to be a 
preventive of either anemia or perni­
cious anemia, it is a food which 
should he appreciated because of its 
large content of iron and vitamins 
and should he used occasionally.

Other foods higli in iron, which 
guard against simple anemia, are 
eggs, spinach, bran, lentils, beans, 
totatoes, meat, prunes, raisins.

OUTLINING legislative procedure.
Robert V. Fleming, President Riggs 

National Bank, Washington, D. C., gave 
the recent convention of the American 
Bankers Association a description of 
the difficulties and problems confront­
ing the law-makers. Mr. Fleming said 
in part:

"The most Important part of organi­
zation of the two branches of congress 
is election of standing committees. 
There are 34 standing committees in 
the Senate and 4G in the House. These 
are the workshops of Congress and the 
real work of lawmaking is done in 
Committee Rooms.

"The task of legislating for 124.000,- 
000 people Is a tremendous one Of re­
cent years approximately 2b,OOo hills 
are introduced annually In the two 
Houses. Only a small percentage be­
come law. but they must be weighed in 
committee, accepted or rejected, per­
haps amended, reported out, and then 
considered on the floor 

“ Lawmaking Involves about 99% of 
bard and unspectacular work and 
about 1% of oratory. Few tasks ap­
pear so easy and are so difficult as en­
actment of Bound and satisfactory leg­
islation. Few Individuals in any line 
of activity work harder or longer hours 
than the chairmen of the important 
committees during a session. I have 
great sympathy for the members of 
Congress whose constituents expect 
undivided attention to every piece of 
legislation n which they may be Inter­
ested. From my personal observation, 
they earnestly and conscientiously en­
deavor to do all that la humanly pos­
sible.

Public Hearings
"When a bill is Introduced, referred to 

committee and printed the next step, 
if it is a measure of considerable im­
portance, is to conduct a public hear­
ing. The committee makes an effort to 
listen to anyone who cares to be heard 
either for or against a measure, al­
though witnesses are frequently limit­
ed as to time. Members of the Cabinet 
and other officials of the administra­
tive departments of the Government 
usually testify on measures in which 
they are Interested and furnish the 
committee Information In executive 
session or otherwise. In this way the 
Administration takes a prominent part 
In shaping legislation.

"Due to pressure of work and the 
fact that it is Impossible for members 
of Congress to be technical experts on 
every subject of legislation, the com­
mittees are inclined to give considera­
tion to the merits of arguments pre­
sented in testimony and the recom­
mendations of the Cabinet and other 
officials. It Is therefore highly desir­
able. both from the standpoint of Con­
gress as well as those affected by pro­
posed legislation, that the latter have 
an opportunity to discuss frankly the 
effects of such legislatiou.

“ We sometimes complain about the 
technicalities of legislation, but when 
we observe organized minorities en­
deavoring to force class legislation 
through one House it is a comfort to 
know such measures may be caught in 
the meshes of technical procedure in 
the other and there suffer what is 
termed automatic asphyxiation.”

A Country Editor
Looks at Banking

THE editor of the Norwalk. Ohio, 
Herald takes a somewhat different 

view of the banking situation from a 
good many people. His idea is as 
follows:

"With rents falling and unpaid, real 
estate does not present a happy pic­
ture. Nor does the owner of care­
fully selected bonds feel any happier, 
with a bunch of them going wrong. A 
lot of folks very carefully invested in 
preferred and common stocks in the 
finest companies In the world and have 
seen them fall to perhaps a tenth of 
what they paid for them, and no div­
idends at all. Some folks kept their 
money in savlng3 accounts in banks, 
and some banks have closed and left 
them high and dry. But the situation 
is worth looking at very carefully.

"On government authority, most 
hank? that closed were really solvent 
but for frozen assets and popular 
timidity. Gradually the closed banks 
are coming out from under and de­
positors in even bad cases will get at 
least 59 per cent of their savings. 
That’s tough of course; nobody likes 
to lose half of what they had scrimped 
and sacrificed and saved But when 
you hoard and stick the roll of bills in 
a coffee pot or under a mattress, some 
plug-ugly comes along and burns your 
feet till you tell him to take It and 
welcome.

"And what about the great majority 
cf banks that weathered the storm, 
met all comers and are doing business 
as usual, carefullv and conservatively, 
but safely? What about the savings 
in those banks’  They are a full 100 
per cent today—and fhey are the only 
thing we know of at 100 per cent any­
where After all is said and done, a 
good, well managed bank is still the 
best place in all the world for money 
or savings. Right now in Ohio the 
hanks pay the taxes on all savings and 
pay their depositors net interest on 
their savings, We can’t think, just 
now. of many other Investments that 
are a tenth as safe as a savings ac­
count in a solid bank. Why. even a 
savings account in a closed bank is 
actually worth more today than most 
stocks.”
