Richey as she missed the finals 
by .02, a race she came in with 
the 5th fastest time in the region

Where Texas Became Texas
It was quite an honor to be 

asked to narrate the re-enact­
ment o f the 17-day convention 
leading up to Texas declaring 
its independence from Mexico. 
The re-enactment occurred at 
W ashington on the B razos 
State Historic site the weekend 
of March 5 th and 6h. Steve 
Haley, a lawyer from Brenham, 
pared down the hour and a half 
script used in previous years to 
a thirty-minute version titled 
BIRTH OF A REPUBLIC. It 
was performed in the amphi­
theater twice on Saturday and 
once on Sunday. It was a 
record turnout at the park, with 
8,500 people attending the 
Texas Independence day cel­
ebrations.

The six actors wore authen­
tic costumes of the period and 
the oratory flowed just as it did 
180 years ago. Perhaps the 
most dramatic scene was when 
a rider on horseback came in 
with the news that the Alamo 
had fallen.

The convention opened on 
March 1, 1836 in a small un­
finished building, the only 
building big enough in the new 
city of Washington to house the 
deliberations. Washington was 
chosen as the site because city 
fathers agreed to provide the 
hall at no charge. One of the 
early settlers, Dr. Asa Hoxey, 
chose to name the settlement 
after his hometown of Wash­

ington, Georgia.
The 59 elected delegates 

voted to declare independence 
from Mexico on March 2. Dur­
ing the 17 days o f the conven­
tion, they adopted a constitution 
and organized an interim gov­
ernment. During the conven­
tion, Mexican General Santa 
Anna was attacking the Alamo. 
When it became apparent that 
the Mexican Army was advanc­
ing in the direction of Washing­
ton, the convention ended and 
the delegates, along with the 
citizens of Washington, fled to 
safety. They returned after Sam 
Houston’s volunteer army de­
fea ted  Santa A nna at San 
Jacinto on April 21. Washing­
ton town leaders lobbied to 
have their city named capital of 
the republic but Waterloo was 
chosen instead. The name was 
later changed to Austin.

A replica of Independence 
Hall has been erected at Wash­
ington on the Brazos (to differ­
entiate from Washington on the 
Potomac) State Historic Site. 
Every Texan should stand in 
that building and realize what 
occurred there. The park also 
has the Star o f the Republic 
Museum, which addresses the 
years of the Texas Republic, 
1836 to 1845.

More than 100,000 people 
visit the park annually. It is lo-

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Coyotes Fall to

For the first time this base­
ball season, the Borden Coy­
otes ended their undefeated 
season with a loss to the Forsan 
B uffaloes. F orsan  tu rned  
around in game two to defeat 
the Coyotes to win the 6-2A 
district championship. Borden 
County fin ished in second 
place and advanced to the state 
baseball playoffs.

Borden led 3-0 going into 
the fourth inning, but the Buf­
faloes capitalized on mistakes 
by the Coyotes to tie the game. 
Forsan added three more runs 
in the fifth to take a 6-3 lead. 
Forsan pitcher, Braden West, 
kept the Coyotes off balance 
the rest of the way to secure 
the victory.

Borden put together five 
hits against the Buffaloes. 
Hunter Jones had a couple of 
hits with one being an inside 
the park  hom erun. Trace 
Richey put together a couple 
o f singles as well. Korbin 
Martinez also had a single in 
the contest.

Jones had a good outing giv­
ing up only four hits and strik­
ing out eight batters. Jones 
gave up 0 earned runs.

In game two of the double- 
header, the Coyotes jumped 
out to a 1-0 lead. But the 
scrappy Buffaloes scored a run 
in the first five innings to go 
up 5-1. Borden battled back in 
the top o f the seventh inning 
giving themselves a chance. 
Jayton Lewis and Braxton 
Barnes both reached base on 
walks. Lewis and pinch run­
ner, Morgan Wilson, advanced 
to second and third on a passed 
ball. Both Lewis and Wilson 
scored on an error by the Buf­
falo shortstop that was put into 
play by Steven Carrillo. Ryan 
Willbom advanced to first af­
ter being hit by the pitch mov­
ing Carrillo to second base. 
Richey’s blooper to the short­
stop allowed Forsan to double 
Carrillo at second base giving 
the Coyotes two outs in the in­
ning. B orden scored on a 
single by Jones, but the Buffa­
loes prevailed with a 5-4 vic­
tory.

Borden had five hits in the 
game led by Jones with three

sing les. K ale Yarbro and 
Braxton Barnes each added a 
hit.

Richey went four innings 
giving up only one hit, strik­
ing out six, and walking eight 
batters.

The Coyotes are 9-2-1 on 
the season and finished 6-2 in 
district play. Borden will play 
the Fort Hancock Mustangs in 
the Bi-district round, in a one 
gam e series, on F riday  in 
Eunice, New Mexico, First 
pitch will be at 7 p.m. central 
time.

Borden County Softball Continues 
on History Run Defeating Seagraves

The Lady Coyotes contin­
ued their Cinderella season by 
securing a playoff berth by de­
feating the Seagraves Eagles 
on Tuesday, April 19. This 
game could easily have been a 
“trap” game since the fact that 
when these two teams last met, 
the Lady Coyotes won easily 
at home on the run rule by a 
score of 18-6. The Lady Coy­
otes travelled to Seagraves for 
the rematch. This was defi­
nitely a hyped up atmosphere 
as it was the last home game 
for the Lady Eagles as well as 
th e ir  “ Senior N ig h t” . 
Seagraves definitely came out 
motivated.

The Lady Coyotes first turn 
at offense was stalled with a 
strikeout and then a single that 
was negated on the 3rd batter 
when the defense turned a 
double play. The Seagraves 
batters showed how dangerous 
they could be when the first 
two batters got on base then 
were driven in m aking the 
score 2-0 before the Coyote 
defense could put a stop to it 
to end the 1st inning. Defen­
sively for the Coyotes, sopho­
more pitcher Harley Merrill 
w as cred ited  w ith  two 
strikeouts then a ground out to

1st baseman, jun io r M addie 
Benavidez. Also playing de­
fense for the Lady Coyotes 
were sophom ore Brooklyn 
Cheatham at catcher, freshman 
Katie Gray at 3 rd, sophomore 
P reslea Hall at short stop, 
sophomore Ashlyn Tucker at 
2nd to complete the infield. The 
outfield consisted o f senior 
Cheyenne Tucker in left field, 
freshman Rayme Jones in cen­
ter and freshman Madi Cole in 
right.

Once again, the 2nd inning 
was cold for the Lady Coyotes 
as the Seagraves defense went 
3 up and 3 down on the next 
three Coyote batters. The BC 
defense held solid on outs in 
the form o f  a pop fly to SS 
P reslea  H all, strikeou t by 
Merrill and a ground out from 
Hall to Benavidez. Senior, 
Lexi Cheatham started the run 
in the top o f the third with a 
solid line drive between 1st and 
2nd to get to 2nd base . Chey­
enne Tucker then hit a looper 
to right field on a full count. 
Her little sister, Ashlyn, put bat 
to ball to hit another grounder 
through the same gap. Preslea 
and Harley were next in the or­
der and both found success on 
a grounder by Preslea and a

long fly to left field by Merrill. 
This offensive showing started 
the 3rd and put the Lady Coy­
otes ahead by a score o f 5-2. 
Defensively to end the inning, 
Harley was on fire retiring the 
next th ree  ba tte rs  w ith 
strikeouts.

Junior, Savannah Herridge 
kept the bats going for BC as 
she started the 4th inning reach­
ing base and then being driven 
in along with Cheyenne and 
Ashlyn on hits by Preslea, 
Harley, Brooklyn, Maddie, and 
Rayme. The top o f the 4th saw 
BC extend the lead to 9-2. 
Great defense put an end to the 
4th quickly on three straight 
outs. This season, the 5th in­
ning has not been kind to the 
Lady Coyotes. Today would 
be no different. To start the 
inning the Coyote bats went 
cold once again going 3 up 3 
down. Harley struck out the 
1st batter of the 5 th inning which 
was in the 9th spot. This meant 
the always dangerous top of 
the order was next. The next 
batter reached base on a line 
drive to center field. Harley 
then struck out the next batter 
making it two outs. The third 
out was elusive as the next five 
batters reached base driving in

4 runs before the final out was 
recorded by a pop fly that our 
catcher Brooklyn Cheatham 
was able to corral in. Seagraves 
pulled within 3 runs with the 
score being 9-6 in favor o f BC.

The 6th inning was a little 
better for the Lady Coyotes. 
H arley M errill was able to 
reach third on a line drive. She 
was then  able to score as 
Brooklyn Cheatham hit a fly 
out to left which was caught but 
Harley tagged up and reached 
home. This would be the only 
score in the 6th for the Lady 
Coyotes. The BC defense held 
strong once again. Harley sat 
down two batters on strikeouts. 
The last out came on a fly that 
was snagged by Preslea. The 
last inning was quiet, offen­
sively, for the Lady Coyotes, 3 
up and 3 down on tough de­
fense by Seagraves. The BC 
defense ended the game giving 
up one score. The last three 
outs were a strikeout by Harley, 
a groundout to Maddie at 1st 
and a grounder fie lded  by 
Preslea to Maddie. This win 
sealed the playoff berth for the 
Lady Coyotes and secured a 
place in history as the first time 
that Borden County reached the 
post season in softball.

and the 9th fastest time in the 
state. Zoie Key, still feeling the 
effects of a sickness the week 
before ended her career com­
peting in the 3200 and 1600 
meter runs. The 1600 meter 
relay, a team  consisting o f 
(Preslea Hall, Rayme Jones, 
freshman Katie Gray {Katie 
would also run the 400 in the 
prelim s} and Em ma Key), 
which seemed to have the best 
chance of scoring for girls re­
lay missed the finals by .33 sec­
onds as they just didn’t seem 
to have the legs after a long day 
in the sun. Lexi Cheatum com­
peted in her first ever regional 
track meet competing in the 
Discus throw. Now to those 
highlights on the weekend, 
freshman Rayme Jones fin­
ished 5th place in the long jump, 
scoring the first points for the 
ladies on the weekend with a 
jump of 15 ’2”. The 400 meter 
relay of senior Tatum Richey, 
competing in her 4th straight 
regional track meet and run­
ning in her 3rd regional final in 
that span, freshm an Jones, 
sophomore Preslea Hall and 
Senior Karly Etheredge run­
ning in the regional track meet 
for the first tim e since her 
freshman year when she an­
chored the relay to a trip to 
Austin. This group qualified 
for the finals by running a sea­
son best 53.05 and followed 
that with a 53.04 in the finals 
to finish 6th and earn 2 more 
points for the lady coyotes. 
Freshman Emma Key would 
step in for Tatum in the 800 
m eter relay, th is foursom e 
would run a season best time 
in the prelims with a 1:51.65 
to qualify with the 5th fastest 
time. In the finals the ladies 
would run a 1:51.79 and finish 
6th place for 2 more Lady Coy­
ote points. Emma Key would 
turn right around for one of the 
most difficult doubles on the 
track and participate in the 400 
meter dash after qualifying 6th 
for the finals, the heat would 
take its toll as Emma would run 
a 65.2 in the finals to finish in 
7 th place.

On the Boys side, Morgan 
Wilson and Dylan Murphy par­
ticipated in the 3200 meter run 
finishing out o f the top ten. 
Freshman Payton Merket like 
Murphy was making his first 
appearance in the regional 
track meet came up short in his 
bid for the finals in the 400

meter run with a time of 55.10 
a season best for him. The only 
real disappointing moment in 
the entire meet was the 1600 
m eter relay coming up just 
short of qualifying for the State 
meet. This relay has seen many 
faces all season and just hasn’t 
gotten its time down like they 
had hoped, but just over the last 
week they finally found a com­
bination and strength to make 
themselves contenders. After 
running a season best time in 
the prelims, the foursome of 
sophomore Ryan Willbom, se­
nior and only senior on the 
boys track  team  K orbin  
M artinez , ju n io rs  C orbin 
Sumners and Hunter Jones, 
this seemed to have a chance 
to be in the top 3. This group 
ran a 3:33.44 in the prelims and 
despite a disappointing ending, 
this group ran a season best in 
fact it’s the fastest 1600 relay 
tu rned  in since the school 
record was set some 12 years 
ago as they ran a 3:33.10 to fin­
ish 4th after Jones the anchor 
was clipped from behind and 
tripped up a bit, which ap­
peared to keep him from being 
able to catch the third plays 
Cross Plains runner. As disap­
pointing as not catching them 
was, it would have been even 
more disappointing had they 
caught them and then learned 
that the Coyotes would be dis­
qualified for running out of 
their lane early in the race.

Now to the Highlights of the 
Track meet for the Boys, first 
of all, the coyotes got points in 
the field events from the two 
throwing events as junior Di­
ego Bernal finished 6th place in 
the shot put with a throw of 
43’6 V2”, then in the discus, 
sophomore Braxton Barnes 
threw a competition best throw 
of 126’9” to finish 5th place. 
Ryan Willbom made the finals 
in the 400 meter dash with a 
53.12 but chose to scratch the 
event in the finals to be fresher 
for the  1600 m eter relay. 
Korbin Martinez made the fi­
nals for the third time in three 
years, but for the first time in 
his career, K-mart participated 
in the event as he has always 
scratched the event to save 
himself, but for the first time 
he needed to compete in this 
event since it was his last op­
portunity and being the most 
unselfish athlete I have ever 
coached, he needed to compete

in the event just once in his 
career, unfortunately after an 
amazing 800 race earlier in the 
day K-Mart just didn’t get out 
o f the blocks and was out of 
the race early as he finished 8th 
in the race but what a great 
hurdling career K-M art has 
had as he has qualified for the 
regionals in the 300’s all four 
times in his high school career.

Now to the ultimate high­
lights, a group of young men 
that two years ago ran at the 
state track meet as freshman 
and sophomores competing in 
the 800 relay and the 1600 
meter relay had a chance at 
history as they put themselves 
in a nice position by sitting 3 rd 
in the 400 meter relay. The 
400 meter relay is a race that 
in my 23 years o f coaching at 
Borden County we have sat in 
a position to qualify for state 
3 previous times, but a botched 
hand-off has always been the 
undoing of that chance and has 
never qualified for the state 
meet. To my knowledge, no 
men’s track team in school his­
tory has ever run at the State 
track meet, but on Saturday, 
th ree  c lean  hand-offs by 
sophomore Nick Proulx, to 
junior Hunter Jones to junior 
Jayton Lewis and to junior 
Corbin Sumners not only did 
the three juniors punch their 
ticket for a return trip to Aus­
tin but also m ade a bit o f 
School history in the process 
as they turned in a hand time 
of 44.04 (only a couple tenths 
off a 10 years school record) 
to move up a spot from their

qualifying position by finish­
ing second place and 16 big 
points. Nick will be making 
his first trip and two o f his 
classmates will make the trip 
as well as they have partici­
pated on this relay and the 800 
relay several times this season 
and will go as alternates, Trace 
Richey and Ryan Willbom.

This same foursome would 
take the track again minutes 
later participating in the 800 
meter relay. This group run­
ning in a different order in the 
prelims finished in 4th place so 
they would have to move up 
one spot to have a chance at 
the wildcard position. They 
changed their order to the same 
as the sprint relay for the fi­
nals and apparently it made a 
little bit of a difference as they 
not only turned in a season best 
time, but also broke the same 
reco rd  the 3 ju n io rs  plus 
Willbom set last year at this 
same meet. This group of Nick 
Proulx (23.56), Hunter Jones 
(22.40), Jayton Lewis 23.88, 
and Corbin Sumners (22.88) 
ran a school record time of 
1:32.68 to move up a spot and 
finish 3rd. A fter checking 
around the state it was con­
firmed that this group would 
get to mn the 800 relay at the 
state track meet as they would 
collect the wildcard.

The last qualifier for the 
state meet is a young man that 
made history not only for him­
self but also the Coyote track 
program. Korbin Martinez will

Property Owner Protest Hearings 
Are Set for July 14, 2016

Property owners who disagree with the Borden County Ap­
praisal District’s appraisal of their property for local taxes or 
for any other action that adversely affects them may protest 
their property value to the appraisal district’s Appraisal Re­
view Board (ARB). The ARB will begin hearing taxpayer 
protests on July 14, 2016 in the Borden County Courthouse.

After the ARB completes its hearings and approves final 
property tax appraisals, local governments will use these ap­
praisals to set 2016 property tax rates.

The ARB is a group of citizens who live in the appraisal 
district and are appointed by the appraisal district’s board of 
directors, except in Harris and Fort Bend Counties where a 
local administrative judge makes the appointments. Property 
owners may protest any o f the following issues to the ARB: 

the appraised or market value of the property; 
unequal appraisal of the taxpayer’s property compared 

to similar property in the district;
inclusion of the property on the appraisal records; 
denial o f a partial exemption, such as a homestead 

exemption;
denial of special appraisals, such as agricultural or 

timber productivity appraisal;
determination that agricultural or timber land has had 

a change of use and is subject to a rollback tax;
identification of the taxing unit or units in which the 

property is located;
determination that the taxpayer is the owner o f the 

property; or
any other action of the appraisal district that adversely 

affects the owner.
A property owner must file a written notice of protest be­

fore June l, 2016 or within 30 days after the appraisal district 
mails the taxpayer a notice of appraised value, whichever is 
later. The ARB schedules a hearing and sends the protesting 
property owner written notice of the date, time and place of 
the hearing. The law contains specific timelines and proce­
dures for the owner and the ARB throughout the appraisal 
protest process. These are detailed in the state Comptroller’s 
publication Property Taxpayer Remedies. Copies are avail­
able from the BORDEN COUNTY APPRAISAL DISTRICT 
at 120 E. Wilboum (PO Box 298) Gail, TX 79738 or 806- 
756-4484.

Role of Nutrition in Antler 
Developement in White-Tailed Deer

In one of the early studies 
conducted at the Kerr Wildlife 
Management Area, TP WD bi­
ologists collected a group of 
buck fawns from throughout 
the state of Texas. They bottle 
raised these fawns, weaned 
them in September, and placed 
each fawn in an individual pen. 
They studied the fawns in the 
pens for 4 years. One group 
was fed a low protein diet of 
8%. The other group was fed a 
high protein diet of 16%.

Whitetail Antlers
This is a slide of antlers 

from 2 deer in the study, and 
illustrates what we saw. The 
deer on the left was fed a low 
protein diet; the deer on the 
right a 16% protein diet. Of all 
the deer fed a low protein diet, 
not one turned out to be a 
spike. This was not expected. 
W hen you feed them  that 
poorly, you expect to grow 
some spikes. We became sus­
picious of our feed and had it 
reanalyzed. We found out the 
feed company had done us a 
favor. They sent us 10.5% pro­
tein feed instead of 8%. The 
Low (left) side #1 is the first 
set o f antlers produced by the 
deer that was fed a 10.5% pro­
tein diet, 4 pounds a day. His

second set, #2, was produced 
on a diet o f 8% protein, 4 
pounds a day. The third set, #3, 
was grown with 8% protein, 5 
pounds a day. The fourth set re­
sulted from a diet of 8% pro­
tein, 4 pounds a day. The deer 
on the right was fed a 16% pro­
tein diet, 4 pounds a day for the 
1st, 2nd, and 4th sets o f ant­
lers. The 3rd set was grown 
with 16% protein, 5 pounds a 
day. The take home message is 
“You feed them good, you 
grow them big. If  you feed 
them  bad, you grow them  
small.” Nutrition does make a 
difference in antler growth.

make his 4th straight trip to the 
State Track meet.
