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When TV Got To Big Lake
Update Lets Farmers and 

Ranchers Report Common 
Acreage Information Once

Farmers and ranchers filing 
crop acreage reports with the 
Farm Service Agency (FSA) 
and participating insurance 
providers approved by the 
Risk M anagem ent Agency 
(RMA) now can provide the 
common inform ation from 
their acreage reports at one 
office and the inform ation 
will be electronically shared 
with the other location.

This new process is part 
o f the USD A Acreage Crop 
Reporting Streamlining Ini­
tiative (ACRSI). This inter­
agency co llabora tion  also 
includes participating private 
crop insurance agents and in­
surance companies, all work­
ing to streamline the informa­
tion collected from farmers 
and ranchers who participate 
in USDA programs.

Once filing at one loca­
tion, data that’s important to 
both FSA and RMA will be 
securely and electronically 
shared with the other loca­
tion avoiding redundant and 
duplicative reporting, as well 
as saving farmers and ranch­
ers time.

Since 2009, USDA has

been working to streamline 
the crop reporting process 
for agricultural producers, 
who have expressed concerns 
with providing the same ba­
sic common information for 
multiple locations. In 2013, 
USDA consolidated the dead­
lines to 15 dates for submit­
ting these reports, down from 
the previous 54 dates at RMA 
and 17 dates for FSA. USDA 
representatives believe farm­
ers and ranchers will experi­
ence a notable improvement 
in the coming weeks as they 
approach the peak season 
for crop reporting later this 
summer.

More than 93 percent of all 
annual reported acres to FSA 
and RMA now are eligible 
for the common data report­
ing, and USDA is exploring 
adding more crops. Producers 
must still visit both locations 
to validate and sign acreage 
reports, com plete m aps or 
provide program-specific in­
formation. The common data 
from the first-filed acreage 
report will now be available 
to pre-populate and acceler­
ate completion o f the second 
report. Plans are underway at 
USDA to continue building 
upon the fram ew ork  w ith

additional efficiencies at a 
future date.

Farmers and ranchers are 
also reminded that they can 
now access their FSA farm 
information from the conve­
nience o f their home com­
puter. Producers can see field 
boundaries, im ages o f the 
farm, conservation status, op­
erator and owner information 
and much more.

The new custom er self- 
se rv ice  p o rta l, know n as 
FSA Farm +, gives farm ers 
and ranchers online access to 
securely view, print or export 
their personal farm data. To 
enroll in the online service, 
producers are encouraged to 
contact their local FSA office 
for details. To find a local FSA 
office in your area, visit http:// 
offices.usda.gov.
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Not much goes on in Big 
Lake w ithout Louise M at­
thews having something to do 
with it.

“Our life has been very 
very busy for everything that 
you have ever heard o f in your 
life,” she says. “We’ve always 
done it or helped out doing 
it or financing some of it or 
whatever.”

Louise, who is 86, has had 
a Hallmark card shop in Big 
Lake for more than fifty years. 
When she decided to get into 
the business, she contacted 
Hallmark and requested infor­
mation about becoming part of 
the franchise. She never heard 
back. She was in a Hallmark 
store in San Angelo months 
later and noticed a man with 
an open briefcase talking to 
one of the clerks near the cash 
register. Louise asked the man 
if he was from Hallmark and 
he said he was. She told the 
man she had sent a letter to 
Hallmark requesting affiliation 
but had not had a reply. The 
man reached into his briefcase, 
pulled out a letter and said, “Is 
this it?” Sure enough it was 
and Louise was on her way to 
having a Hallmark store. Her 
husband is a resourceful man. 
He brought TV to town.

“Well there was no TV in 
Big Lake. We were too far 
away from the stations. So my 
husband put up this tower out 
here. It was 150 feet tall and he 
was able to pick up TV signals 
from Midland, Odessa and Mo­
nahans and transmit it out here 
in Big Lake. We had to put up 
a little square antenna on each 
house and a box receiver on 
the TV. Customers paid $3.75 
a month for the service. And 
we still made a living. That 
lasted for many years and then 
the satellites came in so we lost 
that job. Who would have ever 
thought that television signals 
would come out from space? 
Unreal.”

The business had a truck 
with the words CALL ME FOR 
TV painted on it.

“Our phones rang all the 
time. I was really busy then. 
I was raising four sons, was 
a Cub Scout den mother and 
worked at the church. When 
we w ent to C om stock and 
they saw our truck and read 
the words about TV on it, our 
phone just rang and rang and 
rang. We put a tower in Com­
stock, 250 feet tall.

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Coyotes Shine in 
Lone Star Cup

One of the first things that 
most people think o f nowa­
days when they think o f Bor­
den County is its w inning 
sports teams at Gail.

Why not? The success that 
the Coyotes have enjoyed on 
the six-man football field is 
hard to beat, including three 
state champion ships.

With most o f last y ear’s 
state semi-final team coming 
back, don’t be surprised to 
see the Gail Gang kick off 
the 2016 season as one of the 
top-ranked Division I six-man 
football teams in the state.

The Coyotes have not been 
too bad on the hardwoods or 
baseball diamond, either.

C oach B ubba E dw ards 
guided the Coyote hoopsters 
to their first regional tourna­
ment appearance in school his­
tory this past winter. They also 
have made it to the Class 2A 
state baseball playoffs in two 
of the past three seasons.

Borden County also has 
had its share o f success on 
UIL academics as well, in­
cluding last month when Na­
than Souder was crowned the 
Lincoln Douglas Debate state 
champion. Souder also teamed 
up with Madi Cole to finish as 
the second place team in state 
speech.

It is not hard to see how the 
Coyotes would fare well in 
UIL’s Lone Star Cup compe­
tition, where Borden County 
finished fifth among all of the 
state’s Class IAhigh schools.

That UIL Lone Star Cup 
is awarded annually to one 
school in each o f the six dif­
ferent classifications (IA-6A) 
based on their performance 
in district and state in both 
academics and athletics.

The Lone Star Cup ratings 
include marching band, ten­
nis, cross country, volleyball, 
football, swimming and diving 
wrestling, basketball, soccer, 
golf, track and field, academ­
ics, one act play, softball and 
baseball.

With its 43 points, Happy is

this year’s 1A state champion. 
Abbott was second with 40, 
Wink third with 39 and Til- 
den McMullen County fourth 
w ith  38. The rest o f lA ’s 
Top 10 are Follett and Naza­
reth with 34 points each, and 
Chireno, Coolidge Crumby 
Miller Grove and Lipan with 
30 points each.

While the Coyotes enjoyed 
another banner football sea­
son, winning 13 straight be­
fore losing in the state semi­
finals, they also made it to 
the post-season in every sport 
that they offer, including girls’ 
softball in its first year back as 
a program in over a decade. 
The Coyotes also made it to 
the playoffs in boys and girls 
basketball and baseball.

The G ail Gang m ade it 
to regionals in g irls’ track. 
The Coyotes finished another 
season at the state track meet 
with tree entries, including 
two relays.

“Right now, we’ve got the 
kind of kids who don’t want to 
be great at just one thing, but 
they want to be as competi­
tive as they can be at every­
thing we do out here,” Borden 
County coach Trey Richey 
said. “That’s something we 
not only want to continue, 
but we also want to build and 
improve on.

“All this says something 
about the type o f kids that 
w e’ve got out here. They’re 
not only good athletes but 
they’re just smart kids, too. 
That’s a pretty good combina­
tion to have. We’ve also got a 
good bunch of kids who are 
ju st good about participat­
ing.”

Borden County girls coach 
M ike Skelton believes the 
Coyotes’ road to success has 
been a straight and narrow 
path.

“Like anybody else, we’ve 
got standards for our kids, 
some o f w hich have been 
around for a long time. Some 
of our kids have had to find 
ways to adjust to them,” Skel­

ton said. “One o f our biggest 
things has been to stop making 
excuses.

“Any time you’re talking 
about schools our size, a lot of 
it is about finding those special 
kids who are willing to do the 
extra. A lot o f our girls find 
them selves balancing their 
basketball and cross country 
practices and meets to where 
they can get to their academic 
meets.”

Any time Borden County 
can get its name out there in 
such a positive way is im ­
portant Coyote Coach Peter 
Benavidez, a 1997 graduate of 
Borden County High School.

“This spring, outside of our 
principal’s office, we started 
putting up a table where we 
put all of the different trophies 
we won on it. We ended up 
having to go three tables deep 
just to where we can get all of 
our different trophies on it,” 
Benavidez said.

“We’ve not only got a bunch 
o f talented kids out here, but 
also the kind of teachers who 
do a great job working with 
our kids year in and year out. 
It’s a lot of fun being a part 
o f something like this right 
now.”

Skelton also believes the 
Coyotes’ lofty finish is also 
a tribute to the teachers at 
Gail.

“It helps to have the kind 
of veteran teachers that we’ve 
got w ho’ve always done a 
good job  o f  pushing UIL. 
We’ve reached a point where 
our teachers are teach ing  
kids o f kids-second and third 
generations. We’ve got a prin­
cipal (Bart McMeans) whose 
dad was also a principal out 
here.”

With a majority of the Coy­
otes returning next year, do 
not be surprised to see them 
build on this y ear’s strong 
showing.

“It’ll be interesting to see 
how our kids respond, but 
we’ll definitely have more op­
portunities,” Richey said.
