C. F. Cates, who was appoint-
ed by the Commissioners’ Court
to take the Census of the Spur
Common School District, has
completed his task with the ex-
ception of the people who live

'joining the town. He reports
that the distriet will have two
hundred and twenty five or more
scholasties for this year.

In making the rounds Mr.

~Cates also made inquiry as to

the number of individuals in
each family, and reports that
there are one thousand and
eighty people here, not counting
the single men, old bachelors
and widowers. From the
formation gathered in the rounds
he says that he will be perfectly
safe in stating that Spur has a
population of twelve hundred
people at the present time

Mr. Cates also counted the
residences in the city and says
the count numbered one hundred
and eighty fine residences, neat
cottages and homes already
built. In the enumeration of

In the business part of the city
there are eighty one business
houses and more than one hun-
dred concerns doing business.

"FARMING LECTURE.

Mr. Campbell, The Experimen-
tal Farming Expert Delivers
Lecture to Farmers Of
Spur Country

Saturday afternoon at two-
thirty o’clock a large representa-
tive audience of the farmers and
men interested in the agricul-
tural progress and prosperity of
this section of country gathered
at the opera house in the city to
hear thelecture on farming de-
livered by Mr. Campbell, known
as the most successful dry farm-
ing expert of the country.

The speaker was introduced to
the audience by Chas. A. Jones,
and during the hour or more in
which he talked the hearers
were most attentive and were
given a clear idea of the meth-
ods of culture and conservation
of moisture as adopted and
practiced by Mr. Campbell dur-

ing his actual experiments of
the past fiftean or twenty years.

Mr. Campbell’S system as we
understood it is most simple and

/dcould be followed most -conven-
iently by every farmer in this

eountry.

In breaking land Mr. Campbell
said that it should be done in
the winter or at any time when
the season warranted, the ear-
He advised the

put deep in the ground for the
first breaking, and in sod land
to go over the ground twice. Im-
mediately after the breaking a

<heavy _roller or Packer should

o

be used to pack the dirt firmly
to the hard land underneath,
and this packing to be followed
at once with the harrow set to
run two and ahalf or three inches
deep, thus leaving a loose top
surface to preserve and retain
all moisture in the ground. In
this manner he says he has
seen the land retain sufficient
moisture to bring up plantings
after eight months without a

drop of rain. The idea as con-

veyed tous was to turn your

dirt when the proper season is
in the ground regardless of the
time of year, pack the dirt firm-
ly again and then keep the top
surface of two or three inches
loose by means of a harrow af-
ter each rain, not allowing the
ground to bake at any time, and
in doing so the ground retains
all moisture and is ready for

planting at the proper time re-

gardless of whether or not it
rains.

We surmised from the talk of
Mr. Campbell that his farming
experience was principally with
grain, but he stated that the
same methods could be applied
to the culture of cotton, corn
and all other products with the
result that the yield would be
increased from three to four
times the amount from the com-
mon methods practiced here at
this time. He gave in’stances
where a comparsion had been
made of fields prepared and cul-
tivated by his method and the
methods as generally practiced,
and which was conclusive that

the Campbell methods were a
paying proposition.

With the amount of rainfall
in this country in connection
with the success of theCampbell
system of farming, there need
be no fear or doubt but that this
Western country is destined at
an early date to become one of
the foremost agricultural sec-
tions of America. The day has
already come when crude meth-
ods are becoming a thing of the
past and the man of scientific
and practical methods is making
good in agricultural persuits as
well as mechanical and other
lines.
