Tuesday's Senate Proceedings.
Austin, Tex.—By a vote of 12 to 10 

the senate Tuesday refused to pass fi­
nally the bill by Witt exempting per­
sons or corporations engaged in the oil 
production or lease business from the 
alien land law.

Confirmed appointment of Mrs. 
Charles De Groff of El Paso as a mem­
ber of the board of regents of Texas 
Technological College.

Deferred final action on confirma­
tion of five members of textbook com­
mission.

Patman intangible tax bill killed but 
later revived.

Engrossed: Bill levying 1 per cent 
production tax on sulphur.

Senate and house finance commit­
tees recommended that state board 
of control lease Kerrville Memorial 
Hospital to federal government.

Tuesday’s House Proceedings
Austin, Tex.—The medical practice 

act was engrossed by the house Tues­
day by a vote of 104 to 19. An effort 
to suspend the rule requiring a day 
to elapse before final passage, failed, 
and the bill must come up again before 
it is ready to go to the governor. A 
two-thirds vote will be required to 
change any of its provisions. The 

I house engrossed the bill just as passed 
by the senate except for some minor 
correctory amendments offered by the 
supporters of the bill.

It is also provided “that nothing 
In this act shall be construed to af­
fect or limit in any way the applica­
tion or use of the principles, tenets 
or teachings of any church in the 
ministration to the sick, or suffering 
by prayer without the use of any 
drug or material remedy, providing 
sanitary and quarantine laws are 
complied with and provided no charge 
Is made therefore directly or in­
directly.”

Passed finally: Resolutions to 
amend Constitution increasing confed­
erate passion tax to 7c; authorizing 
highway commission to adopt and en­
force connected system of state high­
ways; authorizing state equalization 
board; authorizing increasing state 
officials' salaries.

Killed:’ Resolutions to amend con­
stitution providing for thirteenth jur­
or; to exempt cotton mills from tax­
ation; to permit city subdivisions to 
Issue bonds.

Engrossed: Resolution to amend
constitution to permit pensions for 
firemen and policemen.

Monday’s Senate Proceedings.
Austin, Tex.—The following bills 

were passed finally by the senate Mon­
day:

By Wood—Changing the names of 
the normal colleges by omitting the 
word “normal,” and designating each 
as a teachers’ college and prefixing 
each with “the,” making the titles 
read this way: “The North Texas 
State Teachers’ College” of Denton.

By Murphy—Increasing the . pay of 
county authorities $50 per month up 
to a maximum of $3,600.

By Witt—Empowering the state to 
condemn land along water courses as 
sites for machinery for oil develop­
ment and sand and mud-shell ship­
ments.

By Davis—Requiring railroads to 
give passes to all sheriffs if given to 
one.

The Wood bill, making an emer­
gency appropriation of $600,000 for the 
state penitentiary, was passed finally 
Monday by the senate. The vote was 
17 to 7. The measure was not debated 
before final passage. It is in accord­
ance with Governor Neff’s recent mes­
sage on the subject, although the 
chief executive recommended a $900,- 
000 appropriation.

Monday’s House Proceedings.
Austin, Tex.—The house Monday- 

passed and sent to senate Lackey state 
ranger bill after striking out provis­
ions for two additional ranger com­
panies and for $50,000 appropriation 
for their upkeep.

Finally passed two bills carrying ap­
propriations for new buildings at A. 
and M. College of Industrial Arts and 
North Texas Normal College.

Finally passed and sent to senate 
Thrasher bill making it felony to mis­
represent the financial condition of 
any concern for the purpose of obtain­
ing credit for such concern.

Adopted Pope concurrent resolution 
proposing appointment of legislative 
committee to confer with Texas Uni 
versity board of regents as obtaining 
loan of $2,500,000 for new buildings.

Legislature to Adjourn March 14.
Austin, Texas.—March 14 was defi­

nitely set as the date for adjournment 
of the Thirty-eighth legislature when 
the house Monday accepted senate 
amendments to the house sine die ad­
journment resolution. The session will 
end at noon March 14 under this agree­
ment. The house originally had fixed 
next Saturday night for the close of 
the session, but concurred in the 
change made by the senate for the pur­
pose of taking up all pending revenue 
measures.

Saturday’s Senate Proceedings
Austin, Tex.—Thirty-two house and 

senate bills, twenty of them being 
house bills, were passed finally by 
the senate Saturday in addition, five 
bills and resolutions were engrossed

Among the house bills passed finally 
were the following:

Relating to joint construction of 
bridges by counties over streams 
marking county lines; relating to coun­
ty court for Edwards County; Fayette 
County road law; relating to delin­
quent taxes in Smith County.; irriga­
tion district permits; prohibiting sale 
of fresh water fish caught in certain 
counties; public roads and highways.

House and senate bills creating the 
following school districts were passed 
finally: Southland. Poteet, Simmons, 
Level Land, Brackett, Fruitvale Com­
mon No. 1, Castro County; Common 
No. 14, Baylor County, and valiuating 
Simmons common school districts.

The following senate bills were pass­
ed finally:

Disposal of property by trustees of 
religious or charitable organizations; 
increasing fees of county officers in 
counties of not less than $50,000,000 
nor more than $60,000,000 taxable val­
uations; reorganizing terms of court 
in fifty-second judicial district; by 
Darwin, providing for collection of 
debts against municipal corporations 
which cease to be incorporated.

Saturday's House P roceedings
Austin, Tex.—Local bills were given 

the right of way in the house Saturday 
and many thus cleared off the c a l ­
endar.

Senate bills were passed creating 
the Santa Cruz, the Ennis, the Mid­
way and Palo Alto school districts, 
and house bills- creating the Carbon, 
Bayside, Union Hill, Brownsboro, 
Denson, Lakeview and Knox City 
districts. . • .

A special road law was passed for 
Angelina County and all special road 
laws for Nacogdoches County re­
pealed. 9. t

Bills extending the boundaries of 
the Raymondvllle School District and 
correcting the boundaries of the Hale 
Center School District were passed.

Final passage was given the bill 
to provide a shorthand reporter for 
the Harris County court at law No. 
2, and also the bill providing for a 
session of that court at Goose Creek.

Bills were passed creating a closed 
season for five years on deer in Hud- 
spet, Culberson, El Paso, Terrell, Val 
Verde, Kinney, Uvalde, Medina, Zavala 
Dimmitt, Jasper, Newton, San Augus­
tine, Sabine, La Salle, Frio, Live Oak 
and Atascosa counties. In that period 
only one deer a year may be killed in 
November of each year.

A five-year closed season on quail 
was enacted for Medina, Zavala, 
Uvalde, Dimmitt and Val Verde coun­
ties.

Friday’s Senate Proceedings
Austin, Tex. A bit of patriotic legis­

lation was given right of way when 
the senate convened Friday, reflecting 
the spirit of the day, the anniversary 
of the signing of the Texas declara­
tion of independence. The bill in ques­
tion is that officially naming the fifty- 
acre tract of land purchased some time 
ago by the state in Washington County 
as a state park, the bill designating 
the land as “The Washington State 
Park,” was passed finally, 28 to 0.

Friday the house passed the bill 105 
to 1. The negative vote was cast by 
Representative Wessels.

The park includes the sit of what 
was the first capital of the state.

Both the house and senate iconr 
tinued in session in spite of the Texas 
holiday. The house paused just before 
noon for a short patriotic exercise, 
having the Texas declaration of inde­
pendence read.

Passed unanimously Holbrook bill 
to prohibit operation of loan associa­
tions known as “three per cent com­
panies.”

Senate committee on state affairs 
reported unfavorably house intangible
assets bill, with minority report.

Measure to place telephone and 
telegraph lines under supervision of 
railroad commission reported unfavor­
ably. Bill to be brought out of com­
mittee on minority report.

Conference committees on Pope text­
book bill failed to agree to compro­
mise. Expected bill will be brought up 
on the floor for final action.

Fairchild bill revising penalties uiv 
der Dean Prohibition act passed final­
ly. 13 to 11. Eliminates penitentiary 
sentence for first two violations.

Passed Clark bill requiring placing 
of funds from teachers' examinations 
in state treasury.

P a r r  dipping and tick bill passed 
finally after amendments eliminating 
forty counties.

Governor Neff commended for agree­
ment with railroad commissioners un­
der which they will not run for other | 
political offices while on the commis­
sion.

Washington.—Both the senate and 
house approved the conference report 
on the farm credits bill Saturday, and 
President Harding signed the bill Sun­
day.

It was late Saturday night that the 
safety of the legislation was assured 
thAugh the adoption, without a record 
vote, of the conference agreement by 
the senate. The house a few hours 
previous had approved it, 277 to 34.

Appropriations of the present ses­
sion aggregated $3,939,809,026.80, ac­
cording to a statement by Senator 
Overman of North Carolina, ranking 
democrat on the senate appropriations 
committee. He said this was an in­
crease of $264,800,000 over those for 
the present fiscal year and much lar­
ger than the last pre war year of 1915, 
when the total was $1,107,000,000.

The $136,000,000 deficiency bill, with 
its appropriation of $400,000 for the 

| federal coal commission was pre­
pared during the morning for trans­
mission to the president. Another bill 
to which final approval was given was 
that of Senator Borah, republican, 
Idaho, extending the authority of the 
coal commission.

Washington.—The farm credits bill, 
proposing to establish two new bank­
ing systems, one government and the 
other private, to meet the financial 
needs of the agricultural industry, was 
passed Thursday by the house.

The vote was 305 to 36, chief oppo­
sition being registered by members 
from New York and the New England 
States.

The new federal banking system
proposed would consist of 12 “ inter­
mediate credit banks” located in the 
same cities as the Federal Farm Loan 
banks, and with a capital of $5,000,000 
each. They would be authorized to is­
sue tax free debentures up to a total 
of $600,000,000. giving them aggregate 
resources of $660,000,000, or nearly 
twice the amount which the war fi­
nance corporation has been called up­
on to advance to the agricultural in­
dustry.

Private credit corporations which 
will be authorized by the bill would 
have a capital of not less than $250,- 
000 each and their number would be
unlimited.

It Is these organizations that will 
make advances to producers of live 
stock on long term paper. There also 
would be private rediscount corpora­
tions having a capital stock of not less 
than $1,000,000 each. Under an amend­
ment adopted by the house the war fi­
nance corporation would continue to 
function until next January 31, by 
which time it is assumed that the new 
farm credit systems will be in opera­
tion.

The army appropriation bill which 
carries an appropriation of $56,580,000 
for rivers and harbors projects was 
signed Saturday by President Harding,

000 from the government revolving 
fund was authorized in a bill passed 
Friday by the senate.

President Harding Friday signed the 
Red River leasing bill. Friday and 
has awarded Tom Testérman of Okla­
homa, who is said to have produced 
the first well in what is now the gov­
ernment area, the pen with which the 
executive signature was affixed.

New der­
ricks erected by the Humble Company 
on its Abel lease at Hull have estab­
lished the fashion with balconies 
around the furble boards and crown 
blocks. Derricks with balconies are 
required by law in California but not 
In Texas. In the former state they 
were adopted as a safety measure 
for the protection of life and limb 
of derrick men.

Fort W orth Stock M arket
Fort Worth, Tex.—Calves suffered 

a decline of 25c to 59c Friday but on 
cattle the market held to a generally 
steady level, and most of the run of 
1,300 head of cattle and 250 calves 
cleared in fair season. Steers in the 
navy yards ranged up to $8, and sev­
eral cars of South Texas steers 
brought $6. Two cars of toppy yearl­
ings went at $8.25 and a few loads 
cleared at $7 to $7.25. Strictly toppy 
hogs were here, and nothing could 
beat $8.15.
