; Thousands cannot obtain supplies 
in order to make another cotton 

1 crop. Cotton is so low in - price, 
j and provisions refused in many 
instances to finance another cot­
ton crop, or in other words, to 
furnish the farmer to make the 
crop because they know that the 
farmer will be unable to meet 
his obligations in the fall..

The ..cotton farmer as a rule 
has neglected the cows, the pigs, 
the chickens, the corn, the hav 
and all kinds of feedstuff, when 
these constitute, the foundation 
of everv successful farmer. And 
out of these small things is 
where thé farmer must make 
his profits. And out of.the small 
things raised on the farm must 
come the farmer’s living.

The farmer that undertakes to 
raise cotton and buy his provis­
ions, his corn, his hay and all 
kinds of feed; stuff*, has always 
failed, and.always will fail, be­
cause there is no profit in cotton, 
ft costs too much to raise it and 
every farmer who has tried the 
one crop has failed. The most 
successful farmers in the south 
are those that look after the lit­
tle things,. And . their fi r s t 
thought,is to raise everything 
they need at home. Whenever 
you find a farmer that has his 
cows, fiis hogs, chickens, and his 
barn well filled with grain and 
feed stuff, you will find a farmer 
that does not have to give a 
mortgage to obtain anything fie 
wants, and you will find one that 
is fairly successful.

Cotton has always been the 
bane- of the south, and always

where it ought to be, and not in 
the city, as it is today.

T A F T  ASKS BIC A P P R O P R IA T IO N
Washington, April 15.-P re s i­

dent Taft today sent to Congress 
a special message urging the im­
mediate appropriation of amounts 
aggregating nearly $788,000 for 
rise in controlling the floods of 
the Mississippi River and to aid 
flood sufferers.

The message asked for $300, 
000 in in addition to the $350, 
(»00 already appropriated, to be 
used in strengthening the levees; 
$275,000 for expenses of the 
Quartermaster Genneral’s De­
partment in furnishing shelter 
and forage for cattle and horses, 
transportation, etc,, and $212, 
897 for rations already supplied 
or to be supplied to destitute 
persons.

The president based his re* 
quest on estimates made by the 
Secretary of War which accom­
panied the message.

'T he crest of the flood,” read 
the message, “ is now reaching 
the lower portion of the M ississ­
ippi, where the country is flat­
ter and where the danger to the 
levees is at least as great as | 
above and where the damage ; 
and loss to persons and property, i 
if crevices occur, will he far 
greater than on the upper river, 
necessitating even a greater 
amount of relief work than that 
already incurred.

“These estimates have been 
carefully made and are based on 
communications of officers of the 
army now on the ground super­
intending' the relief and engi­
neering work.

“ I respectfully urge upon 
Congress the importance of 
meeting this great emergency,”

and quick growth. The farmers 
want to convert the peanuts and 
milo maize they will raise this 
year into hogs. The farmer 
who has a few hogs now is de­
cidedly on the safe side from ex-1 
actions of the meat trust. But; 
all these things will come to 
West Texas in time: nor will it 
require a very long time, either. | 
We must remember that nearly j 
all the agricultural development; 
of this county has been done the | 
past ten years, and that it re­
quires an element of time for the 
most favored country to secure 
ail the comforts and assets of a 
long settled section. it musí 
pass through certain processes of 
development and adaptation. If 
requires several years for orch­
ards to grow', for the orchardist 
to find out by exclusion, what 
varieties are adapted to the soil 
and climate, and which are not; 
what kind and breed of stock do 
best, etc.

Much of the work of the first 
few years of settlement of any 
country is necessarily rough 
work7- work that concerns more 
the immediate subjugation of 
natural conditions, providing 
water, fencing, clearing of grubs 
and building, so that no great, 
attention is paid to the raising of 
stuff for home consumption. 
This phase of development comes 
later and naturally. The next 
generation that tills the land of 
Mitchell county now being put 
under the plow, will not be con­
cerned with this kind of work, 
but will give their attention to 
raising what they consume. The 
home was established by this 
generation, the next will provide 
the comforts and conveniences. 
This seems ip he the law in the 
settlement and development of 
all countries. The complete 
work of pioneering and civilizing 
is too great for one generation. 
The work must be divided.— 
Colorado Record.
