RESULT AND METHODS 
OF SCIENTIFIC FARMING

College Station, Texas,— Earl 
and Oran Davis, of Palestine, 
have made the two best records, 
and Sterling C. Wood, of Bessa- 
may, third. According to Earl 
Davis’ report, his corn was 
planted on three and one half 
foot rows on deep alluvial soil 
about three feet deep and eigh­
teen inches apart in the drill. 
Yield about one hundred twenty 
two and one half bushels. The 
yield on similar land nearby cul­
tivated under ordinary methods 
was fifty bushels. Cost of grow­
ing one acre $11.50. Value $91,- 
87. Total gain $80.37.

Oran Davis’ corn was planted 
on similar land, rows same dis­
tance apart and corn same dis­
tance in drill. Yield 116 2-3 
bushels. Total cost $11.50. Val­
ue $87.50. Gain $76.00.

The third best record was 
made by Sterling Wood. Dis­
tance apart of rows five feet. 
Distance apart of corn in drill 
eight inches. Planted on creek 
bottom sandy land. Yield 111 
bushels. Yield on similar land 
twenty bushels. Total cost $38. 
Value $111. Gain $73. Mr. 
Wood used 700 pounds cotton 
seed meal as fertilizer.

Many other good reports were 
made, but all were under one 
hundred bushels.

ORDINANCE
Be it ordained by the Board of 

Commissioners of the city of Spur 
in Dickens county, Texas, that 
on the 17th day of February, A. 
D. 1913, there be holden an elec­
tion by the qualified resident 
property tax paying voters of 
and within the corporate limits 
of said city to determine wheth­
er or not the said Board of Com­
missioners of said city shall is­
sue the bonds of said corporation 
for the purpose of constructing, 
operating and maintaining a 
system of water works for said 
city of Spur.

Said bonds to be in the amount 
of $25,000 to bear interest at the 
rate of 5 per cent per annum, 
payable in forty years and re­
deemable in ten years from their 
date.

And also whether a tax shall 
be levied upon the property with­
in the corporate limits of the 
city of Spur, subject to taxation 
for the purpose of paying the 
interest on said bonds and pro­
vide a sufficient sinking fund to 
liquidate said bonds at maturity.

It is further ordained and or­
dered that said election shall be 
holden at the building formerly 
occupied bv the Spur Standard, 
and that J. D. Reagan is hereby 
appointed as presiding 
and H. T. Burgoon and 
Tidwell as judges, and 
be held in same manner as re­
quired by law for holding gener­
al elections.—Geo. S. Link, May­
or; Oscar Jackson, Recorder.

For many years Mr. Bailey has 
beèn one of the United States 
Senators from Texas and during 
the time has gained a wide rep­
utation for brilliancy and ability 
as a statesman and politician. 
Immediately after his resigna­
tion R. M. Johnson was duly 
appointed by Governor Colquitt 
to fill out the unexpired term of 
Bailey which ends in March. 
However, the appointment of 
Johnson will be contested in the 
State Legislature. Morris Shep­
pard, who was elected at the re­
cent general election to the full 
term beginning in March, hav­
ing asked the Legislature to 
elect him to fill out the unex­
pired term in preference to Mr. 
Johnson. It remains to be not­
ed whether or not the State 
Legislature Will adopt the plans 
of Bailey, Colquitt and other 
politicians by electing Johnson, 
or comply with the desire of a 
majority of the voters and the 
constituency by electing Morris 
Sheppard. Of course the peo­
ple have not had an opportunity 
iuyote their preference for the 
man tcf fit!' the vacated short 
term in the Senate, but since 
they did express themselvès in 
favor of Morris Sheppard for 
next term it is reasonable to 
suppose that if it had been 
made public that Bailey would 
resign his service for the last 
two months of his term, the peo­
ple would also have elected 
Sheppard to fill the short time 
vacancy. And. then, too. it is 
not reasonable to suppose that 
the people would want any man 
to serve in the U. S. Senate 
for only two months. Within 
that time he could do the people 
no permanent good, while the 
regular elected Senator could get 
acquainted and better prepare 
himseif for service within that 
time. We believe it not out of 
place to honor men when their 
public services justify the hon­
or r but to confer an honor by a 
short term appointment to of­
fice for services unrendered and 
to probably satisfy individual 
desires and possibly to repay 
political favors to politicians 
should not come within the pro­
ceedings of the State Legisla­
ture and the actions of our Rep­
resentatives.

Spur wants a system of water 
works, not only to supply the 
domestic needs of its citizenship 
but to protect the residences and 
business houses from destruction 
by fire, and the only objection 
we find to the proposed bond is­
sue is that we are afraid the 
amount designated will not be 
sufficient to install a standard 
waiter-works system to supply 
the town and furnish fire pro­
tection according to the require­
ments of the insurance compa­
nies. However, any kind of 
system is better than none.

The -State -Legislature is now 
in session and its opening pro­
ceedings denotes that the term 
will be interspersed with fac­
tional fights, petty bickerings 
and furthering personal political 
interests together with some 
consideration of public legisla­
tive interests. If in some one 
day of the session the Repre­
sentatives will do something to 
advance the agricultural inter­
ests of Western Texas, we will 
be satisfied if the remainder of a 
ninety day’s term is spent in 
talking politics and furthering 
individual interests. Western 
Texas has been struggling un­
aided since the Indian fighting 
days and we are still struggling 
to settle the country and better 
our condition, and since this 
section has contributed much to 
the settlement and development 
of other sections of the state, 
we think now that we are entitl­
ed to the assistance and consid­
eration through the Legislature 
of those whom we profited at 
the expense of this section in 
the past.

The Texas Industrial Congress 
has issued a bulletin to the e f­
fect that again this year it will 
give away ten thousand dollars 
in gold to farmers of the state 
who grow the biggest and best 
crops on a limited acreage and 
at the least expense. The con­
test will be similar to that of 
the past year and we want to 
see moré Dickens county farm­
ers in it this year. Last year 
several farmers of Dickens coun­
ty entered the contest, and while 
at least one of them, W. P. T. 
Smith of some eight miles west 
of Spur, made more produce on 
his acreage than did a number 
of those who were awarded 
premiums he failed to cultivate 
the crop as cheaply and there­
fore lost the premium. Half the 
farmers in the county should get 
in the contest.

The Spur country is rapidly 
and permanently becoming not­
ed as a hog raising section. 
Again last week E. D. Chambers 
of the Afton country, hauled to 
Spur and shipped another car of 
hogs to the Fort Worth market. 
The hogs of this country are of 
the finest breeds, are not sub­
ject to the many diseases, fat­
tened as cheaply and bring the 
highest prices on the markets. 
It is thoroughly demonstrated 
that there is money in the hog 
business and every farmer 
should raise at least a sufficient 
number of hogs for his own use 
at home. The hog is recognized 
as the “ mortgage lifter.”

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Advertising is as old as the 
world, and its necessity and ef­
fectiveness has been thoroughly 
demonstrated throughout all 
the time since the Apostles of 
the Bible were ordered to go in­
to every nation and “ proclaim” 
the gospel of religion. In like 
manner the gospel of merchan­
dising and commerce must be 
proclaimed to become effective, 
and unquestionably the best and 
cheapest method of proclaiming 
such gospel to all the people in 
the shortest time is through the 
community newspaper. On an 
average of five newspapers go

The United States Congress 
failed to pass an amendment ofJ 
fered to counteract President 
Taft’s order placing certain class 
postoffices under the civil ser­
vice and also his appointment of 
Federal officers and postmasters 
throughout the country, and un­
less the special session to be 
called by President-elect Wilson 
immediately after his inaugura­
tion again takes up and passes 
such an amendment the post­
masters and other Federal o f­
ficers appointed by Taft through­
out the country will retain their 
places during the principal part 
of this term of Democratic ad­
ministration. We presume the 
only show for Democrats to get 
in will be to "impeach” the Re­
publican office holders.

The Texas smoke-house should 
be looked after more carefully 
and systematically to the end 
that Texas and Texas people be­
come more prosperous and inde­
pendent. More than fifty two 
millions of dollars worth of 
dressed meats are shipped into 
Texas each year, and yet in 
Western Texas there is plenty 
room and opportunity to raise 
meat Sufficient not only to sup­
ply Texas but to ship millions of 
dollars worth to other states. 
With other undeveloped resourc­
es it is easy to figure where 
goes the profits in raising cotton 
—the one money crop of this 
country.

The trial of Beach B. Epting, 
charged with being an accom­
plice of J. B. Sneed in the mur­
der of A1 Boyce at Amarillo, is 
now in progress at Memphis, 
Texas. The evidence in the 
case pertains almost exclusively 
to J. B. Sneed and his motive for 
the killing, Epting’s name being 
connected with the trial only at 
rare intervals. Evidence is to 
the effect that Epting rented a 
house and made arrangements 
for Sneed to lay in waiting for 
an opportunity to meet Boyce. 
No evidence shows that Epting 
was in Amarillo at the time of 
the killing. It ¡3 thought that a 
verdict will be had this week.

Dickens county will hold an 
election February 8th for the 
purpose of issuing one hundred 
thousand dollars in bonds to 
build macadam and graveled 
roads throughout the country. 
Of course good roads coat money 
but when you come to actual 
figuring first-class roads cost but 
little more than it costs to main­
tain the common roads. And, 
then, too, what do we care for 
money except to provide con­
veniences and pleasures for our­
selves and others? Money is of 
no earthly benefit only in that it 
gets us what we want, and the 
public funds of Dickens county 
could be used to no more ad­
vantage, pleasure and profit of 
the people than in building good 
roads.

It is a business proposition to 
advertise, and the careful prep­
aration of advertising matter 
and its circulation among the 
buying public is even more es­
sential to the success of a busi­
ness and sale of goods than is 
the investment of capital stock. 
A man can be talked into buying 
something he does not need 
nor does not want. Even “ gold 
bricks”  can be unloaded by ju­
dicious advertising, and by the 
same judicious process legiti­
mate sales can be increased 
manyfold. Study it and try it.

34 PER CENT OF COTTON 
CROP GINNED IN TEXAS

More than thirty-four per cent 
of the total number of bales of 
cotton ginned in the United States 
prior to December 1912 was re­
ported from Texas, according to 
the preliminary report of the 
Department of Commerce and 
Labor. The total number of 
bales ginned in the United 
States was 125,42853, of which 
number Texas ginned 4,370,540.

While the total number of 
bales of cotton ginned in the 
United States prior to December 
13 of last year was 1,346,145 less 
than on the corresponding date 
of 1911, there was an increase 
in the number ginned in Texas 
last year of 508,397 bales over 
the previous year.

The Federal Government re­
port has estimated the Texas 
cotton crop for 1912 at 4,850,000 
bales and using this as a basis, 
over ninety per cent of the Tex­
as crop was ginned prior to De­
cember 13.

FARM LIFE COMMISSION
Texas Secretaries Study F a r m  

Life Conditions—Head of 
Farmers’ Union to 

Manage Bureau.

The Texas Farm Life Commis­
sion is going to inaugurate a move­
ment to “ keep the boys on the farm”  
and they propose to do this by mak­
ing farm life more attractive and 
the business of fanning more remun­
erative. Many of the youngsters, at­
tracted by the glare of the city, leave 
the farm before realizing tire won­
derful possibilities that surround 
them in their country homes. Then 
there are problems in production 
and marketing that must be solved 
through organized effort.

The commission will study every 
phase of agriculture and will en­
deavor to provide the machinery for 
taking out the waste in methods of 
producing and marketing farm prod­
ucts.

The commission was organized by 
the Texas Commercial Secretaries 
and Business Men’s Association and 
is composed of fifteen members. Mr. 
S. A. Lindsey o f Tyler is chairman 
of the commission and Peter Radford 
of Fort' Worth manager. The fol­
lowing are the commissioners: IT.
Lass, Brookshire; 8. D. Steedman, 
Hagerman; J. T. S. Gant, Archer 
City; Geo. B. Dealey, Dallas; W. F. 
Proctor, Tyler; E. W. Knox, San 
Antonio; Joe Hirsch, Corpus Christ- 
ti; Mrs. E. P. Turner, Dallas; A.
