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THINKS THE ROAD BONDS 
A PREMATURE ISSUE.

Draper, Texas, Jan. 2, 1913.— 
Texas Spur, Spur, Texas: Gea- 
tlemen:—Just read your article 
in your paper; also Mr. W. J. 
Elliott’s. I am inclined at pres­
ent to want over on Mr. Elliott’s 
side of the good roads question. 
I live about as remote from the 
railroad as most any one in the 
county and if any body should 
be in favor of good roads it cer­
tainly should be those who are 

.Jiving as great a distance from 
market as I do.

1. I find that it does not wor­
ry my team but little to pull all 
the loads I haul to market. 2. 
It worries them less to pull all 
out from the market that I am 
able to pay for. 3. We are not 
in need of the work now probab­
ly as bad as we will be in the 
future, and should the bond is­
sue carry and work on the road 
construction begin in the spring, 
how many farmers do you sup­
pose would drop their plows and 
go to work on the roads? Not a 
one. They are too prosperous and 
can’t afford to leave their crops 
to take care of themselves. They 
have too much at home to look 
after. How then will w# get 
the roads built? Just run an add 
in the papers, I suppose, stating 
that we want one hundred mule 
teams and scrapers and two 
hundred hands to work on the 
mads in Dickens county, and 
further stating we have one 
hundred thousand dollars to pay 
out within six months or less 
time to the right kind of men 
for this road work. This would 
bring all the crap shooters and 
booze fighters to this country we 
would need for some time to 
come.

In building the court house 
and jail at Dickens it was speci­
fied in the contract that the 
work, as near as was possible, 
be given citizens of the county. 
I am confident that of the thirty- 
two thousand i dollar bond issue 
voted to construct these build­
ings any one citizen of the coun­
ty failed to receive ^as much as 
one hundred dollars for work 
and as many as twenty appli­
cants failed to get any work at 
all. We got a few as good men 
from out of the county to work 
on the court house and jail as 
those of our best citizens, but a 
majotity of the non-resident 
workmen were such as have 
been described in another part 
of this letter. The court house 
and jail is not much to look at. 
Of that thirty-two thousand dol­
lars the biggest thing we have 
with us is the old debt saddled 
upon us twenty years ago. It 
probably has changed its form a 
little but its the same old thing 
in part.

As friend Elliott said, there is 
not a tax-paver in the coanty 
who wants to pay another dollar 
in the way of taxes. I haven’t 
much in the wav of property, 
yet in taxes, interest and leases 
I pay about three hundred dol­
lar* annually. I don’t think we 
should make the burden any 
harder because we are not ready 
to meet it. We cannot pay the 
bankers and merchants in the 
fail if our crop* are a failure, 
and in case of a crop failure the

road and bridge bonds would 
give work to the farmers and he 
a help to all.

If this is a scheme to boom the 
country and draw immigration 
westward, I am of the opinion 
it will drive out more than it 
will draw. About the first ques­
tion asked bv a prospector is; 
“ How much taxes are you pay­
ing on the one hundred dollars 
valuation.”  If he finds that the 
taxes here are higher than in the 
country he came from, do you 
think he will buy? Not hardly, 
He will go on further as hun­
dreds are doing.

I don’ t wish to make the im­
pression that I am opposed to the 
building of good roads, if we 
were ready to meet the ex­
pense, but I think this proposi­
tion a little premature and unless 
I can be shown the emergency 
and need of good roads to cost 
the tax-payers of Dickens coun­
ty one hundred thousand dollar* 
I shall vote against the bonds.

SCHOOLS ON SOLID BASIS
Superintendent of Public In­

struction F. M. Brally today an 
nounced the school apportion­
ment for February to be $2.50, 
and further announced that this 
large apportionment would be 
the means of enabling all the 
public schools of the state to 
pay off all vouchers, in other 
words, the schools will be on a 
solid financial basis.

At certain seasons of the year,

when tax collections are running 
low, it is necessary for some 
schools to give vouchers to teach­
ers and in many instances these 
are carried by the banks, while 
there are a number of teachers 
who keep vouchers themselves 
until an adequate appointment is 
made to cash them.

The apportionment made today 
is on $2,542,832 50 to the credit 
of the available school fund and 
is based on a scholastic enum 
eration of 1,017,133. Previous 
to today’s apportionment, three 
apportionments have been made, 
one for 75c and two for 50c each. 
The total per capita apportion­
ment for the year is $6.85 and 
of this amount $4.25 has been 
apportioned, leaving $2.60 yet to 
be apportioned.

THE ROAD BOND ISSUE.
There has been much said 

both for and against the propos­
ed road bonds for Dickens coun­
ty, and since an election will be 
held next Saturday to determine 
whether or not one hundred 
thousand dollars in bonds be is­
sued to construct, maintain and 
operate macadamized, graveled 
or paved roads or turnpikes, or 
in aid thereof, in the county, it 
is right and proper that the 
proposition be thoroughly dis­
cussed and understood.

The Texas Spur has preached 
good roads for years, and after 
we get good roads we will con­
tinue to preach for better roads. 
The benefits and conveniences 
of good roads is recognized by 
everybody and unquestioned by 
those who oppose the issuance 
of bonds, consequently we con­
sider any argument for good 
roads unnecessary at this time.

For years, and almost since 
the beginning of our present 
form of government “ taxation 
without representation“  and the 
“ equalization of taxes" has been 
most important factors in the 
administration of public affairs, 
and as a representative of all 
the people of Dickens county 
The Texas Spur will stand for 
the rights of the people and 
contend for the equalization of 
taxes in every instance, and 
since the proposed road bond is­
sue is a tax proposition and af­
fects every citizen, we deem it 
right and proper and our duty to 
express our ideas and opinions 
in the matter.

In this age good roads are no 
longer recognized as a luxury 
but a necessity to keep apace of 
the times and modern progress, 
and facts and figures demon­
strate that the best, cheapest 
and most equitable method of 
building roads is through bond 
issues by taxation, therefore we 
favor a proposition to issue one 
hundred thousand dollars in 
iKmds at this time and another 
hundred thousand dollars at a 
later date for the purpose of 
building good roads in Dickens 
county. Hdwever, in issuing 
such bonds and building good 
roads the equal distribution of 
the bond funds should be a con­
sideration, and every section of 
the county should have its pro­
portionate share in the expendi­
ture of the bonded funds. Say 
that in Commissioners Precinct 
Number One the taxable values 
forced the people of that section 
to pay taxes on $35,000 of the 
bond issue, while in Precinct 
Number Two the people only 
pay taxes on $30,000 of the bond 
issue. Precinct Three pays $25,- 
000 and Precinct Four pays only 
$10,000 of the fund, would it not 
be right and proper to spend the 
funds according to the amounts 
paid by the several sections of 
the county? Farther, say that 
in Commissioners precinct B'our 
the country is uneven, broken 
and it will require two thousand 
dollars to build one mile of ma- 
fadamized road while in Pre.

cinct Two, the geography of the 
country being more inviting, it 
will require only five hundred 
dollars to build one mile of road, 
would it equalize the taxes to 
divert the funds from the one 
precinct to the other to build 
equal mileage of road over 
which the tax-payer will prob­
ably never have occasion to trav­
el. If Precinct One pays $35,- 
000 of the tax, that precinct 
should have $35,000 worth of 
roads whether the amount builds 
ten miles or fifty miles of roads, 
and if ten thousand dollars of its 
funds are diverted to another 
section the people of Precinct 
Number one will be burdened 
with taxes to that extent for 
forty years. When properly 
equalized road taxes will not be 
a burden because those who pay 
get the benefits of good roads in 
accord with the amount they 
are forced to pay. Say that the 
Afton Precinct is assessed to 
pay $30,000 of the proposed 
bond and that amount of funds 
will build fifty miles of macad- 
ized roads in that section, would 
it be just and right and equal 
taxation tor the Commissioners 
Court after the election to say 
that the Afton country should 
have only twenty-five miles of 
macadamized roads and in con­
sequence transfer $15,000 of the 
money paid by the Afton people 
to the Spur Precinct which is 
assessed to pay only $10,000 of 
the bond funds when it will re­
quire $25,000 to build twenty- 
five miles o i road. In other 
words if Afton is bonded to pay 
thirty thousand dollars that sec­
tion should have thirty thousand 
worth of macadamized roads 
whether that amount of money 
builds ten miles or fifty miles of 
roads, and if Spur is bonded for 
ten thousand dollars for macad­
amized roads that amount of 
monev should be expended in 
this section even though on ac­
count of the geography of the 
country the ten thousand dollars 
would build sixty miles of road.

As said before,the equalization 
of taxation is a problem which 
should be considered in the 
administration of public affairs, 
and the equalized tax problem 
necessarily enters into the discus­
sion of the bond issue. If Dick­
ens county issues one hundred 
thousand dollars in bonds to 
build macadamized roads the 
roads should be built in the sev­
eral precincts in accordance with 
the amounts of property tax val­
ues in the several precincts, 
otherwise one precinct will be 
forced to pav a tax for the ben­
efit of other people and another 
section of country and for which 
the tax-paver does not get value 
received. Such a method of tax­
ation would become an unjust 
burden of taxation upon the peo­
ple of one precinct and continue 
throughout forty years.

In the absence of a statement 
from the members of the Com­
missioner's Court, and since the 
Court will have the matter 
entirely under its supervision 
after the election,The Texas Spur 
is not in a position at this time to 
say definitely how the road bond 
funds will be distributed should 
the election carry. By inference 
we have formed the opinion that 
at least one member of the Com­
missioners Court will favor dis­
tributing the funds similarly as 
above outlined, while others may 
favor pooling the total bonded 
sum and build roads without re­
gard tothe necessary expenditure 
or tax monev received in differ­
ent parts of the county; and as to 
how a majority of the members 
of the court will decide to distrib­
ute the funds we can only sur­
mise; and since the people are

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footing the bills we believe that 
the plans should be definitely 
stated before the election because 
the principal objection to the pro­
posed bond issue is on these 
points.

However, since it is conceded 
that the amount of the proposed 
bond issue is not sufficient to 
build macadamized roads directly 
in connection with every farm in 
the county, The Texas Spur is 
contending before the election 
and will contend after the elec­
tion for an equitable distribution 
of the funds and building of the 
roads in exact accord with the 
amount of taxes paid by the peo­
ple of the several precincts of the 
county to the end that every tax 
payer will get what he pays for 
and no more, none will have a 
fpreed road tax burden and each 
community of citizens will have 
access and equitable connection 
to good roads, and thus being 
given a square deal, just and most 
equitable benefits the individual 
tax-paver will be more willing 
and anxious when the proper 
time arrives to vote an additional 
bond for further road improve­
ment; and we believe that if it 
is known that such a plan will be 
consummated the road bond issue 
would carry by practically an 
unanimous vote.

ABOUT THE PROPOSED 
ROAD BOND ISSUE

In the matter of the coming 
election for the $100,000 bond is­
sue for the construction and 
maintenance of a system of 
graded roads for this county, 
there seems to be considerable 
opposition to the proposed issu­
ance. This opposition the writer 
Relieves to be based upon a mis­
understanding and a miscon­
ception of the facts and with lit­
tle knowledge of the proposed 
expenditure of money, for the 
writer feels assured that the 
people of this countv are pro­
gressive and are alive to the 
necessity of good roads.

One reason assigned for oppo­
sition to the issuance of bonds is 
that it will increase taxes ma­
terially, and if this was true, it 
affords no good reason for op­
position for their issuance, tak­
ing into consideration the pres­
ent deplorable condition of all 
of the roads of this county, and 
unless there is a bond issue for 
their improvement, their present 
condition will become worse. 
But as a matter of fact the pro­
posed issue, if carried, will not 
increase the taxes to any ma­
terial extent. For over eigh­
teen years there has been a tax 
levied and collected of fifteen 
cents on the one hundred dollars 
valuation of all taxable property 
in the county, during which time 
over sixty thousand dollars has 
been collected from the tax-pay­
ers. The money has been ex­
pended as received for road pur­
poses but for the reason that the 
amount of this fund has not at 
any one period of the time been 
sufficient to permanently con­
struct any portion of our roads 
the results of such expenditure 
have been temporary.

In the event of the carriage 
of the bonds, the fifteen cents 
now levied will be reduced to 
five cents and the ten cents will 
be applied to the payment of 
interest on the bonds and to the 
creation of a sinking fund for 
their payment at or before ma­
turity and it is very probable 
that the entire fifteen cents will 
be so applied.

It will require a tax of eigh­
teen cents on the one hundred 
dollars valuation- to take care of 
the $100,000 issue, and if the 
court should deem it; wise to ap­
ply all the present levy of fifteen 
cents, the taxes would be in­
creased but three cents on the 
one hundred dollars valuation, 
meaning but ninety cents in­
crease to the tax-payer whose 
property is assessed at $3,000, 
an amount too small to be con 

| sidered by any one whose intel­
ligence has entitled him to that 
amount of property.

The State Legislature has de­
cided to investigate the public 
lands proposition, especially with 
respect to the former transac­
tion in connection with the build­
ing of the State Capitol building 
in former years. It ia said that 
one million acres of Western 
Texas lands were given a syndi­
cate to build the State Capitol, 
and that since that time the 
syndicate has sold approximate­
ly three million acres of the land 
and still has about one million 
acres to it* credit. There is no 
question but that a thorough in­
vestigation into the public lands 
proposition and the transactions 
of former vears will reveal many 
acres of land gobbled up in many 
sections and which now right­
fully and lawfully belong to the 
public.

the bonds) will have paid in 
taxes the immense sum of $240-, 
000. Making no allowance for 
increase in values of assessable 
property, and with eighteen 
years experience with the bene­
fits derived therefrom, can any 
one expect any improvement in 
our roads ?

Another objection to the bond 
issue is that the amount of bonds 
to be voted on is too much. In 
this the writer disagress and 
would be opposed to any less 
amount, any amount less than 
would be necessary to grade all 
of our roads, main and neigh­
borhood, would be an injustice 
to the citizen tax paver who did 
not live adjacent to the roads 
graded.

In the discussion of this bond 
issue, a majority of the commis­
sioners court have expressed 
themselves in the writer's pres­
ence that the amount of the 
proposed issue shall be expended 
for the benefit of the entire c iti­
zenship of Dickens county and 
with a view that all of the 
neighborhoods of the county be 
enabled to have rural routes es­
tablished, as with our present 
roads none can be established, 
and to let the neighborhoods all 
have the advantage of the par­
cels post system.—B. G. Wors- 
wick.
