Up to this week the cotton yard at
Jayton has weighed seven thousand
bales of cotton, and the Girard yard
has weighed four thousand bales of
cotton in Kent —county. Approxl-
mately half of this cotton is now on
the yards at Girard and Jayton, await-
ing the lifting of the shipping em-
bargo.

Earlier in the year it was thought
that if [ Kent county had as much as
five thousand bales ‘during the year
it would be a good crop.
