BITS REMOVED AND DRILLING
RESUMED ON OIL TEST WELLS

During the past several days and
weeks drilling work on both the Davis
well and 24 Ranch well has been de-
layed on account of lost bits in both
holes. The necessary tools and equip-
ment were brought up this week from
Cisco and( the bits removed without
further delay or trouble, drilling op-
erations being resumed during the
week at both placges.

The Davis well,iby the Aero Oil
Company, is approxifg;ately eight hun-
dred feet deep, havimg encountered
and just gone through a. thirty five
foot sand which gaye. the drillers
much encouragement. In fact the
drillers of this well are confident that
good paying o0il will be found in this
well at’'less than one thousand feet.
The well is located on the Davis ranch
six miles northeast of Spur, the lo-
cation having been made by two ge-
ologists at points within a few yards
of each other, neither knowing that
the other had designated that partie-
ular place as the most promising site
for drilling:

The 24 Ranch well, by the McFann
0il & Gas Company, is located on
the 24 Ranch fifteen miles south of
Spur, this being the deepest test in
this section at this time, the well now
being between fifteen hundred and
sixteen hundred feet deep. In this
well at two hundred feet more than
a hundred feet of salt was drilled
through, fifty feet of which was solid
white rock salt. This find alone wiil
be a big propsition if developed, and
which no doubt will be at a later
date. Three oil bearing sands were
encountered at approximately 700,
900 and 1200 feet. In the 900 foot
sand Mr. McFann is confident that
a paying pool of oil exists somewhere
near the point where they are now
drilling. The bit is now drilling in
dark shale. The well has been smok-
ing gas in considerable volume for
months, and every indication is that
this will be a real oil well.

We have confidence in the men who
are drilling these wells, believe they
are fair and square in their dealings,
are able to complete their undertak-
ings, and conscientious in the belief
of ‘eventually drilling into the pay
sand. Personally we have backedsup
our faith in the men and their proj-
ects to the extent of betting every
surplus dollar in hand on lands and
leases that an oil pool will be uncov:
ered. In thLe meantime we intend to
boost the drilling operations in every
way we. can, to the end that our hopes
and expectations may be realized with
the least possible delay.

Plywood Given Severe Test.

The plywood tested at the Wisconsin
forest products laboratory is built up
in thin layers laid crosswise to one
another, and glued with water-resist-
ing glue. Various protectiye finishes
are applied to the wood. All materials
are subjected to every variety of cli-
matic temperature and’ moisture,
and in glue tests, plies must not sep-
arate after boiling in water eight
hours, or soaking at room temperature
ten days. The products developed find
many important uses besides that of
making airplane propellers. The
woven plywood, designed as a substi-
tute for linen in wing covering, is
basket woven from strips of Spruce
veneer about one and one-fourth to one
and seven-eighths inches wide and .01
inch thick, the nnished sheet being
about one-fifth inch thick.

SPUR FETERITA IS BEST
OF THE SORGHUM GRAINS

— |

Spur Feterita is the produet of
breeding work done by the Texas Ag-

‘| riculture Experiment Station, at Subm:

station No. 7, Spur, Texas, in charge
of Mr. R. E. Dickson. This work
with feterita. involved the selection!
and test. of hundreds of  individual
plants with the necessary inbreeding
to establish the characteristics of the
many progenies.

This work was begun in 1914, the
initial gselections being made from
common feterita, which was introduc-
ed from Africa and tested in 1907 at
the Chillicothe Forage Crop Testing
Station.  This station: was at that
time and is yet conducted coopera-
tively by the Texas Agriculture Ex-
periment Station and the U. S. De-
partment of Agriculture, and through
its work feterita was introduced int
Texas.

At the end of the season of 1916 a
small supply of Spur feterita seed,
one of the best of all the numbers of
individuals with which breeding work
was in progress at Substation No. 7,
Spur, was available for increase.

At the close of the season of 1918
over 12000 pounds of seed was avail-
able. This seed was distributed in
the spring of 1919 over a large terri-
tory, including all of Western Texas
and parts of Oklahoma and Kansas.

Reports from this distribution show
Spur feterita to be superior to other
feteritas. Many reports show that i%
has yielded several more bushels per
acre than common feterita.

Especially favorable reports have
been had from the territory in Texas
between the 99th and 101st degrees
longstitude. This territory embraces
that part of Texas below the caprock
of the plains and as far south as San
Antonio, a section where it has pro-
duced remarkably well.

It has consistently been a good
yielder at Texas Experiment Station
Substation No. 7, located at Spur.

It has been one of the best grain
sorghums of this type at Texas Ex-
periment Station Substation No. 8,
located at Lubbock.

It was the best acre of grain sor-
ghum in 1919 at Texas Experiment
Station Substation No. 9, located at
Pecos.

In 1919 tests at Fort Hays, Kansas
Experiment Station, it was the high-

type.

The performance of Spur feterita
in the hands of the farmers in 1919
seems to justify its common use in a
large part of the grain sorghum pro-
ducing territorl.

Spur feterita is a stocky and rather
leafy strain somewhat more dwarf in
statute than eommon feterita. It is
not uhat may be termed a dwarf, how
ever, as it normally grows taller than
dwarf milo. It'is a uniform grower
and . matures uniformly on an even
soil.  Like the common feteritas, the
seed head is erect, The seed head is
characteristic of this particular strain
being egg-shaped, large at the base
pointing toward th ‘tip.. It'is rather
more compact than common feterita
and well filled at the base and' the
tip. It is a heavy producer of grain.

Spur feterita is adapted to the en-
tire western ' half of Texas, where
grain sorghums may be grown. It
may be safely planted with reasonable
expectation of ‘maximum yields under
the existing {conditions exeept in the
extreme eastern part- of ' 'the  grain
sorghum - territory, where owing’ to
the more humid conditions the long
season grain sorghums; such as kaffir
may be expected to yield best. It is
perhaps the best yielding grain sor-
ghum in areas of 'limited rainfail
where its earliness is a great factor
in evading drouth.
