VIRGIL GEE IS GIVEN NINETY
NINE YEARS IN PENITENTIARY

In the trial of Vergil Gee and Em-
mett Stoneman at Anson last week,
charged with the murder of an old
man by the name of Evans in Kent
county last February, Gee was given
a life sentence to the penitentiary,
< Stoneman being released.

- The evidence in the case was to
the effect that Gee had started to
Jayton 'with Evans who had been
working for Henry Gee, and was re-
turning to his home in Okahoma. Gee

went 'by Stoneman’s home; calling|

Emmett Stoneman out behind the
house and proposing to him that they
kill Evans for his money. - Stoneman
agreed to go with Gee and they drove
to a point isolated. Gee had put
everything out of the car that Evans
might use as acweapon to'‘defend him-
“self, placing a hammer in the car for
use in killing Evans.  As they near-
ed the point designated for the kill-
ing, Gee told Stoneman to get the
hammer and hit Evans. Stoneman,
said he couldn’t do it, when Gee told |
hlm ‘to drive the car and he would
do -ite . Stoneman took the steering

wheel ;of the car, and Gee is said to|

have hit Evans on the side of the
head with the hammer, lthe lick fail-|,
ing to kill, whereupon it is said Evans
begged for his life, telling them they
could have everything he had freely|,
and that he would never tell what
had occurred. Gee refused, telling
him no that he was going to have his
money and kill him also. After see-
ing that his pleadings were of no avail

Evans ran; Gee followinig and striking

him on the head, felling and stunning

him, and as he {ay on the ground
again begged  for his life, asking

Stoneman to 1ot let Gee kill him. |

Gee then, it is said, told the old man

to cross his hands and prepare for

ldeath, beating him. over the head
with the hammer until he was dead.

Gee then returned to the car and told

Storieman to see that he was dead,

giving  him the hammer and telling

him“to finish him up—Stoneman tak-

ing the hammer and hitting Evans a

lick to satisfy Gee. ~They then se-

cured about eleven dollars in money
from the body, dividing it, also &
check which was later cashed by Gee
at the Swenson bank.

DRILLING ON BOTH DAVIS

- - AND 24 'WELLS IN PROGRESS
_ Drilling on both the Davis well
and the 24 Ranch well is now in pro-
gress, with indications encouraging
for something to show up later.

It is said that the Davis well is now
approximately 2,500 feet deep, drill-
ing in a shale and lime: The
24 well iy approximately: ninmeteen
hundred feet deep, drilling in a gravel
lime rock, having just gone through
a six foot .sand with a probable ‘“rain-
bow’” showing, but which the driller
says amounts to nothing and that the
sand was not an oil sand but merely
a water sand.

The Albin well is still standing idle.
The shallow test well in that territory
is mow ony about 150 feet deep, hav
ing met with delays and disadvantages
in drilling.

. The Davis well is now around the
depth where the drillers are expecting
something to show up.

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LITTLE CHILD OF MR. AND
MRS. JOPLIN DIED OF BURNS

A most horrible death occured Tues-
day when the’ little three year old
child, Margaret Virginia, daughter of
Mr. and Mrs. Leonard Jopling, died
as the result of falling into a bucket
of hot water:

Mrs. Jopling was in the habit of
boilng water for drinking purposes.
Tuesday morning a bucket of water
was boiled and had just been removed
from the stove and placed in the door-
way to cool. The little child, in pass-
ing through the door became over-
balanced in some manner, falling in-
to the bucket. of hot water with the
result that the whole body was almost
completely scalded, only the head,
feet and hands escaping as the child
sat down in the water.

Dr. Hale: was immediately called
and remained with the child until
death occured, other physicans of the
city being called in for consultation,
but nothing could be done€ to save the

(little life.

The accident occured about nine
o’clock in the morning, death releiving
the suffering child at two o’clock in
the afternoon.

IPROVISIONS MADE FOR AB:

SENTEE VOTING IN PRIMARY

The election law makes it possible
for a voter. who will be absent to cast
his ballot prior to the election of the
candidates: of his choice. The law
with reference to absentee voting is
as followss

Any qualified electoras defined by
the Statutes of this State, who ex-
pects to be absent from the county of
his residence at any other place in this
State, on the day of the election may
vote subject to the following condi-
tions to-wit. At some time not more
than ten days nor less than three days
prior to date of election, such elector
shall make his personal appearance be
fore the county clerk of his residence
and if personally unknown to such
clerk, shall be identified by at least
two reputable citizens of his county,
and shall deliver to such clerk his poll
tax 'receipt or exemption certificae,
entitling him to vote at such election,
and said clerk shall deliver to such
elector one ballot which has been pre-
pared in accordance with the law for
use in such election, which shall then
and there be marked by said elector
with the assistance or suggestion of
any other person, [in such manner as
said elector shall desire.

CARE IN FEEDING CHICKS
RESULTS IN GOOD PROFITS

The first rule for getting a good pro-
fit from poultry is to get the chicks
hatched early,.and next to keep them
growing so they will reach laying ma-
turity before the commencement of
cold weather. Thereis no profit in
keeping a chicken just alive, whether
it is intended for laying stock or for
the market. One reason why more
care should be exercised in feeding
chicks than in feeding fowls is that
chicks know less about what is good
for them than do the fowls. The
healthy chick is a hungry thing and
will eat what is given it; the digestive
organs being weak are less able to
dispose . of - objectionable feed than
those of older fowls.

Young chicks should be fed a little
at a time and often, poultry specialists
in United States Dept. of Agriculture
say. They should be fed early in the
morning and just before going to bed
at night, and not less than three times
in the entervening period. For the
first two weeks they may be fed three
meals of soft feed and two of hard,
and after that age two of soft and
three of hard, less soft feed being fed
as they grow older. No mote moisten-
ed soft feed should be given at one
time than they will eat up clean.
