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PLAN TO SHIP WEST TEXAS 
COTTON TO SELL IN GERMANY

At a recent meeting of the West 
Texas Chamber of Commerce h.;ld in 
Stamford, plans were dliscussed look­
ing to the disposition and sale of ihe 
'low jgrades of cotton now beeing 
held throughout West Texas. Clif­
ford B. Jones of Spur, was appointed 
chairman of a committee composed 
of O. P. Harlan of Stamford, and 
Henry James of Abilene, o study the 
cotton situation, evolve a plan and 
devise means whereby the lower 
grades of cotton now being refused 
by buyers may be sold and shipped 
through banking aid to Germany and 
other European countries.

At the meeting George Finburg, a 
West. Texas cotton factor, submitted 
the following plan whereby the cot­
ton now in West Texas without a 
market might be sold in foreign 
countries at a good profit:

“ That a local bank get a list of cot 
tons that are on hand and arrange 
with the holders to get it sampled 
correctly, using a tag system to iden­
tify each bale. These samples are to 
be submitted to me at Abilene, and 
we pass on each lot as to whether it 
is medium, low or very low grade 
and advise what numbers are to be 
handled altogether. If our re co m ­
mendation is satisfactory to the own 
er they will then ship that cotton 
to a compress where it will be ex­
amined for damage and put in good 
order at expense of owner.

“ That shipment will be made ac­
cording to !our ideas of where it can 
be used to best advantage, in other 
words we would want the power to 
ship it to the port we thought the 
best possible market is afforded. Our 
idea is that the cotton should be ship 
ped to practicality every European 
port and not to one country alone.

“ That the cotton would be shipped 
rom compress point to points in Eu­
rope on an export bill of loding, there 
fore avoiding conusion by having a 
number of banks to handle these doc 
uments, I recommend that one con­
trol bank handle it for all of West 
Texas. The method of handling t 
will be that the freight will have to 
be prepaid and insurance also paid 
by shippers, then a price would have 
to be agreed upon, and reimburse 
ment made for same to New York in 
dollars for the amount due to sellers. 
If the price is not made in advance, 
hen it will be our object to try to 
draw a price from Europe as to what 
they would pay and then submit the 
offer to the seller for approval.”

Now, when the better grades of 
cotton are selling for only one-half 
the cost of production, and no sale 
whatever for the, lower grades, it is 
time for systematic cooperation and 
organization on the part of cotton 
producers, to the end that the loss 
may not become too great and staple 
now on hand be disposed of to the 
best advantage. The time has also 
come when the farmer and producer 
to save himself, must diversify— pro­
duce his own living at home having 
cotton only as a surplus crop— then 
only will he bte in posiion to set the 
price and secure a legitimate proiv 
for hs labor and products..

If the state department is correct- 
in its estimate that it cost the farm­
ers of Texas forty six cents a pound 
to produce this crop of cotton, and 
they can get only one-half the cost 
price in making a sale, how long can 
the farmers continue to grow cotton 
at such an enormous loss? The 
banker and merchant may be in a 
posiion to help relieve the situation 
for a time, but they can not do it 
continuously under existing condi­
tions. The farmer must work out 
his own salvation through systematic 
business action and judgment. It is 
human nature for one man to take 
advantage of another, fo r  instance, 
if a man buys a farm and can not 
meet his payments, the man who hap­
pens to have the money will ake it 
over* at} Ithe lowest possible figure 
without regard to what it cost the 
other fellow or its real worth and 
value. It is the same with cotton 
and other arm produce— if the pro­

ducer has to sell it to live, the buyer 
will continue to take advantage of 
the situation and get it at a price 
under real value and cost.

The soil of West Texas will pro 
duce every variety of farm produ c 
requisite to good living. The farmer 
may have a few acres of wheat and 
corn from which to secure his bread 
supply; an acre or two for potatoes, 
pas, beans and other vegetable sup­
plies; a small acreage of sugar cane 
to furnish molases; and with several 
acres for rye, barley, maize and oth­
er feed stuff, and with a few hogs 
fattening in pens, a cow or two for 
milk and butter, and a few chickens 
and a sheep or two to consume waste 
and further supply the table, he will 
be in a position to live comfortably, 
take life easy and demand a fair mar 
gin of profit for any surplus produce 
which he may decide to sell to the 
mul|itu(?.e  ̂ 'of non-producers. And 
when such a system of farming be­
comes generally adopted throughout 
West Texas, the custom will be re­
versed and you may see the bankers 
and merchants going to the farmers 
and producers for advise and assist­
ance, the spinners and speculators 
will hunt him up and jew and dicker 
with him on the price of a few sur­
plus bales of cotton, and the whole 
world will look to the farmer for aid, 
assistance, advice and general direc­
tions for the conduct of affairs of 
moment.

The farmer and producer is the 
real back-bone of the nation and the 
world, and when he realizes and fully 
appreciates his position and assumes 
jh.is proper'  ̂ Responsibilities, he will 
become the head and brains of the 
world and the general supervisor of 
commerical affairs of the universe.

The plans evolved and suggested 
for the disposition of cotton now on 
hand, may help the situation tempo-, 
rarily at this time, but for permanent 
relief the producer must get on a 
solid foundation, make his own liv­
ing at home, manage his own business 
and shake from his back the army of 
non-producing, non-essential riders.

FORMER TOWNSMAN MAKING
GOOD AS A PRACTICAL FARMER

REASON CITED FOR VOTING
THE REPUBLICAN TICKET

Joe Gaines was in Spur Thursday 
of this week from his farm home 
up on the plains. Mr. Gaines told us 
that he would make this year about 
ten bales of cotton from fifty acres. 
However, his feed crops and wheal 
will more than make up for the loss 
on his cotton farming. He made 
enough money out of wheat to pay 
expenses and keep him going, end is 
now getting two tons of marie to the 
acre from his crop of severe1 acres. 
He said that he had approximately 
ten acres of red kaffir com which is 
turning out fully three tons to the 
acre. Next year, he says, he will 
devote the greater part of h:s acre­
age to wheat and have very little 
if any cotton. Evidently Joe Gaines 
is one of the former townsmen who 
is hitting it “ luekey” on the farm.

POLL TAX PAYMENTS EXTEND­
ED TO OCTOBER THE 22ND

At the recent special called session 
of the legislature a law was passed, 
for the special benefit of women, for 
the payment of poll taxes up to the 
22nd day of October, in order to vote 
in the approaching general election. 
- Those who have already aid a poll 
tax under the old law will not be af­
fected. Those have not paid, both 
male and female, may do so up to 
October 22nd and vote in the general 
election.

MR. STEVENS PAINFULLY IN- 
JURED BY OIL EXPLOSION

Mr. Stevens, of the White Swan 
Cafe, was painfully, if not seriously, 
injured Monday by an explosion cf 
cil. He was lighting a fire in a coos 
stove, using oil, when it exploded, 
flashing up in his face with the re­
sult that the entire face was burned.

Oil, like the negro, is a very useful 
article in its place and if properly 
handled; but if not there is serious 
danger to result.

Women who neglected paying a 
poll tax last winter now have another 
chance, from the 6th to the 22nd of 
October. Don’t neglest that impor­
tant duty. Throw those story papers 
away and go to reading farts instead 
of fiction. Post yourselves on Amer­
ican intrests and conditions and be 
ready to vote for Harding in Novem­
ber. He opposes the leaue of na­
tions, and if you know wnat toe 
league of nations is you will too. In 
Article X  of the league, aclording to 
Wilson’s own words we would be un­
der an absolute moral obligation to 
go to war for the preservation of the 
territorial integity of the 44 nations 
invited to become members. Loyd 
George said to a delegation of the 
friends of the league that nothing 
could be done to help Poland without 
an international force under the com 
mand of the league. It would be ex 
tremely difficult for us if the league 
has an international force for the 
preservation of the world’s peace to 
refuse to send our boys at the com­
mand of the council of the league to 
help in foreign wars. I say,, as does 
Harding, “ America first.” In 1876 
our forefathers declared America 
free from Great Britain— that domi- 
peeing nation. They fought, bled, 
and died that we might be ee. Now 
let’s cherish their memory and take 
none of Great Britain’s yokes upon 
us. Cox has another fault as bad as 
favoring the league. He is a Unita­
rian, which is a cousin to Cathol >• 
cism. His daughter was educated i i  
a Catholic school, married a strong 
Catholic and was married by a Priest 
and, of course, he will favor Catholo- 
cism. And to be under political Ro­
manism over the U. S. will he worse 
than the eague of nations. Harding 
is a strong Baptist and you need not 
worry over a Baptisf bowing to the 
Pope.

You cotton farmers who are worry 
ing over seed prices and hoding meet 
ings to devise some means of getting 
better prices had better hunt up the 
cause of this trouble and find that a 
little taric is needed. Veetable oils 
are being shipped into this country 
free of duty, which takes the place 
of our home productions. There 
19,000,000,000 pounds of soy bean 
oil shipped in from Japan this year in 
Japanest ships, and used as a substi­
tute for cotton seed oil. Livetock 
from Argentine can be shipped to 
New York as dressed beef cheaper 
than we can send it from Texas to 
Saint Louis or Chicago. Tins is the 
result of the war and the upward 
trend of R. R. rates. And while R. 
R. rates are advancing, ocean rates 
are coming down— and this applies 
to cotton. The common labor used 
in growing cotton is about the same 
everywhere, and the U. S. wage scale 
is six times higher than other coun­
tries. Foreign raw materials are 
looking to the U. S. for a market for 
the money to buy them is here, and 
they come free of duty, and ocean 
freights are but little. When the 
tariff was taken off to make up the 
loss of revenue the income tax was 
levied. If the 1909 tariff schedule 
had been in force in 1920 we would 
have received more than $290,000,- 
000 in revenue for our imports. We 
nee dmen who look after American 
interests instead of foreign.

Now sisters, get some national pa­
pers that are not party bound— some 
that will tell what the little two-by- 
fours are doing hat we have sent to 
Washington to manage our national 
affairs and lets see if we “ sufferers” 
can improve affairs any. And add 
to your list of essential papers The 
New Menace. This paper should be 
in every American home. It is fight­
ing an age-long enemy, one that stood 
against human liberty for centuries. 
The Catholics burned the old plant 
at Aurora, Mo., last December and 
they rebuilt at Branson, Mo.

Having received a great many in­
quiries from farmers as to the bene­
fits to bq derived frd|m a cotton 
classing and marketing association, 
I have taken the matter up with the 
extension department of A. & M. 
College, and the U. S. Bureau of Mar 
kets, with the result that I am prom­
ised the services of a specialist to as­
sist me in organizing such an asso 
ciation for Dickens county. As soon 
as I am definitely informed as to 
when I may expect the services of a 
man from the bureau of markets, I 
will announce dates for get-together 
meetings in the various communities.

As to the success of such an organ­
ization, it is a proven proposition, 
and the results are easily seen in 
counties where an association is in 
operation. If we are to receive a 
maximum price for our 1921 cotton 
crop, we must begin now to formu­
late plans to improve the staple, 
arrange to market cooperatively, and 
above eall things, keep our cotton 
out of the mud and water, which 
last must be accomplished through 
warehouse or cotton platform.

I can not too strongly urge the 
need for cooperation between farm­
ers and business men in perfecting 
such an organization, and I wish to 
particularly emphasize the fact thaf 
the profits will accrue to all engaged 
in the either production or market­
ing of cotton.

CATHEDRAL SUFFERS • 
HO GREAT DAMAGE;

I
Cardinal Lucon Says Reims Art 

Works Easily Can Be 
Restored,

After all, the Reims cathedral lias 
not suffered from German bombard­
ments and fire so much as was at first 
supposed, Cardinal Lucon has told a 
representative of the Paris Intran­
sigeant. The cardinal announced that 
divine service would be resumed in 
the cathedral from November 1, but 
the holy office will be restricted to the 
altar of the Virgin and the ambula­
tory around it. These will accommo­
date only about 1,500 persons.

The interviewer describes how he 
met the cardinal at Reims in a simply 
furnished apartment of the archiépis­
copal palace, with a shell hole in the 
wall. Cardinal Lucon, despite his sev­
enty-seven years, still is hale and alert 
and he is an optimist.

“Destroyed, my cathedral? Why, 
no,” he said. “The damage is much 
more easily reparable than is generally 
believed. A few ancient parts, it is 
true, cannot be replaced, but the 
beauty of the cathedral lay, first in 
its stained glass, secondly in its sculp­
tures and third in its statuary.

“Of the stained glass, nine-tenths 
has been saved and brought to Paris. 
The remaining tenth can be restored 
by specialists, with the aid of much 
patience and a great number of col­
ored photographs we have. As re­
gards the sculptures, we shall use the 
numerous moldings we have of them. 
Many have had to he restored anyway 
in the course of centuries, such as for 
instance, the large piece representing 
the Assumption. That was restored in 
1875.

“As for the statuary, we have mold­
ings that it will be easy to reproduce 
the damaged parts, The pillars, with 
their ornamented capitals, have suf­
fered little, only the two side door­
ways have been badly damaged by 
fire.”

“Was there not some talk of leav­
ing the cathedral as it was?” the re­
porter asked.

“If the evidences of Teutonic barbar­
ity had to be preserved, let them be
kept in a private museum,” replied the 
cardinal .gravely.
