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BABY BEEF CLUB DAY IN
SPUR MONDAY A BIG DAY

Monday was one of the bigge t 
and most important days in the Ins­
tory of Spur and the Spur country. 
It was the beginning of a new era in 
the cattle business. There were fif­
teen hundred or two thousand people 
here to view the results and witness 
the judging of forty one baby beeves 
at the close of a feeding test of 150 
days conducted by boys and girls of 
the Baby Beef Club under the direc­
tion of County Agent R. B. Johnsto ».

These forty one calves were fed % 
balanced ration consisting of the feed 
products of Dickens county, and at 
the beginning of the test weighed 
an average of 430 pounds each. At 
the close of the feeding test they aver 
aged 738 pounds, making a gain of 
303 pounds each in 150 days.- Tho: 
calves were sold by .Tones & Elliott 
to the club members at an average 
price of $23.00. The average cost 
of feeding each calf was $16.50, mak­
ing the total cost of the finished cal- 
yes $39.50 each. The calves were 
sold to C. P. Harris & Son of Spur 
for an average gv’ce of $86. 31, mak 
ing a profit of $20.81,,,per 'head.

The following letter has been re- 
cieved by F. N. Oliver.

This will acknowledge receipt of, 
your letter of May 10th, and m reply 
I beg now to advise you that on May 
4th the Interstate Commerce Comrms 
sion issued an order dismissing from 
its docket proceedings which had 
theretofore given that body jurisdic­
tion over Texas rates. It will like 
wise dismiss undecided cases pend­
ing before it, returning jurisdicton 
to us.

This order becomes effective on 
May 20th. The Railroad Commission 
of Texas will immediately docket, on 
its own motion, for public hearing on 
June 13th the question of removal of 
the Spur differential. Unless the rail 
road company will agree that the case 
may be heard upon the record made 
before the Interstate Commerce Com 
mission examiner, it will be necessary 
for it to be heard before us just as it 
was heard before the Interstate Com 
merce Commission examiner.
; Of course, it is unfortunate the 
case was not decided long ‘ago, but it 
was a matter over which we had no 
control. After we shall have heard 
the case a decision by the Railroad 
Commission of Texas will be render­
ed at an early date thereafter.

You may show this letter to Mr. 
Sullivan and others interested in gett 
ing this differential removed, and, as 
I say, unless the railroad, will agree 
to submit the case on the record made 
before the Interstate Commerce Com 
mission examiner, some of you wd! 
have to come to Austin, as you did go 
to Fold; Worth, and testify to the 
facts as you testified to them there.

DOES A MAGNET

LIFT THINGS f P
HR HE exact principle which causes a 

magnet to take hold of metals and 
cling to them with a force which over­
comes the principle of gravity is, like 
electricity, one of the unsolved mys­
teries of nature. We merely know 
that a piece of iron which has been 
electrically treated will attract and 
hold various other metals. The force 
which it exerts we «ill “magnetism” 
and let it go at that—just as we 
speak of “electricityJ’ “personality” 
and “radio-activity,” ail of which are 
forces which puzzle science and, up 
to this time, have defied a clear ex­
planation. The most!, logical explana­
tion would appear to be that an elec­
trically-treated piece of iron gives off 
a force analogous to that given off by 
a piece of radium in that it will af­
fect other pieces of metal without 
materially lessening its own power.

The name magnet is derived from 
the mineral “magnetite” , and. this, in 
turn, is so called because it was first 
discovered in Magnesia. Magnetite is 
a natural magnet, of which the load­
stone is one of the best-known varie­
ties.

FORD CAR HAS
MANY REFINEMENTS

The Ford Motor Company, Detroit, 
has just made public a list of recent 
improvements in the mechanical fea 
tures of Ford cai's.

Asserting that Ford cars are better 
today than they ever have been be­
fore, the statement adds that fuel 
consumption is lower; the‘ engine is 
even more efficient than formerly; 
improvements in the springs and steel­
ing apparatus insure easier riding and 
driving qualities; a new headlamp 
lens, which complies with all state 

J law's, improves the road light; a id 
jthat many other mino*' ’ etterments 
| have been made.
Í Ford pistons and connecting rods 
have been re-designed and are match­
ed for weight before assembling into 
motoi-s. This »reduces vibration and 
gives the motor a quicker pick-up. 
the new pistons weigh three quarter 
of a pound less than those for ac.lv 
used. A highly polished crank shaft 
bearing surface also reduces wear 
and, added to the piston and con­
necting rod improvements, insures a 
smoother-running and better balanc­
ed motor. The material used in the 
Ford crankshaft and the care and pre 
cisión in its manufacture make it 
second to none.

The new Ford carburetor gives in­
creased acceleration. Though nor 
radically different from the car hi. re- 
tor previously used,the new construc­
tion improves the all-around perform 
«.nee of the motor, giving it a quicker 
pick-up and a greater flexibility of 
action.

The wiring system has been com­
pletely re-designed and while it costs 
more to install than the old system, 

I is most efficient, proof of which is 
! evidenced by the fact that it affords 
a fire insurance rate as low as the 
higher priced cars on the market.

Many other changes have been 
made: A 16” steering wheel is now 
standard equipment; Timken roller- 
bearings are used in the front wheels; 
one-piece pressed steel running-boat'i 
brackets insure body rigidity and 
eliminate vibration and body noises; 
a dash weather-trough prevents rain 
from reaching coil terminals or dash 
wiring; the steering mechanism has 
also been improved; and the tools sup 
plied to purchasers of Ford car's have 
also been improved in quality. Anot­
her important improvement in the 
track chassis is the adoption of cord 
tires as standard equipment on the 
rear wheels.

The change made some time ago in 
the seating arrangement of the Tout­
ing. car met with widespread approval 
By lowering the seats and altering the 
seat backs, greater comfort was add­
ed.

THE TEXAS SPUÏ?
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GROWING CHICKS

The care o f growing chicks, especial 
Jy during v.ery warm weather,is most 
important, and every boy or g*'rl who 
is a member of a poultry ci b or is 
raising chickens should give tt em the 
best of care at this time if ho or she 
wishes to succee L The ba3y chicks 
may be smart little fellows from 
strong, vigorous parent stock, and 
they may have been brooded carefullv 
for the first two orrthree weeks, but 
unless they receive proper care and 
management during their later grow 
ing period they will not develop pro­
perly, and many of them will be lost 
by sickness or disease.

The chief essentials to proper g .c 
th good coops or houses, cleanli­
ness, proper feed and water, shade 
and free range.

Growing chicks should be provided 
with large, roomy coops or houses 
which will give them a comfortable 
place to stay at night and’ during 
stormy weather. No particular kind 
of house is necessary, but it should 
be so built that it 'will provide the» 
chicks with lots of light, pure air, and 
sunshine, and protect them from the 
dampness and storms of all kinds. It 
also should he arranged so that it can 
be cleaned easily and frequently, 
which is very important.

If brood coops are used, do not let 
too many chicks go into one coop at 
night, as crowding will cause them to 
become overheated, resulting in im­
proper growth and sometimes in dead 
chicks. As the season advances and 
$he chicks ^become larger, some 
should be removed and placed in other 
coops to prevent crowding. When 
possible it is best to provide larger 
quarters.

A g;ood bouse can be built from dry 
goods or piano boxes at a small cost. 
The houses built from two plan > box 
es and covered with tar paper to keep 
out the rain, make very satisfactory 
quarters. In a house of this sort thp 
same care should be taken as in brood 
coops, that is not to crowd the chicks.

Every coop and poultry house used 
for growing chicks should be kept 
clean at all times. Sickness or dis­
ease usually starts in unclean quarters 
and in such quarters lice and mites 
are always more plentiful. The coop 
and houses should be cleaned and 
sprayed once a week, and clean shav­
ings, chaff, or sand put on the floor 
following directions in Farmer’s Buile | 
tin 1110, “ Bice, Mites, and CleanlL j 
ness.”

A variety of feeds, with fresh, 
clean water, is necessary if chicks 
are to grow properly. The three 
feeds most necessary for rapid grow-! 
th are grain feed, green feed, and | 
dry mash.

In addition to the green feed and 
•dry mash, which should be provided 
regularly, a grain mixture should be 
fed night and morning, giving as large 
-a quantity as the chicks will eat clean 
but no more,. A good grain mixture 
for growing chicks consist of 3 parts 
cracked corn, 2 parts wheat, and 2 
parts hulled oats. When available, 
kafir corn or rolled or hulled barley 
may be substituted for hulled oats. 
In localities where hulled oats, kafir 
conn or rolled barley can not be ob­
tained or is too high in price, a mix­
ture of corn cracked adn wheat only 
may be fed until the chicks are old 
enough to eat whole oats, when 2 
parts oats may, be added to the' corn 

id wheat mixture.
iasonable supply of fresh green 

almost as necessary as grain 
for growing chicks if they are to de­
velop properly. If allowed liberty, 
will obtain much of it for themselves, 
but if kepfc in confinement or in 

’ artors where green feed is not abun 
t, it should be supplied to them 
larly.

In addition to grain and green'ers of the United States spend mill­
ions of dollars for implements and, as 
a rule, these irnplements last only a- 
bout half as long as they should be­
cause they are not kept under cover 
when not in use.
When implements are given rough 
usage by operators and are left out­
doors, exposed to all kinds of weather 
they can not be expected to do good 
work for more than five years. The 
life of thousands of machines is cut 
in two by neglect. .-■>

It is just as important to save farm 
When a larger quanity is ' machinery as it is to save the crops 
should be mixed in the after we grow them. Often we al­

most work our heads off to get a hay 
crop under cover when a sudden 
storm threatens. Yet many of us al­
low our farm implements to stay out 
in all kinds of weather.

Poor care of machines means waste 
of labor, waste of money, and waste 
of crops. We cannot do good work 
with implements that are in poor con­
dition. V

Before putting any machine in the 
shed after it has been in use it is al­
ways best to apply a coating of grease 
•to all polished parts.. This will pre­
vent rust. If the moldboard is kept 
bright, better work will be done by 
the plow and the energy of both man 
and horse will be conserved.

A  good operator is quick to detect 
either by sight or by sound when any 
part of a machine needs attention. 
If the machine is not, working smooth 
ly in all its parts, the cause of the 
trouble should be immediately ascer­
tained and remedied. A loose nut 
promptly tightened will not only save 
valuable time, but will prolong the 
usefulness of the implement.

All bearings should be kept oiled. 
In spite of care,, bearings sometimes 
become hot. This trouble can be re­
medied by mixing graphite with oil 

A little paint will do much to pre­
serve both wood and metal. It also 
improves the appearance of a mach­
ine.

fore growing1 chicks at all times after 
they are three or four weeks old. 
It is best to feed it in a hopper inside 
the building or where it will not be 
exposed to rain or wet. If a large 
number of chicks are raised the mash 
may be fed in an outdoor hopper.

The following mixture makes a 
good dry mash: Two pounds corn 
meal, 2 pounds middlings, 1 pound oat 
meal, 2 pounds wheat bran, 1 pound 
beef scrap, and one fourth pound 
charcoal, 
desired U 
same proportion.

Grit and oyster shell should be pro- 
fvided also, so that the chicks may 
help themselves whenever they wish. 
Nothing is better for growing chicks 
than liberal supply of sour milk. If 
if can be obtained, it should be kept 
always before them in open dish or 
pan where they can eat and drink it 
freely. When sour milk is fed, the 
amount of beef scrap in the dry mash 
may be reduced one-half.

Plenty of fresh clean water is abso 
lately necessary for all growing 
chicks. In hot weather it should be 
given twice daily and put into foun­
tains or dishes and placed in the 
shade so as to keep as cool as possible. 
Clean the water dish thoroughly each 

I day before filling.
An abundance of free range with 

plenty of shade is necessary if chicks 
are to grow rapidly and develop into 
vigorous fowls. Growing* chicks tha 
have free range obtain quantities of 
green feed, bugs, worms, and other 
things, therefore requiring less grain, 
and they are also less liable to sick­
ness or disease. Give your chicks 
free range whenever possible.— J. W . 
Kinghorne, Animal Husbandry Div­
ision, U. S. Department.

Kirvin, Texas, May 6.— Dante’s 
inferno was real for a moment Sat­
urday morning. Elemental passions 
ran ri§t, while men danced about in 
£lee. Women and children looked on 
in awe wonderment,

Fires licked at feet of victims and 
their wails of anguish arose to high 
heaven or descended to a low mur­
mur.

Over the whole the red rising sun 
.Caused a church to almost ca&t its 
shadow*.

It was not Dante’s setting. It was 
the quiet village of Kirvin whei'e pas­
sions that wreck the soul are almost 
unkown. Eula Ousley, 17-years-old 
¡school girl of that town, had been 
ravished and murdered; her head 
beaten into a pulp. Three negroes 
were charged with the crime, and 
chained to the stake they paid the 
penalty of their guilt. One confessed 
and implicated two others, both of 
whom went to the fiery depths pro­
testing their innocence.

“ Snap” Currie, the confessor, was 
the first doomed to die. Chained to a 
heavy farm implement with fagots 
around him, the whole saturated in 
oil. The match was applied, after 
first he had been cut about the face 
and otherwise mutilated.

The flames arose. A ¡stench filled 
the air and great red spots appeared 
on his flesh where the leaping blare 
had seared its wray.

No cry arose from jhis lips until 
then , and at that moment with a free: 
hand held high to heaven there rolled 
from his lips the melody in perfect 
key:

“ Lord, I’m coming home.”
Two bars he sang, and then one 

wild shriek that was echoed from the 
postoak bottoms was wrung from his 
lips. But only one. His prayer be­
came a murmur. His spine cracked 
and intermingling with the report the 
voice of a white man dominated:

“ Burn,” he said “ that is the way 
you made her suffer.”

Curry went on the pyre at 4:55 a. 
m. Only a few seconds elapsed until 
he was dead. The third negro emitted 
his last moan at 6:45. They were 
placed in.the fire one a t ' time.

While Curry w*as burning^ with 
ropes taken from the well bucket at 
the Fairfield court house, the other 
two condemned negroes stood near th 
fire on opposite sides. The cry of 
their burning companion dragged 
from their lips entreaties of mercy.

Eula Ousley had been shown no 
mercy. Tha^ edict was plainly writ­

ten in the face of the grim, determin 

ed men who had taken the negroes

from Sheriff Horace * Mayo at. 
Fairfield jail at 3 o’clock.

The death of the Second negr.of 
Mose Jones, was not prolonged. HV 
was mutilated and cast bodily into the 
flames. As a fish flops when it hits 
dry land, his body writhed and flop­
ped from the fire. Again into the 
blazing prye he was thrown and agai51 
he escaped. Then some infuriated cit 
izen struck him on the head.When he 
again lay on his back balanced on the 
farm implement, he only writhed as 
the searing heat took his last breath.

When the time for the third negro 
came, men held his body across the 
coals. As he lay still a man’s voice 
commanded that the crowd stand 
back and let the woraen and children 
see.

A horse shoe opened in the ranks 
while fifteen to twenty women and 
children gazed on the charred skele­
tons of the three negroes. There 
were no murmurs of pity, only those 
of antipathy.

The girl for whose murder the no 
groes were burned,, was taken from 
her horse near a small stream. The 
horse was fourd tied to the fence. 
Evidence on the ground showed that 
she was dragged down a hill and un­
der a bridge. Her footprints were 
seen deep in the soft earth indicating 
that she had resisted with all her 
force.

Alongside of her footprints were 
also the tracks of two men. Nearby 
was a seasoned postoak sappling. It 
had knots on it similiar to those pic­
tured of the clubs of giant and ogres. 
It was riery bloody.

The head of the girl had been beat 
en until ;it had sunk half its heigh^ m 
the mud. It was a pulp. The brain 
was issuing from a fissure. Across 
the upper lip had been administered 
a blow that knocked out some teeth 
and left the remainder showing thru 
the wound. Twenty-seven knife cuts 
were found on her body. But the 
most atrocious of all, a stick had been 
forced into her body.
