HOW TO KEEP COOL

The coolest person in hot weather
is he who uses common sense in
heping his body in a normal way.

Nature provided us with a heating
and cooling system. The tempera-
ture regulating system of the body
is a very delicate piece of machin-
éry iand cannot Kunction satisfac-
toriy if omver driven or over loaded
with fuel.

When the weather is hot, the sur-
face blood vessels are expanded and
the fsweat \glpnds ‘bathe the fbody
with‘perspirétion. By its evapora-
tion the skin is cooled, the rapidity
and degree of cooling depending on
'the rate that the air is moving. Drafts
are harmless in summer unless the
cooling of the body is too rapid. A
fan is @s useful to the human machine
as it is to an automobile.

A daily bath keeps the pores open.
Light clothing aids in rapid evapo-
Some ex-
ercise is essential, but over exertion
in the hot sun should be avoided.

The matter of diet is one of im-
portance. Fats, sugars and starches
are heat producing. Nature gave us
green vegetables and fruits in abun-
dance during the summer. 'Over eat-
ing overloads the system eat mod-
erately of a yaried diet.

Food spoils more quickly in hot

Be careful when away from home
that food served is not tainted and
that fruit is not over ripe.

Plenty of cold water is essential.
