The estimate that ten thousand 
bales of eotton would be ginned in 
Dickens county this year has already 
been passed. The ginners report up 
<to November 1st, gave Dickens coun. 
fy  11,023 bales ginned to that date. 
To the same date last year there had 
been ginned 11,077 bales.

In Kent county to November 1st, 
-5,837 ¡bales had been ginned, while 
last year to the same date 0,580 bales 
were ginned.

SOIL SURVEY OF WEST
TEXAS IS MADE

Sweetwater, Nov. 4.— From air agri 
cultural standpoint many West Text's 
counties compare very favorably with 
any in Texas, according to W. T. Car 
ter Jr., who is a representative o f the 
United States Department of Agri­
culture.

Carter with assistants has been 
making a recon noissance soil sur­
vey of 3*1 West Texas counties this 
Summer, working jointly for the 
United States Department of Agri­
culture and the Texas Agricultural 
experiment station, with headquar­
ters at Sweetwater. Carter starte i 
work April 1 and the field m>tes have 
been completed. In due course the 
Agricultural Department at Washing- 
ton will issue colored maps showing 
the soils, their character and location.

There are 27,000 square mile<s in 
!the 31 counties covered by Carter 
and his assistants this summer. The 
block of counties is bounded by Jone3 
on the northeast, Gaines on the north 
westL, Loving on the west and Concho 
on the southwest.

Only 10 per cent of the area is un­
der cultivation, the balance remain­
ing in the large ranches that orig­
inally characterized it all.

The con, bes in the survey ar*: 
Dickens, Jones, Borden, Andrews, 
Mitchell, Loving, Midland, Cose, 
Crane, Irion, Fisher, Dawson, Martin 
Nolan, Winkler, Glasscock, Runnels, 
Upton, Tom Green.

nected State system of roads that will 
carry the volume and tonnage of tr*f 
fie that is already with ns, and that 
which is inevitably coming; and what 
is ,of equal importance, that such a 
system be maintained after it is built.

The question and the problem to be 
solved is to find the most economical 
and equitable manner of financing and 
completing the «tensive system cf 
State highways planned and mapped 
out for our State in the past few 
years,' and mainaining them.

Experience has clearly demonstrat­
ed beyond any doubt whatever that 
the only way to secure a State sys­
tem of highways is for the State to 
provide the funds necessary to con 
struct it and take direct charge of 
the work if it is to become really and 
truly such a system. Since 1917 we 
have been building roads with county 
furnished funds and under county 
authority. This plan, it is true, en­
ables some counties— those that pro­
vide the funds to match the allotment 
o f aid— to get fairly good county sy.> 
terns; but fails completely in securing 
a connected State system of roads. Of 
equal importance is the maintenance; 
and unless we expect to see, in a very 
short time most, if not all, of the e x . 
pensive construction rapidly deterior 
ating, the State must also provide an 
adequate maintenance fund and di­
rect its expenditure.
! Federal aid has been a great incen­
tive to  road building in Texas. It was 
the real cause of the great wave of 
road construction we have witnessed 
the past few years. It was primarily 
intended to encourage the several 
states to establish highway department 
to plan state system or roads, to cen 
tralize authority in trained and com­
petent hands and to elimate, as far as 
possible, the old wasteful and extrava 
gant manner of constructing roads.
It has been the cause of highways 
■construction being placed upon a 
much higher and mor s scientific basis 
It has awakened tin- interest of all 
the people siuch as no other method 
could have done. Probably the au­
thors o f the Federal Aid Act of 1916 
had no idea of how well they wrought. 
Probably no other piece of legislation 
enacted sin recent years has brought 
quicker or more satisfactory results 
generally throughout the United 
States.

However, in Texas the results have 
not been all that we could desire. The 
Texas legislature in 1917 enacted the 
State Highway Act. This measure 
was really forced upon us on account 
of the fact that in order to partici­
pate in the Federal aid voad fund, we

Fereral Bureau of Public Roads could 
function. Our trouble lies in the fact 
thiit we did not go far enough and 
provide an adequate State fund to 
match the Federal money, and did 
not centralize road building in the 
State, but left both the provision of 
the funds to match Federal aid and 
the authority to construct State high 
ways in the counties. Under our 
present system there can be no con­
nected State roads, no uniformity in 
type of construction, and, on account 
of insufficient funds being raised in 
a great many counties— and no funds 
at all in some of them— it is absolute 
ly impossible to connect up our com­
mercial centers; and what is o f more 
importance, provide an economical 
means of getting our agricultural pro 
ducts to market. The State cannot, 
under our present limitations, con­
struct roads, but can only aid the 
counties by allotments of State anil 
Federal aid, and only those counties 
which take the initiative by voting 
county bond issues.

Some critics of Federal aid declare 
its effect it to take the taxing power 
out o f the hands o f the local units 
and concentrate it in State and Feder 
al bodies. They condemn this practice 
as an unwise principle o f government. 
But so far as Federal road aid is con­
cerned, hardly anyone familiar with 
[the situation now doubts but that the 
Federal government has just reallv 
started in its road building program, 
and that Federal aid is now a well 
settled and established principle and 
policy of our national government. 
We are now facing actual conditions, 
not theories; and I am firmly con­
vinced thatfthe people of Texas would 
not be willing to forego our part of 
the Federal road aid. The richer 
states, of course, pay /the largest 
amounts into the Federal treasury; 
and with governmental aid the less 
wealthy and populated states receive 
the benefit, which is as it should be..

Texas, on account of its large area 
and road mileage, receives more Fed­
eral aid any other state ; and under 
the method employed in apportioning 
the money to the various states, ap­
proximately four out of every five 
dollars of Federal taxes that are spent 
in road construction in Texas, are 
paid by other states.

Amendments to the original Feder­
al Aid Act require that fthe exclusive 
authority in the construction and 
maintenance of a dtate System of high 
ways be vested in the state if it is to 
(continue to share in •the apportion­
ment of Federal funds. At the pres­
ent time this authority is vested in 
jthe various counties. The legislature 
will have to face the problem of di- 
jvesjting this jadthority now in ithe 
counties and vest it in the State, or 
be responsible for the loss of all Fed­
eral aid. It is true we have until Nov 
ember 9, 1926 to comply with the pro

ey. BUT WE DO NOT HAVE THAT 
PERIOD OF TIME in which to com­
ply with the requirements as to main 
taining the roads partially construct­
ed with Federal funds. That pro­
vision is in effect at the present (time. 
And while the counties that have con 
strutted roads on which Federal aid 
hasl been expended are under contract 
with the State to maintain them, they 
are not fulfilling their contract in a 
great many instances, quite often be 
cause they are financially unable t> 
do so. \

Texas Stands in grave danger of 
having the Director of the Bureau of 
Public Roads withhold his approval of 
any more Federal aid projects on ac­
count of the failure of any one county- 
in the State to maintain its portion 
of a State Highway on which Federal 
funds have been expended. The State 
has no fund that can be used for 
maintaining the State highways, and 
the result o f the failure of any county 
to comply with the terms of its con­
tract with the State Would be that 
the State and counities that have plan 
ned and actually financed a program 
of road construction would be penal­
ized on account o f the delinquency of 
thalt one county. We have millions 
of dollars now apportioned to Texas, 
already allotted to counties, but not 
under projedt agreements with the 
Federal government, that the people 
of Texas cannot afford to lose.

Another most forceful and cogent 
reason, in my opinion, why the legis­
lature should without any nnne tssary 
delay provide an adequate State fund 
for both construction and mainten­
ance of State highways, lies in the 
fact that urJfil these funds are pro­
vided, we will make very little head­
way in the construction of a connect­
ed State system. The people of Tex­
as! certainly desire such a system, an I 
every day the demand grows greater 
and greater. We really have been, 
and are building county, not State 
roads, that only constitute a part of 
the (State system; and until they are 
connected, they cannot rightfully be 
termed a State road. Our system wifi 
be changed eventually of necessity, 
so it occurs to vme that the only prac­
tical anfi business-like thing for the 
legislature to do is to take cogizance 
of the existing situation and make 
the change at the earliest moment 
possible.— By R. M.. Hubbard, Chair­
man State Highway Commission.

school. It is supported by a group 
of progressive citizens. It is really 
the educational center oi' the com­
munity, and is doing real construc­
tive work. It is a school that con­
siders no obstacles. It is a school that 
is on the road to success. It is a 
school that will function in the lives 
of the generations to come, and thus 
be an asset to future civilization.

The McAdoo school is the largest 
consolidated school in thecounty. It, 
runs two trucks that transports sixty 
children to school every day. One of 
the trucks is owned by the school, a id 
the other one is hired.

The State Department of Education 
is advocating consolidation, and is 
meeting much opposition in the rural 
communities to this progressive step 
toward higher education. The Mc­
Adoo school is successfully financing 
and operating consolidation. The re­
sult is that she got more state aid 
than any other school in the county 
last year.

It is obvious that every smali dis­
trict cannot have a high shcool. It 
cannot successfully finance a school 
of that type. The logical thing to do 
under the circumstancnes is to co­
operate with the surrounding school 
districts and build, a high school. 
What McAdoo is doing, other com­
munities of Dickens county can do.

Three 
graduates of the McAdoo High School 
now hold first grade certificates, and 
are teaching in the public schools of 
West Texas. Another is in the Uni­
versity of Texas. The future gradu­
ates will do the same things and even 
better and greater. Has every othei 
community sent out four graduates 
to fill capably their places in life. If ! 
not, why not? It is because of defi­
cient educational facilities. It is b^' 
cause of a lack of boosting, and op­
portunities. Inn every community m 
Dickens county, there are boys and 
girls that are growing up into man­
hood and womanhood, with secret ani 
bitions in their hearts. Fire and red 
blood is flowing majestically through 
their veins. Can we allow that fire 
of youthful ambition to be hompered 
or extinguished by inadequate oppor.

Everything ran smoothly until we 
approached a group o f youngsters of 
every shade of color sprawled out 
over the sidewalk. They were talking 
loudly, and there were wild gestures 
of bare arms. In the center of the 
group was kneeling & ten-year-old 
pickaninny,, who was rubbing his 
hands together feverishly.

“ Come, seben! Three and four! 
Two and five! Six and one! Oh, you 
seben!” was his plaintive chant.

With hands resting on his knee 
and a puzzled! expression on his face, 
Mr. Rockefeller watched the crap 
game.
