Is Amerlcf relaxing beyond 
recall Its traditional moral 
guidelines?

Are recognized leaders falling 
to  provide the religious leader­
ship upon which this nation was 
founded?

Are too many churchmen — 
lay and ecclesiastical — taking 
too lightly the stresses and 
strains that tend to overshadow 
moral obligations in a rapidly 
changing world?

Have the “nine old men” of 
the U. S. Supreme Court turned 
away from the precepts in­
strumental in forging a fledg­
ling nation into the greatest 
country on eartlt?

Can it be that in too many 
homes the Holy Bible has been 
relegated to a bookshelf, buried 
among some of the filth that 
has been pouring off the presses 
in recent years?

Churches Alarmed
Tlie answer to these questions, 

at best, is an equivocal “No," 
otherwise men of the cloth 
would not be telling us that 
while church membership is 
higher than ever, attendance is 
off; that today one in every four 
marriages ends in divorce; that 
some 13 million children are 
tragedies of broken homes!

Churches of all denominations 
are alarmed, and with good 
reason. Moral laxity is self evi­
dent in too many places. An at­
titude of “Who cares?" is being 
substituted for the old-fashion­
ed principle of righteous living.

Tliis is not to conclude that 
we cannot turn the corner back 
to a way of life where impec­
cable religious standards are the 
moral fiber of family life.

People everywhere recognize 
that present-day ideologies are 
a far cry from the sound moral 
principles of untold generations 
of Americans. They know that 
in too many homes, in our 
schools (by order of the Su­
preme Court), hi our work-a- 
day world, in our social life arid, 
most important, in our thinking 
God’s Word no longer holds the 
place of honor. But they are 
doing something about it.

National Bible Week
One of the country’s out­

standing business leaders, Frank 
M. Folsom, for Instance, is head­
ing a nationwide drive to bring 
the Holy Bible back to its place 
of prominence. Himself an ex­
ecutive of the Radio Corpora­
tion of America, Mr. Folsom is 
being assisted by scores of busi­
ness leaders whose names con­
stitute the bluebook of Ameri­
can industry to reawaken re­
ligious thinking as a tool a- 
gainst moral laxity.

It is their purpose to make 
the Holy Bible a living, breath­
ing reality by sponsoring Na­
tional Bible Week, October 21- 
27. As national chairman of the 
Laymen’s National Committee, 
156 Fifth Avenue, New York, N. 
Y., Mr. Folsom sees Bible Week, 
not as a goal for Bible reading, 
but as a start, a renewal, a re­
turn to the religious teachings 
which had such profound effect 
for good on the morale and 
morals of our forebears.

The breakdown accord­
ing to conferences: AAAA, 145 
schools; AAA, 115 schools; AA, 
181 schools; A, 201 schools, B, 
183 schools; eight-man, 52 
s c h o o l s ;  and six-man, 69 
schools. Schools having less 
than 100 enrollment may be as­
signed to a six- or eight-man 
football conference.

A d v i s o r y  
board members will meet on 
January 10-17 to pick the firm 
which will prepare and place its 
tourist-luring ads.

Sworn in as advisory board 
members were James M. Oalnes, 
radio-television executive of San 
Antonio, chairman; Bill Berger, 
publisher of the Hondo Anvil- 
Herald; John McCarty, adver­
tising executive of Frlto-Lay, 
Inc., Dallas; O A. (Pop) Mabry, 
public relations executive for 
Humble Oil and Refining Com­
pany, Houston; John Powell, 
hotel executive of Austin; and 
Chris Fox, El Paso banker.

Said Gov. John Connally: “I 
hope this is the beginning of
a tremendous program___Your
work is important to the econ­
omic future of Texas.”

He commented that the 1964- 
65 advertising budget is so small 
that the state will have to “ride 
piggy-back” on privately fin­
anced national advertising for

a few years.
He noted that Texas is sixth 

in the nation in population — 
and some statisticians believe 
it soon will be third.

TALK ABOUT NEGROES not 
getting a fair shake In govern­
ment Jobs Is not borne out by 

z*0oord
Today more than 300,000 Neg­

roes work for Uncle Sam — 
about 14% of all federal em­
ployees, while only 10.5% of all 
Americans are colored.

Nearly 100,000 Negroes now 
work in postal service alone — 
more than 18%, and 25% of all 
employees In the VA are colored.

Clifford Rucker, a Commerce 
Department official whose job 
Is to promote Negro employment 
in that agency, recently said: 
“Two years ago only about a 
score of Negro employes here 
were making $10,000 a year or 
more; now there are about four 
times that many.” ’That would 
make more than 80. The At­
torney General’s office reports 
between 70 and 80 Negro law­
yers In that Department.

And some of the juiciest jobs 
are going to Negroes. Tliurgood 
Marshall, former general coun­
sel of NAACP, is now Judge of 
U. S. Court of Appeals, along 
with William Hastie who re­
ceived a similar appointment.

A Negro was named U. S. Dis­
trict Attorney in California, 
and three Negroes have recently 
been made U. S. District Judges. 
Luke Moore, a Washington Neg­
ro lawyer, was recently chosen 
U. S. Marshall In the Nation’s 
Capitol, and Negro John Dun­
ce n named District Commis­
sioner, a much sought-after 
spot.

Negro John R. Wilkins Is Gen­
eral Counsel of AID — the agen­
cy that handles all foreign aid. 
He makes $20,000. Roger Wilkins, 
a nephew of NAACP’s boss, Roy 
Wilkins, Is Sp>eclal Assistant to 
the Administrator of AID.

Defoliant Should 
Be Applied At 
Proper Time

Defoliation, costly or profi­
table, depends largely on the 
maturity of the cotton on which 
it is applied, says B. B. Manly, 
in charge of the U. S. D. A.’s 
Cotton Classing Office in Abi­
lene, Texas. Defoliant applied 
too early, stops the maturing 
process of a stalk of cotton. ’The 
experiment stations do not re­
commend defoliation until at 
least 85 out of 100 bolls are open. 
If it is applied earlier, low mike, 
poor turnouts, and lower yields 
may result. The extent of dam­
age will depend on how many 
Immature bolls were killed. In 
addition to lower yields and 
turnouts, low mike cotton usu­
ally does not bring a good price 
and sometimes the grades may 
be efiected, lowering the value 
still more. On the other hand, if 
more than 85% of the boll.'̂  are 
mature, defoliation and strip­
ping can be profitable. Weather 
is always a potential hazard to 
open cotton. Also at this time

gins are not as crowded as they 
usually are later in the season.

Generally conditions are very 
good for defoliation this year^ 
but it would be wise to be cer­
tain each field, and even parts 
of the fields are ready for de­
foliation.

Producers should be careful 
not to begin stripping too soorr 
after defoliation. Stripping too* 
soon will result in green bolls 
and possibly more barkey bales.

The Abilene Office, which is& 
part of the Agriculture Market­
ing Service has processed 70,000 
bales this season. The crop Is 
moving around two months 
early, except in the Big Spring, 
Slaton, and Midland areas, 
where it is later than usual.

TAX MAN SAM SEZ:
A lot of taxpayers claim too 

many dependents on their Form 
W-4. Some folks even deliber­
ately misrepresent the number 
of dependents to cut down the 
amount of withholding. The in­
structions on the back of the 
Form W-4 point out the penal­
ties for claiming too many de­
pendents. If both the husband 
and wife are working, make sure 
that you don’t claim some of 
your dependents twice. You can 
claim too few, and pay too much 
tax to the government to make 
sure that you will have a refund 
coming at the end of the year, 
but you can’t claim too many 
without risking serious trouble.

HEALTH AND SAFETY 
TIPS FROM THE 

AMERICAN MEDICAL ASSN.
The health quack and the 

food fad quack have been a- 
round since the beginning of 
time, and they’ll probably be 
with us for a long time yet. 
They’ll be here as long as 
quackery is profitable. And 
quackery will be profitable as 
long as we continue to fall for 
it.

Some experts have estimated 
that Americans spend a billion 
dollars a year on useless cures, 
mechanical gadgets, food fads 
and other quack gimmicks. For 
instance, there is no sure cure 
for arthritis, and yet we spend 
a quarter of a million dollars a 
year on “cures.” Some cancers 
can be cured by medical experts, 
but many cannot. But we spend 
$50 million a year on useless 
cancer “ cures.” Doctors will tell 
you that most of the $150 mil­
lion a year spent on self-pre 
scribed laxatives is either wast­
ed or actually harmful.

At best the quacks waste our 
money. And .sometimes they can 
cause us to delay seeking prop­
er treatment for a serious con­
dition that gets worse as time 
goes by. Some of the quack gad­
gets and medicines are down­
right dangerous.

Your doctor, both individually

and through his professional or- 
g^anlzations such as the Ameri­
can Medical Association, wages 
constant war on quacks. So do 
several government agencies at 
a national level and many state 
and local government bodies.

A part of this war will be the 
Second National Congress on 
Medical Quackery Oct. 25-26 in 
Washington, D. C., in which the 
AMA and the federal Food and 
Drug Admlnistratijn will work 
together to forcus attention 
once again on the problem.

How can we as individuals a- 
vold being taken in by a quack? 
The modern day medicine man 
is a slick operator, but there are 
a few guidelines that will at 
least cause us to take a second 
look at his proposition. Through 
lorjg years of experience, the 
AMA’s Department of Investiga­
tion offers six ways to spot a 
quack —

•  If he uses a special or 
“secret” machine or formula he 
claims can cure disease.

•  If he guaiantees a quick 
cure.

•  If he advertises or uses 
case histories and testimonials 
to promote his cure.

•  If he clamors constantly 
for medical investigation and 
recognition.

•  If he claims medical men 
are persecuting him or are a- 
frald of his competition.

•  If he tells you that surgery 
or X-rays or drugs will cause 
more harm than good.

If the 
bifocal is set for reading at 16", 
then one has trouble reading at 
26", which is a little past arm’s 
length. You have often seen peo­
ple trying to read across the table 
through their bifocals. I have 
seen people bang their head try­
ing to read a price tag in a show 
window because they were at­
tempting to get within their bifo­
cal range.

Beside the progress in the de­
velopment of optical devices, there 
have been equally important med­
ical advances. Cataract opera­
tions are quite common today and 
these have greatly extended the 
useful range of human vision.

Plastic spectacle and contact 
lenses, different types of bifocals, 
safety glasses and lenses that cor­
rect astigmatism are furtlier ad­
vances.

The best possible answer to bet­
ter sight still, however, lies with 
you. Have your eyes examined 
regularly.
