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WTU Offers New 
Street Light Service

As an additional service to 
the communities, towns and 
cities it serves. West Texas Utili­
ties Company has extended its 
street lighting services. The new 
street lighting schedules provide 
for mercury vapor street lights 
in rating o f 8,000 lumen, 21,500 
lumen and 43,000 lumen (two 
lights per pole).

Mercury vapor lamps, John 
McDaniel, local manager said, 
are more efficient than incan­
descent lamps and are consider­
ed by authorities as the desirable 
primary source of illiunlnation 
for modem street lighting. This 
new service is designed to help 
communities improve the quality 
of their street lighting.

He said that “The cost o f new 
mercury vapor street lights on 
either conventional wood poles 
or standard steel poles is low 
and compares very favorably 
with rates of other Texas com­
panies.”

McDaniel pointed out that this 
new street lighting service would 
be extended to all towns and 
communities the Company serves. 
The Company is eager to assist 
the progressive, "up-and-com ­
ing” communities it serves in 
having and maintaining good 
street lighting. Good lighting is 
an.im portant plus for a com - 
mimity in attracting new indusr 
try. A well lighted town is con­
sidered to be one of the sure in­
dicators o f a progressive, wide 
awake community.

In addition to the deserved 
Civic pride o f a well lighted 
community, McDaniel pointed 
cut, modern street lighting con­
tributes substantially to crime 
reduction.

On each Saturday, Sunday, 
and holiday mail is scheduled 
to be picked up from the out of 
town mall box between 5:35 p.m. 
and 6:10 p.m. Thus, patrons 
who want their mall to be sure to 
be dispatched on the day mailed, 
should be sure to have it mailed 
by 5:35 p m

The Post Office Department 
will appreciate the cooperation 
o f each patron in making this 
change in mall service. Everyone 
is urged to comply with the new 
Instructions and to be sure and 
use the proper ZIP code on each 
piece o f mall.

Trial Held This Week 
In Wristen Fight Case

Larry C. Singleton, 23, of 
Goldsboro, received a four year 
probated sentence in 119th Dis­
trict Court, In Coleman, Monday, 
July 26. The sentence was Im­
posed by Judge Glenn Lewis in 
a nonjury trial, and with the 
consent of both .prosecuting and 
defense attorneys.

Singleton was charged with 
assault with attempt to murder 
as the result of a fight in down­
town Ck)leman the night of Jan­
uary 30, 1965, in which Wayne 
Wristen, 25, o f Santa Anna, was 
seriously injured.

Wristen was cut by a pocket- 
knife during the fray, suffering 
gashes on the abdomen and 
chest. •

Others in the car with Wristen 
at the time o f the fight were 
Chdrles Eubanks, 19, and Donald 
Comet, 28, both of Santa Anna.

Both Singleton and Wristen 
were charged with affray, a 
misdemeanor, by Coleman police 
following the fight. Several 
days later, the felony assault 
with intent to murder charge 
was filed against Singleton.

Equalization Board 
Meets This Week

’The Board o f Equalization for 
the Santa Anna Independent 
School District will hold open 
meetings on ’Thursday and Fri­
day o f this week, July 29 and 30, 
in rooms 101 and 102 o f Santa 
Anna High School.

Purpose o f the meeting will be 
to allow any property owners 
who think that their new tax 
evaluations are too high (or too 
low) to present evidence sup­
porting this claim and to re­
quest adjustment o f  the valua­
tion.

A spokesman for the school 
district said that the new valu­
ations will stand unless definite 
evidence is presented showing 
that the valuation is not fair.

The Board of Equalization will 
be available to meet with prop­
erty owners from 2:00 p.m. to 
6:00 p.m. each o f the two days.

Members of the Board of 
Equalization, appointed by the 
Board of Trustees of the Santa 
Anna Independent School Dis­
trict to bring tax valuations 
within the District up to current 
standards, include J. L. Boggus, 
R. W. Cupps, A. L. King, J. W. 
McClellan, Edgar Shelton, and 
W. L. Vaughan.

Tax valuations in the Santa 
Anna Independent School Dis­
trict have not been reviewed and 
updated since the middle 1930’s. 
The former valuations were un­
fair to many property owners, 
and did not provide enough rev­
enue to operate the Santa Anna 
schools properly.

Yates and Hooper and Perry, 
both firms from Abilene, will now 
file briefs with the appeals 
court, outlining the reasons they 
feel the decision o f 3Sth Dis­
trict Court Judge Joe Dibrell 
Is faulty. An answering brief 
will be filed by Hal Woodward, of 
Coleman, attorney for the City 
o f Santa Anna. A date for oral 
arguments will then be set, and 
the csise decided.

Election contest suits take 
precedence over most others on 
the court dockets, and W ood­
ward Is expected to petition the 
court to set an early date for 
the hearing. A spokesman for the 
city said that since the purpose 
o f the plaintiffs is obviously to 
delay the Improvements okayed 
by the voters under the bond 
program, it Is expected that they 
will attempt to postpone the 
hearing as long as nossible.

Woodward expects a hearing 
date In mldSeptember, he said.

’The appeal grows out o f the 
contest suit filed against the 
City, charging Irregularities In 
the bond election that approved 
a $254,000 bond Issue to improve 
the water system, providing ade­
quate water facilities for any 
situation, and to bring the sew­
erage system up to standards 
demanded by the state health 
authorities. Sewer service would 
be extended, under an optional 
arrangement, to persons not now 
having such service. The state 
health department has Informed 
the City that the present com­
munity septic tank arrangement 
Is not acceptable under modem 
sanitaton standards, and Im­
proved methods o f treating and 
disposing o f sewerage must be 
placed in operation. By financing 
these Improvements through the 
bond issue, the City esm take 
advantage o f a special arrange­
ment provided by the Federal 
government, which loans the Ci­
ty the face value of the bonds, 
at a very low rate of interest, 
lower than is available else­
where, saving the utility users of 
Santa Anna more than $50,000 
in interest payments over the 
life of the bonds.

Spokesmen for the City ex- 
pwessed belief that the appeal 
would be decided in favor of 
Santa Anna. ’The court can take 
one pf three actions In hearing 
such an appeal: It can uphold 
the original ruling; it can re­
verse and remand, sending the 
case back to the original court 
for retrial; or it can simply re­
verse, finding in favor o f the 
appellants without requiring a 
retrial.

NUMBER THREE ON THE BALLOT

PROPOSED C O N S T I T U ­
T I O N A L  AMENDMENT 
TO BE VOTED ON AT AN 
ELECTION TO BE HELD 
ON NOVEMBER 2, 1965. 
HOUSE JOINT RESOLU­

TION NO. 81 proposing an 
Amendnaent to the Constitu­
tion of the State of Texas, 
amending Section 61-a and 
Subsections 61a-l and 51a-2 
of Article III so that the same 
shall consist of one section to 
be known as Section  ̂ 51-a;

lication.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OP TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section 61-a 

and Subsection 61a-l and 
61a-2 of Article III of the 
Constitution of the State of 
Texas be amended, and the 
same are hereby amended, so 
that they shall hereafter con­
sist) of one section to be known 
as Section 61-a of Article III, 
which shall read as follows: 

“ Section 51-a. The Legisla­
ture shall have the power, by 
General Laws, to provide, sub­
ject to limitations herein con­
tained, and such other limita­
tions, restrictions and regula­
tions as may by the Legisla­
ture be deemed expedient, for 
assistance to and/or medical 
care- for, and for rehabilita­
tion and any other services 
included in the Federal legis­
lation providing matching 
funds to help such families 
and Individuals attain or re­
tain capability for independ­
ence or self-care, and for the 
payment of assistance to and/ 
or medical care for, and for 
rehabilitation and other serv­
ices for;

“ (1) Needy aged persons 
who are citizens of the United 
States or non-citizens who 
shall have resided within the 
boundaries of the United 
States for at least twenty-five 
(25) years and are over the 
age of sixty-five (66) years;

“ (2) Needy individuals who 
are citizens of the United 
States who shall have passed 
their eighteenth (18th) birth­
day but have not passed their 
sixty-fifth (65th) birthday and 
who are totally and perman­
ently disabled by reason of a 
mental or physical handicap or 
a combination of physical and 
mental handicajM;

"(3 ) Needy blind persons 
who sre citizens of the United 
States and who are over the 
age of eighteen (18) years;

“ (4) Needy children who 
are citizens of the United 
States snd who are under the 
age of twenty-one (21) years, 
and to the caret|iker8 of such 
children.

“The Legislature may define 
the residence requirements, if 
any, for participation in these 
programs.

“The Legislature shall have 
authority to enact appropriate 
legislation* which will enable 
the State of Texas to cooper­
ate with the Government of 
the United States in providing 
assistance to and/or medical 
care on behalf of needy per­
sons, and in providing reha­
bilitation and any other serv

ices included in the Federal 
legislation providing matching 

families 
or re­

tain capability lor independ­
ence or self-care, and to accept 
and expend funds from the 
Government of the United 
States for such purposes in 
accordance with the laws of 
the United States as they now 
are or as they may hereafter 
be amended, and to make ap­
propriations out of State funds 
for such purposes; provided 
that the maximum amount 
paid out of State funds to or 
on behalf o f any individual 
recipient shall not exceed the 
amount that is matchable out 
of Federal funds; provided 
that the total amount of such 
assistance payments and/or 
medieal assistance payments 
out of State funds on behalf 
of such recipients shall not 
exceed the amount that is 
matchable out of Federal 
funds; provided that if the 
limitations and restrictions 
herein contained are found to 
be in conflict with the provis­
ions of appropriate Federal 
statutes as they now are or as 
they may be amended, to the 
extent that Federal matching 
money is not available to the 
State for these purposes, then 
and in that event the Legisla­
ture is specifically authorized 
and empowered to prescribe 
such limitations end restrict­

“ Nothing in this Section 
shall construed to amend, 
modify or repeal Section 31 
of Article XVl of tois Con­
stitution; provided further, 
however, that such medical 
care, services or assistance 
shall also include the employ­
ment of objective or subject- 
tive means, without the use of 
drugs, for the purpose of as­
certaining and measuring the 
powers of vision of the human 
eye, and fitting lenses or 
prisms to correct or remedy 
any defect or abnormal con­
dition of vision. Nothing here­
in shall be construed to per­
mit optometrists to treat the 
eyes for any defect whatsoever 
in any manner nor to admin­
ister nor to prescribe any drug 
or physical treatment whatso­
ever, unless such optometrist 
is a regularly licensed physi­
cian or surgeon under the 
Laws of this State.”

Sec. 2. 'The foregoing Con 
stitutional Amendment shall 
be submitted to a vote of 
the qualified electors of this 
State at an election to be held 
on the first Tuesday after 
the first Monday in Nov6m 
ber, 1965, at which election all 
ballots shall have printed

thereon the following:
“ FOR the Constitutional 
Amendment providing for 
assistance to and/or medical 
care for the: (1) needy
aged; (2) needy individ­
uals who are permanently 
and totally disabled; (3) 
needy blind; and (4) needy 
children and the caretakers 
of such children; authoris­
ing the Legislature to coop­
erate with the Government 
of the United States in 
providing assistance to and/ 
or medical care on behalf 
of such needy persons, and 
in providing rehabilitation 
and any other services in­
cluded in the Federal l e ^ -  
lation providing matching 
funds to help such families 
and individuals attain or re­

“ Section 17. In lieu of the 
state ad valorem tax on prop­
erty of Seven Cents (7<) on 
the One Hundred Dollars 
($100.00) valuation heretofore 
permitted to be levied by Sec­
tion 51 of Article III, as 
amended, there is hereby lev­
ied, in addition to all other 
taxes permitted by the (Con­
stitution, of Texas, a state ad 
valorem tax on property of 
Two Cents (2<) on the One 
Hundred Dollars (1100.00) 
valuation for the purpose of 
creating a special fund for the 
continuing payment of Con­
federate penaions as provided 
under Section 61, Article III, 
and for the establishment and 
continued maintenance of the 
State Building Fund as pro­
vided in Section 61b, Article 
III, of the Constitution.

purpose of acquiring, con­
structing and initially equip- 
ing buildings or other perma­
nent improvements at the des­
ignated institutions of higher 
learning provided that none of 
the proceeds of this tax shall 
be used for auxiliary enter­
prises; and the governing 
board of each such institu­
tion of higher learning is 
fully authorized to pledgee all 
or any part of said funds al­
lotted to such institution as

hereinafter provided, to se­
cure bonds or not^ issued 
for the purpose of acquiring,

of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas be amended by 
adding a new Section to read 
as follows:

“ Section 60b. STUDENT 
LOANS, (a) The Legislature 
may provide that the Coord­
inating Board, Texas College 
and Univemty System, or its 
successor or successors, shall 
have the authority to provide 
for, issue and sell general ob­
ligation bonds of the State of 
Texas in an amount not to ex­
ceed Eighty-five Million Dol­
lars ($85,000,000). The bonds 
authorized herein shall be 
called ‘Te.vas College Student 
Loan Bonds,’ shall be executed 
in such form, denominations 
and upon such terms as may 
be prescribed by law, pro­
vided, however, that the bonds 
shall not bear more than four 
per cent (4%) interest per 
annum; they may be issued 
in such installments as the 
Boai-d finds feasible and prac­
tical in accomplishing the pur­
poses of this Section.

“ (b) All moneys received 
from the sale of such bonds 
shall be deposited in a fund 
hereby created in the State 
Treasury to be known as the 
Texas Opportunity Plan Fund 
to be administered by the Co­
ordinating Board, Texas Col­
lege and University System, 
or its successor or successors 
to make loans to students who 
have been admitted to attend 
any institution of higher edu­
cation within the State of 
Texas, public or private, in­
cluding Junior Colleges, which 
are i-ecognized or accredited 
under terms and conditions 
prescribed by the Legislature, 
and to pay ifiterest and prin­
cipal on such bonds and pro­
vide a sinking fund therefor 
under such conations as the 
Legislature may prescribe.

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SDITORIAL

High Price For Ambition
Of all the questions to come before the Congress during the 

present term, none have carried the content of emotlonallKn and 
unreasoning partlanshlp as the measure now being debated/—the 
question of repeal o f section 14-B o f the Taft-Hartley Law—the 
so called “ right to work” measure. Actually, this is not a “ right 
to work" measure at all, but rather a statement that the option 
o f  having right to work legislation on the books is the respons­
ibility of each individual state. I f  the people o f any given state, 
through their elected representatives, desire to have such laws 
In their state, then they have the rightj, according to section 14-B.

The right to work laws concern the legality o f the “ open shop” 
legislation, which states that an employer shall not be under any 
legal obligation to hire only union employees (or nonunion em­
ployees for that matter). He is legally free to hire whomever he 
can hire, and whomever he desires to hire— n̂ot an unreasonable 
state of affairs in a democracy. The unions, as an aid in extending 
their influence, have long advocated the “ closed shop” ’ in which 
the employer may hire only members o f the union or of related un­
ions. In many stjates, the unions have been able to exert enough 
political Influence to eliminate right to work laws from the books. 
This is well and good. If the people o f these states want things 
this way, that is the way they should be. The Federal government 
should not be able to tell the people o f these states that they 
cannot have closed shop conditions in their state. In fact, if it tried, 
the unions would be screaming loudly about unwarranted Federal 
intervention in local affairs. The Federal government should like­
wise not Interfere in the other direction.

It is an unfortunate situation that anyone who criticizes any 
aspect of the union program today is immediately labelled as 
being antiunion. This is the same type of thinking that we saw 
during the career of the late Senator Joe McCarthy, whereby 
anyone who criticized any o f McCarthy’s statements or practices 
was immediately called a Commimlst or, at best, was accused of 
being soft on Communism. It is the strength of the democratic 
system that everyone has the right to question the advisability of 
any aspect of our society without calling down wild and indlscrim- 
inant accusations upon his head. The right to disagree Is the 
basic right in a democracy, and is the safeguard o f all the other 
democratic rights. Thinking people are repelled by any individual 
or group that can meet criticism only by namecalling. The unions 
are hurting themselves and antagonizing many persons who 
would otherwise be union supporters by engaging too often in this 
tactic. And this is unfOTtunate, because the labor unions have 
done as much to raise the standard o f  living in this country as 
any institution we have.

It is interesting to note, as a sidelight, that the national 
labor leader who uses his tactic most often, and most loudly, is 
James Hoffa, a convicted felon, and a man who has done mohe 
to damagre the reputation o f the labor movement in the United 
States than any man now living.

At any rate, it is the opinion o f this newspaper that Governor 
John Ck)nnally is right in opposing the proposed Federal legis­
lation that would take away from the states the right to chart 
their own course o f action on this question. This proposed Federal 
intervention is bad for four basic reasons:

In the first place, it takes from the state power and respons­
ibility that rightfully belongs to the state. The Federal government 
has the right to supercede the state in only two instances — 
In instances in which the individual states cannot act effectively, 
such as national defense; and in instances in which the individual 
states fall to meet their responsibilities to their citizens, as in the 
Federal enforcement o f voting rights and other civil rights, in some 
o f the southern states which had failed to guarantee to all their 
citizens the rights guaranteed to all Americans. The right to work 
legislation fits neither of these categories, and is thus an unwar­
ranted invasion of local rights by the Federal government.

Secondly, the proposed national elimination o f right to work 
laws enacted by individual states is an Infringement on the rights 
o f the individual worker, and in a time when more and more 
individual rights are being taken away, it behooves everyone to 
be concerned about the removal o f additional individual rights. Is 
forcing a worker to Join a union o f which does not desire to be a 
member any different, in principle, from forcing him to Join a 
particular church? Of course not. And this country would be up 
In arms if the Federal government proposed to pass a law that 
would require that a person be a member of any given church be­
fore he could get a job.

In the third place, the union has a very effective means of 
obtaining a volimtary closed shop. This is simply to refuse to work 
for employers who practice an open shop policy. This method has 
been in use for a long time, particulaly by the crafts unions, and 
it works very well, without infringing on the rights o f either 
the workingman or the employer.

And fourthly, since this proposed Federal Interference is not 
in accordance with democratic principles, and is not really needed 
by the unions, the only real reason for its adoption is a desire by 
certain union leaders to gain more and more power. This wlU not 
only hurt the workingman, and take away a little more of the 
freedom o f each o f  us, but will eventually hurt the unions, since 
they will soon be in a position comparable to that of big business 
near the turn of this century—too much power with too little 
control, axui the government will have to step in and severely 
limit the unions. Just as it had to do with big business.

That is too high a price to pay Just to satisfy the ambitions 
o f a few power-hungry labor leaders.

DANCING DANGERS
As a rule the greatest hazard 

on a dance flor is a pained 
look from your partner or a 
smirk of superiority from nearby 
couples. But worse things can 
happen. I f  you should suffer 
bodily injury while dancing in 
a night club or a dance hall, 
may you coUect damages from 
the management.?

There is one big obstacle to 
winning such a claim. The law 
says you assume a degree o f risk 
simply by venturing onto a 
dance floor in the first place. 
Although dancing is not as risky 
as roller skating, it is riskier 
than Just sitting still—and you 
should realize it. Certainly you 
could not hold the msuiagement 
liable for a back sprain caused 
by your own overindulgence In 
the twist.

Consider these two cases taken 
from court records: '

A woman dancer who slipped 
blamed her resulting injury on 
the fact that the floor was wax­
ed. And a man who tripped 
blamed the dimness o f the lights.

But both victims were denied 
damages, because a floor reason­
ably dimmed are normal and 
klesirabie characteristics o f a 
dance floor.

On the other hand, the man­
agement, while not flatly guar­
anteeing your safely, must still 
take due care to prevent acci­
dents. Falls caused by improper­
ly applied wax or other faulty 
conditions are ordinarily good 
grounds for collecting.

In one case, a man crash-land­
ed on a night club floor after 
skidding on a grape. The court 
granted his claim for damages, 
on evidence that the grape—one 
o f several—had been lying there 
long enough to have been dis­
covered and removed by the 
club’s employees.

A woman bowled over by 
a man doing a new step, briskly 
but not bcristerously, was held 
unable to collect damages from 
the proprietor.

But the dancing was quite 
different in another case, in­
volving a volimteer hostess at a 
night club for servicemen. Here, 
the man flung his terrified part­
ner around like a rag doll for 
several minutes. Although she 
screamed for help, no one came 
to her rescue.

In these circumstances, the 
management was ordered to pay 
for the girl’s injuries. ’The court 
said it had failed to protect her 
from “ risks other than thme 
normally incident to the spoix.”

What would you do if you 
discovered a person who had 
Just stopped breathing? Would 
you panic, waste precious m o­
ments by running for help, or 
begin immediately to give mouth 
to mouth resusciation?

As swimming and water sports 
become more popular—in many 
places without life guards—you 
could encounter Just such a sit­
uation.

Other causes such as asphyxia­
tion, Injury to the head, elec­
tric shock, choking or poisoning 
can also stop a person’s breath­
ing.

Whatever has stopped the 
breathing—drowning, choking, 
asphyxiation—start mouth to 
mouth resuscitation at once. 
Seconds count.

Open the victim’s mouth, clear 
out any food particle, chewing 
gum, false teeth or other ob­
structing matter.

Tilt the victim’s head back, lift 
his neck and tilt imtll his chin 
points upward.

Blow air into victim’s lungs 
by one o f two methods. One way 
is to close o ff his nose by pinch­
ing his nostrils shut with your 
fingers. The other is to close o ff 
his nostrils with the side of your 
cheek, sealing your mouth over 
his mouth.

When working with a child, 
seal your mouth over both his 
nose and mouth.

Blow at the rate o f 12 deep 
breaths per minute—or about 
five second intervals. For in­
fants and small children, blow 
gently at the rate of 20 short, 
shallow breaths per minute.

With each breath you blow, 
the victim’s chest should rise. 
After blowing in the breath, the 
rescuer should remove his mouth 
and listen for the sound of re­
turning air.

If the victim’s chest does not 
rise and no outflow is dectable, 
the rescuer needs to try quickly 
to clear the passage. To do so, 
turn an adult on his side and 
strike several sharp blows be­
tween the shoulder blades. You 
can hold infants or small child­
ren by their heels or with their 
head down, give several sharp 
pats between shoulder blades.

Not even prolonged spring 
rains were e n o u ^  to dampen 
Texsa tourism this year.

Austin, Corpus Cihristl, San 
Antonio, and Houston are hub 
cities in areas given top priority 
in a matching fxmd program for 
construction o f facilities for the 
mentally retarded.
