Stand still for a few minutes
and allow the puppy to in-
vestigate things about him,
When you are sure he cannot
see you, quickly shift your po-
sition to a spot 50 or 60 feet
away and again remain still
and ‘quiet. The puppy will
comeé back to where he left
you, and when he finds you
gone he will scurry about try-
ing to locate you. Let him
get all excited with that lost
feeling. Then give the fami-
liar call that you have been
giving him at feeding time
and watch him scramble his
way to you.

It is essential that your
young dog learn to obey cer-
tain siniple commands. He
must learn his name. 'Teach
him this by using it when-
ever you speak to him He

should be taught to instant-
ly obey the command, “Come
here.” Response to this com-
mand aud the
“Whoa!” constitutes almost
all the yard breaking a bea-
gle needs. If you want to re-
trieve, start teaching him
this while he is still a puppy
and he’ll take to it in a play-
ful mood. And, of course, if
your dog heels at command,
this will make things easier
when taking him through
traffic or to and from the
hunting grounds.

In starting your puppy, do
not rush him too much. If
he comes across a rabbit all
the better, but his first les-
sons should be concerned with
getting acquainted with the
brush and learning how a

handle himself in it. If he
jumps a rabbit, leave him
completely alone. What he

needs to learn just now is
what the game is all about.
He’ll catch on soon enough.
If his first attempts to trail
are unsuccessful, you may

help him — provided you!,
know where the rabbit went|
and where the correct line is. |

Using a liberated rabbitt is
a shortcut to starting your
puppy. If you are hard put
to find sufficient game in
your hunting country, then
using liberated rabbits will
pay off training dividends
worth far more than the cost
of the rabbits. According to
Henry P. Davis, Dogs Fditor
of Sports Afield Magazine,
working one or two puppies
with an older hound is an
other good starting method.
On the first few trips out,
keep the youngters near you

For all practical purposes,
poison ivy and poison oak
are the same thing. Poison
oak is simply any poison ivy

that grows as a bush rather |

than a vine.

Poison ivy is an unusually
inconsistent species of plant.

Besides growing as a bush!

and as a vine, the size of its

berries and the outline of its!
leaves often vary widely. Its|
characteristically |
1egg - shaped and pointed,
but the edges may be smooth | ; -
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leaves are

and unbroken or saw - tooth-
ed,

Moreover, these variations
might occur on a single plant,
or the leaves on an entire
plant may be similar.

But in oneé matter, poison
ivy is almost invariably con-
sistent — its leaves practi-
cally always grow in clusters
of three.

Thus, ivy poisoning is best
prevented by learning to re-
cognize the plant and avoid-
ing it. And of course, it is al-
ways prudent to wear pro-
tective clothing such as leg-
gings and gloves when going
into areas where poison plants
are known to flourish.

A couple of years back, the
Texas Parks and Wildlife De-
partment changed his title
to game management cfficer
in order to match his duties,
which range from enforce-
ment of the Texas Water Sa-
fety Act to conducting wild-
life censuses.

| ~ This multiplicity of jobs,
activities and special quali-
ties require a distinet type of
person. The game manage-
ment officer today must have
a knowledge of wildlife - bio-
logy, pubiic speaking, game
(laws and have a working
knowldege of hunting, fish-
ing, hiking, camping and out-
| door cookery just to answer
iquestions of school children
and scouts.

Even though the tours are
often long and the duties
{ hard, four out of five of all
|those who have completed
| the GMO training schools
since 1961 are still with the
| Department.

| Why do they stay? Some
jwill tell you they prefer the
{out - of - deoors to an eight
to five office routine or that
|the1r duties are seldom rou-
itine or dull. But most won’t
try to put it into words and
will simply say, “I like it.”

The face of the warden or
iGMO has changed over the
| vears. At first, he was a law-
Eman charged with stopping
out - of - season hunting and
enforcement of game bag li-
' mits.

Today, the GMO spends a-
bout cne - third of his time
in traditional law enforce-
ment activities and makes a
good number of game law
cases.

Mrs. Sancdors cannot remem-
ber when she could see norm-
ally. She has had eye trouble
since she was eight months
old.

having lessons read to her,
but occassionally being able
to see large block letters on
the blackboard, Later she at-
tended the state school for
the blind.

Following her graduation,
she stayed in Austin where in
1932 she met and married J.
L. (Jesse) Sanders, also blind,
who lost his sight in an in-
dustrial accident when he
was 17.

In adult life Mrs. Sanders’
eye problem was complicated
with a disease called pem-
phigus, wher2 the lining in-
side the eye lid and the trans-
parent covering dried out. In
this case the eyelid becomes
glued to the eyeball and re-
mains frozen so that the eyes
cannot close. This causes the
cornea to cloud and eventual-
ly the sight is lost.

“She has lived in a smoky
world, dinily seeing objects
and color,” her physician
said.

For thase with this disease,
cornea transplants are out of
the question because of the
poor condition of the lining
of the inner eye, but since
the discovery of plastic cor-
neas, some have been helped
by grafting skin from the in-
side of the mouth or nose to
form a new lining for the
eye.
The graft failed in Mrs.
Sunedrs’ case, failing to pre-
duce encugh healthy tissue
to cushion the plastic cornea.

Fin.lly her physician simp-
ly cleaned out the entire lin-
ing of the eye and implanted
the plastic cornea during a
newly develeoped surgical ad-
hesive to glue it in. He then
sewed the eyelid over the im-
plant, cutting a small “peep
hole” in the lid so Mrs. San-
ders could see.

She has to use a blinder or
eye patch when she sleeps or
rests, since she cannot close
the eye.

“I'm looking forward fto
getting my first look at my
three - month old grandson,”
she said. He is the child of
her son, Rodney Sanders of
Fort Worth. “Up to now he
has just been a fuzzy blur,”
she added.

Her many friends in Bangs
are elated with the news that
she can see again, and are
lwoking forward to her re-
turn home.

She has been in and out of
the hospital for about two
years in an effort to receive
the plastic implant. During
all her trips and the trials
she has been through, Mrs.
Sanders has kept her cheer-
ful disposition, and was al-
ways filled with hope.
