Crop l’nld Big.
M. B. Perry la preparing the seed 

bed for twenty more acres of alfalfa.
This will make 55 acres on the Perry 
farm. The alfalfa at this time on 
the 35 acres is about the waving 
point. The February rains brought 
It out strong’, and Monday night's 
shower made* a wonderful change in 
its already fine appearance. Mr.
Perry states that last winter he was 
tearful the excessively dry fall and 
suwrtner had practically killed the 
larger part of his alfalfa. Investiga­
tion seemed to show that It certainly 
was dead down nearly two inches, 
but the spring rains started It off. 
and now the field Is a sight.

Mr. Perry haa 40 acres of splendid 
nets, planted since the February 
rains. He Is a strenoua advocate of 
deep plowing; sayj that he don't be­
lieve It possible to plow too deep, for 
such work makes the best water-hold­
ing bed. and in order to get the beet 
results for the crops It la then only 
necessary to keep the ‘top soil pul­
verized well, and thereby, conserve 
the supply of moisture.

on this farm last year, and netted 
Mr. Perry $5.00 per acre for rent) R|jVc. McNcrl rn i Tombstone 

' from his share of the crop, 
season he will have In 200 acres.
Having expert cotton farmers who 
are good workers, he expects to make 
a big' crop.
