We as the mothers are the founda- 

lon builders The church and school 
ire powerless unless they beve the 
eo-operatlon of the home. Mothers 
holy hand Is back of every loveable 
Rfe.

They talk about n woman's sphere., 
as though It had a limit; there la not 
n place In earth or heaVcn; there Is 
not a task to mankind given; there te 
not a blessing or a woe; there Is not 
a whisper yes or no. there is not a life 
or death or birth, that has a feather's 
weight of worth, without g woman In 
It

Nero's mother was a murderess. 
Nero was one of the most heartless |
murderers that ever lived. Washing­
ton's mother was good and pure and 
holy. He ,  displayed the character­
istics of his mother. As are the 
mothers of today, so the men of to-1 
morrow. Few of us really know how, 
to be mothers. We must learn* 
through patience and perseverance, 
as we deal with the different disposi­
tions. Who among us does not feel 
the need of wisdom?

But there Is something greater than 
wisdom which Solomon calls "under­
standing.” To thoroughly understand 
our children we must keep In touch 
with their everyday life, beginning In 
the cradle to plant the seeds of love 
and virtue tilling as we plant and 
transplant with a wisdom and purpose 
singular to developing a highly de­
pendable unit of civilization. Perhaps 
It la from the home and haunts of 
earliest recollection« that the wisest 
mother carries her best message' to 
the world, and as this message is re­
ceived and passed on and on. through 
succeeding lives, we come to believe 
that childhood is Immortal.

An educator once said “The Amerl-i 
can child gets Its education from the 
school, his morale from the street, hla 
religion from the Sunday School, and 
bis victuals from the home." (Thls 
being the case the mother has neglect-1 
ed her duty, and can no longer boast 
“ the hand that nxks the cradle. Is 
the hand that rules the world ". We 
as mothers are so ambitious for our 
children to reach out for the bigger 
broader things that seem moat worth 
while, forgetting the real Importance 
of little thlnga In character building. 
And all this forgetfullnesa springs 
from self-indulgence, Just because It 
Is so easy to follow the path of least 
reaistance. We should make our ffrst 
duty to teach our children considera­
tion of others—honor to whom honor 
la due—and justice toward all man­
kind.

Now our duties as mothers to the 
school. The home and school should 
he partners In the education of child­
ren. Our public school system should 
embody the love and wisdom of the 
pa rest, aa well as the wisdom The 
parent should know the teacher and 
Che teacher should knew the parent.
