Washington. May. (Special.)—The 
resignation of Secretary of War J. M. 
Dickinson was a surprise to the pub­
lic but not to those« who were in his 
confidence. Mr. Dickinson’s relations 
with the administration have been 
entirely co>dial and harmonious. He 
resigned because of business demands 
upon him in his home state Tennessee. 
He entered the cabinet, as subsequent 
events proved, at a considerable sacri­
fice. relinquishing a salary as an at­
torney for a railroad company twice 
that of his federal office, and since he 
has been with the Taft administration 
he has had the misfortune to lose a 
large part o f his fortune, which he will 
m w  endeavor to retrieve. Those who 
know the facts are assured that there 
la not the sllghteet political signifi­
cance in the etep he has taken.

Henry L. Stimson. o f New York, 
who succeeds Mr Dickinson as Secre­
tary o f War. first came into national 
notice aa the Republican candidate last 
summer for Governor of New York 
who was nominated In the convention 
by former President Roosevelt. Presi­
dent Taft, as soon as Mr. Dickinson 
Indicated his earnest desire to quit the 
cabinet, was predisposed to Mr. Stfm- 
aon. but consulted Senator Root who 
heartily approved the idea of the ap- 
poinUnent. He has had no experience 
in military affairs, but as an active 
and leading member of the New York 
bar his practice has embraced con­
siderable relation with governmental 
affairs.
