Amarillo is to have a public market 
square, a conveniently located plot of 
ground, at present to be leased by the 
city and set apart for the use of farm­
ers and others to occupy in market­
ing feed, produce and other such pro­
ducts and where horses and other live 
stock may be sold and traded.

The above conclusion was . reached 
in a recent session of tbe city council 
and Mayor Gee authorized to negoti­
ate with the owners of suitable vacant 
property for the leasing of such 
grounds. Several tracts were spoken 
ot. The vacant lots lying between 
Polk and Taylor streets and extend­
ing from Vuugbn’s Oarage and the 
Daily Panhandle building north to 
Second street will probably be leased 
if suitable terms can be agreed upon 
by the city and the owners of that 
property. The Sanborn estate owns 
the greater part of this property.

The problem of a suitable place for 
loaded wagons to stand wbilo mar­
keting farm and other products has 
been a difficult oue. Many complaints 
have been made to the City Council 
by business firms who objected to tbe 
litter from wagons and tho congre­
gating of teams In front of their place 
of business. For tho present at least 
a leased market square will solve the 
problem, but tho day Is probably not 
so far distant when the city «>r the 
<0unty will buy a close In plot of 
ground to bo permanently used fOF 
this purpose. The farmer who mark­
ets his products in Amarillo Is cer­
tainly entitled to a suitablo place to 
stand while offering his feed, etc. for 
sale.

The 
county is growing a superabundance 
of grain throughout ita length and 
breadth and the necessity for an in­
crease in tlTte quuiity and number of 
bogs for a greater consumption ot 
tho yield is correspondingly impera­
tive.

Plans aio now ou foot looking to 
tile attendance of every farmer und 
stockman la Potter and surrounding 
counties. A  program of unusual worth 
is being prepared, and it is expected 
to have some of the must expert swine- 
breeders and growers in the state of 
Texas and the Southwest iu attend­
ance on (he meeting. There will be 
offei ed at the same time improved 
methods of feeding, and handling hogs.

The railroads arc expected to offer 
low rates, and those interested in the 
increase of tho pork production iu the 
Panhandle and Plains country are ex­
pected to be present in numbers.
