'NEW PARCEL POST RATES

IN EFFECT JANUARY 1, 1914

According to an order issued by
Postmaster General Burleson the
changes in the weight limit and post-
age rates for fourth-class mail mat-

| ter will go into effect on January 1,
| 1914.

On and after that date, the lim-
it of weight of parcels of mail of this
within the first and second
are increased from 20 to 50
pounds, and in the third, fourth, fifth,
sixth, seventh and eighth zones, from
11 to 20 pounds.

On and after March 16, 1914 the clas
sification of articles mailable under
the act, authorizing the establiah-
ment of the parcel post gervice, will
be extended so as to include books,
The rate on books weighing 8 ounces |
or less, will be 1 cent for each 2 oun-
ces or fraction thereof, and on those
weighing in excess of 8 ounces the re-
gular zone rate will apply.

Parcels weighing four ounces or|
less, are mailable at the rate of 1|
cent for each ounce or fraction of an |
ounce, regardless of distance. Par-|
c#ls weighing more than four ounces |
will, on and after January 1, 1014,/
be mailable at the pound rates, a frac-
tion of a pound being considered a full |
pound.
