GONE TO WORK ON 
BIG WIRING CONTRACT

Iu order to superintend the begin­
ning o f operations, whereby the towns 
of Loraine, Mitchell county and Ros- 
coet, Nolan county, are to be complete­
ly wired for electrical purposes, Law­
rence^* Westbrook, the senior member 
of the Westbrook Broome Electric Co 
and R. F. Bullock, also of that firm, 
leave today for Sweetwater, There 
they will be Joined by E. O. Wedge, 
manager of tbe West Texas Electric 
Co., a branch of the Texas Power & 
Light Company, which awarded the 
contract, and w ill motor to Roscoe, 
where active work is first to be be­
gun. Mr. Westbrook stated Saturday 
that he would return probably Wed­
nesday or Thursday, aud after a few 
days’ stay here to complete arrange-’ 
meats for the work, would leave for 
Roscoe to take active charge of opera­
tions. A  number of men are to be 
placed on the work, which will re­
quire several weeks to complete.

In Roscoe 114 residences and 14 
business houses are to be wired while 
In 'Loraine there are 51 dwellings 
and 11 business establishments. These 
towns are to receive their power thru 
a line, capable of transmitting a cur­
rent o f 66,000 volts, which Is being 
built between Sweetwater and Colora­
do City. Electricity for all purposes 
is to be furnished.—Angelo Standard.

this evening. The statement Is as fol- 
lows:

among many Democrats to present 
my name for endorsement for the o f­
fice of governor in the primary meet­
ings to be held throughout the State 
on April 4th and April 6th, or in the 
state convention called to assemble at 
Ft. Worth on April 14th. As this feel­
ing may result in some confusion, 1 
think it advisable to state through the 
press, what I have repeatedly stated 
in letters and conversation, that a can 
dldacy for governor on my part is 
out of the question.*”

Being Held In the South. Speco* 

latore Have Forced the 
Price Down to Make U ■

South Turn Loose .

A  Texas business man. ■who was In 
New York a few daya ago. reports 
that Wall Street is sore because the 
8euth Is bolding cotton. In and 
aitound the Exchange .the speculators 
say the South Is "butting in.”  hold* 
lng cotton instead of surrendering it 
to the speculators as heretofore. The 
Exchange claims it is their business 
to control the cotton crop and tlx the 
price.

In their efforts to force the South 
to give up its cotton, they have driven 
the price down by manipulation of 
contracts, by which probably no cot­
ton will even change hands. They 
have circulated big crop reports, but 
the government estimate nailed those 
ilea. They predicted labor troubles 
In this country and in England, among 
cotton mill workers, but the mills run 
tranquilly on. Worst of all, for the 
speculator. Southern Exchanges and 
markets have refused to follow New 
York quotations. At some places spol 
cotton is quoted in the South as much 
aa 60 points above the New York 
price.

This ia the time to hold your cot­
ton. Don't be disturbed by the jug» 
(lin g  of prices on the New York Ex- 
ohange. Their little game does not 
represent sales of actual cotton bales 
and the price they quote does not fix 
ths value of cotton. The cotton ex­
change. as at present operated, has 
Bad Us day. Ignore it, forget i t  
The spinners are the men who con­
sume your cotton. Watch them, forget 
Wall Street. One of the largest legiti­
mate brokers In New York predicts 
16e ootton. In their bulletin they state 
that the world used 14.900,000 bales 
of American ootton last year. That

consumed our last year’s crop and 
! all the surplus stock. In November, 
i 191», there were 900.000 more active 
cotton epindles in the mills than In 
November. 191». Did the mills In­
crease their number of spindles be­
cause they expect to spin LESS cot­
ton. The speculator says so. Com­
mon horse-sense tell# anyone that 
the mills don't increase their capacity 
for the sake >f additional expense 
They increase to spin MORE COT­
TON. so as to meet the world's needs, 
which are greater this yCar than aver 
before.

We have a crop of 18.*77,000 bales, 
more than 1.200.000 BALKS LESS 
than the mills required last year. 
Our crop Is low grade. Its spinnable 
value reduces its availability 500,000 
bales. Anyone who can read knows 

! at this date that our cotton crop this 
year will not supply the mills' needs. 
Anyone knows that a short crop 
means a high price. The market, in 
the early fall weeks, stood at 13c to 
14c, short crop prices. But as the 
farmers still held a good part o f the 
crop, thu Wall Street crowd put ths 
price down. They want to scar* the 
farmer Into selling, so they may get 
possession of the whole crop, put the 
price up and eell It. These men have 
worked this scheme year after year. 
Some farmers tumbled to the game 
this time and are selling their cot­
ton. But the majority are holding. 
Keep on holding, in a few weeks 
you can sell for 15 cents.

Things are looking good for the 
Southern farmer. The recent cur­
rency bill will provide several re­
gional banks for the South. They 
will supply our money instead of Wall 
Street. The new tariff schedules will 
soon begin to be felt in lower prices 
on many necessities. We have a 
President and a Congress who are ao- 
five In the farmer's interests. Also 
they are looking into the Wall Street 
business and tt may well tremble. 
As it is. the New York Exchange 
has done far less business this year 
than for several years past.
