is purchasable, not that any sanitar-
jan believes tnat there can be entire
immunity from disease but we are
convinced that ihe application of ti.e
principles of sanitation and the ex-
amination of school children for de-
fects and infections will give returns
of fixed vaiue in the Torm of longer
lives and tiv greater efficiency of men
and women whicl v iimnately leads to
more material woa'th in the form of
bank accounts and improved homes.

The points of attack in every com-
munity: are the water supply and dis-
tributina, the disposal of waste and
medical supervision of schools.

“old oaken bucket.”

It is not .y effort to give you a

Pressure in the
nose produces trouble in the eyes;
makes them tired and weak, thereby
causing a strain. Parents and teach-
ers should take into consideration
that such a child is tired, that his
eves are tired too, and when forced
to use their eyes in that condition
that a strain is apt to develop. When
the eye, ear, nose or throat is af-
fected the trouble affects the others in
nearly every case. The mouth beath-
ing of children with adenoids pro-
duce deformities in the shape of the
face, the mouth and the chest, and a
slow development of the entire body,
even if the entire body is not stunt-
ed from its effect. . In cases of long
standing the child has a vacant ex-
pression, the mouth is held open, the
breast is sunken on each side, and
exaggerated in the center, showing
what we call a pigeon breast, the
ghoulders droop and there s a gen-
eral appearance of lassitude. The
remedy is to have the adenoids re-
moved. In the recent cases this will
effect a cure of all the conditions that
1 have just enumerated; but if the
child is let alone until a deformity ex-

gets sick or has these conditions long
enough to produce an injury and then
have to have a physician to bring it
back to a normal condition, That re-
minds us of the old adage of a stitch
in time,

When the throat is ¥ept in good con-
dition usually the nose does not need
much attention, but after a congestion
of long standing there is an enlarge-
ment of the turbinate tones that some-
times refuire surgical measures. But
it is best not to wait until that time
comes, but take into consideration that
the nose is oné of the most vital or-
gans of the body. All the drainage
from the sinuses of the face, the eyes,
the throat and the luugs should come
through it. Then it is a strainer ani
' a heater for the air that goes into the

lungs. When it is affected it can not
perform any of its functions in the
best way.

When the nose and throat are kept
in good condition the ear only needs
washing, but a congestion in the
throat will cause ear ache and some
times an abcess in the outer ear. Then
through an infected throat comes an
infection of the middle ear that causes
lots of pain, is dangerous to life, re-
sulting in mastoid abcess and at least
a partial deafness.

There are a great many conditions
of the eye that need attention, but
time forbids us to go into them now.
At some other time I may be able to
give you something definite on them.

At least we owe to our children good

{ health, and that brings to our mind
another old saying from our copy-
book : Eternal vigilance is the price
of liberty,” which illustrates to us

the importance of always looking af-
ter the wellbeing of the children if we
expect to have healthy men and wo-
men.

The medical profession is devoting
more time and money to the study of
prevehtative medicine than on any
other branch of medicine. For some
centuries medical men only studied to
relieve disease, but in the past decade
they have come to the conclusion that
the best and only sure way to relieve
diseases is to prevent them and to do
that we must look after the children,
keep them in the best condition pos-
sible so that their vitality will be the
greater, thereby assisting any and all
