A party of United States army of-
ficers who accompanied General Per-
shing to France and made a close
study of the military situation there
have returned and are said to have
submitted a somewhat pessimistic re-
port to Washington.

front.

ENDLESS CHAIN LETTERS

The One That Bhrtod the Ball Rolling
In This Country.

The first of the “endless chain”
schemes that have proved such an an-
noyance to postal otficials in all eoun-
tries was launched on June 27, 1898,
by a young girl, Natalle Schen¢k, of
Babylon, N, Y. IHer project was pure-
ly benevolent and was animated by
a spirit of patriotism. Desiring to
ralse a fund for the ald of American
soldiers then fighting Spain, she orig-
inated the endless chain idea as an
adaptation of a scheme that had a
vogue in Eugland until it was stopped
by act of parliament.

The “chain’” was started with four
letters wiitten by Miss Schenck to as
many girl friends. Each was asked
to contribute 10 cents and write four
similar letters to other friends. A few
days later the Babylon postoffice be-
gan to get busy, and as the days went
by the postal officlals got busier and
busier unti] they were fairly buried un-
der the weight of mail which descend.
ed upon them like an avalanche,

A hurry call went to Washington for
extra help, and mail was delivered to
Miss Schenck by the truck load. Now,
that young lady began to feel the ef-
fects of the scheme. Her home was
littered from cellar to garret with let-
ters, letters and more letters, all con-
talning dimes. Before the thing died
out of its own accord shé had received
more than a quarter of a million dimes.

Fakers all over the world heard of it,
and, as fakers will, they immediately
got busy. Hundreds of thousands of
people were swindled out, of money in
this manner until the postal authori.
tles put an end -to it. ‘The famous
endless chaln prayer, which threatens
endless punishment to any person who
breaks it, has heen one of the hardiest
survivors of all.—-New York World.
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FILTH FINGERS AND FLIES.

These Are the Moot Potont Factors ln

A dirty handkerchief s as dan- )
gerous and may be as much a xmnuq‘
of spreading disease as dirty fingers.
The United States public health serv- |
ice says: “Disease germs lead a hand
to wouth existence, If the human race
would Jleamn to keep the unwasbed hand
away from the mouth many human dis-
eases would be greatly diminished. We
bandle infectious matter more or less
constantly, and we continually carry
the hands to the mouth. If the hands
have recantly been in contact with in.
fections matter the germs of disease

l may in this way be Intreduced into the

body. Many persons wet their fingers
with saliva before counting money,
turning the pages of a book or perform-
ing similar acts. In this case the
process is reversed, the infection belng
carried to the object handled, there to
await carriage to the mouth of some
other careless person.”

If anyhody doubts the filth of their
own hands and fingers let them take
note of the many unclean things they
handle within & day's time.

Washington, Aug. 7—Provost Mar-
shal General Crowder and his assist-
ants are at work on the final set of
regulations- to be promulgated this
week to complete organization of the
national war army. They will govern
actual mobilization of the men se-
lected.

Statements issued today bXxthe War
Department show that preliminary
figures place the total force of Na-
tional Guard taken into the Federal
service on Aug. b at 13,093 officers
and 419,834 men. Another . state-
ment showed thaf 18b 766 war volun-
teers have been recruited for the reg-
ular service since April 1, leaving
only about 2,000 vacancies in the
regulars at war strength.

These figures mean that approxi-
mately 725,000 men are now under
arms, exclusive of the navy and Ma-
rine Corps, to be supplemented with-
in the next few weeks by 687,000
raised under the selective service bill.

Of the latter number - about 500,000 |

The mobilization regulations will
show how the selected men are to be
assigned. Already the War Depart-
ment has received countless applica-
tions from men certain to be called in
the first increment of the selected
forces for assignment to some partic-
ular arm or branch of the service.

HOW ARMY UNITS ARE NAMED.

The Various Designations From a
Corps to a Squad-=in Speaking of &
Company, Troop or Battery the Let-
ter Should Always Be Named First.

To the ordinary civillan, who ia pot
particularly well posted on military
matters, an Interpretation of the army
terms in general use may prove of in-
terest. The following are among those
that are most constantly employed:

A corps is two or rgore divisions
and is commanded by 7 fnajor general.

A division is compised of two or
more brigades and I8 also commanded
by a major general.

A brigade, commanded by a briga-
dier general, 18 composed of two or
more regiments and independent com-
panies or battallons,

A regiment of infantry consists of
twelve line companies and three addi-
tional companlies. It is commanded by
a colonel, with the following additional
officers: One lleutenant colonel, three
majors, fifteen captains as company
commanders, three of them also being
members of the colonel’s staff as adj.
tant, quartermaster and comimissary;
two lleutenanta to each company, vne
Heutenant acting on each of the three
majors’ stafls.
