sinking fund fo r said bonds.”

Said bonds shall be issued in sim­
ilar denom inations, bearing the same 
ra te  of' in terest, having the same 
date of m aturity , and with sim ilar 
option of paym ent as the outstanding 
bonds of the road im provem ent d is ­
tr ic t of Mitchell County, Texas, it 
being the in terest hereof th a t said 
county bonds shall in every respect 
be similar to said d istrict bonds, ex ­
cept th a t they shall be county obliga­
tions instead of d istric t obligations

Said bonds voted upon and au th o r­
ized a t the election herein ordered 
th a t exceed the am ount required  to 
exchange or offset and re tire  said 
outstanding road d istric t bonds shall 
m atur 32 yea'•a and 7 months from  
their date, bu t may be redeemed at 
the pleasure of said county a f te r  ten  
years from their date. They shall 
bear in terest a t the ra te  of 5 per 
cent per annum.

The m anner of holding said elect­
ion shall be governed by the laws of 
the state  governing general elections.
