ROAD BUILDING TO
BE PUSHED WITH VIM

IN TEXAS NEXT YEAR

Austin, Texas, Dec. 21.— The pros­
pect for anelaboratc extension of the 
road building program for Texas 
and the entire United States is en­
larged as a result o f the annual 
meeting of the American Association 
o f Highway officials, which conven­
ed in Chicago last week, according to 
She statement of Curtis Hancock, 
who. with other members of the state 
highway commission, has just re­
turned from the meeting.
