There will be no vote upon a 
376,000,000 bond issue for good 

I roads November 2, and Texas will be 
¡done a vast amount o f harm unless 
'this mistaken impression is removed.

The proposed amendment merely 
removes the inhibition against legis­
lative good roads bond issues. There 
is no thought and no possibility o f the 

'legislative burdening the taxpayers 
with an enormous bond issue at the 
next session.

It is the policy o f the executive 
ctmmittee which is behind the cam­
paign to have only 35,000,000 bonds 
issued. The following sessions will 
issue probably ten to fifteen million 
dollars for each two years.

Of course such a campaign even 
following the carrying o f the present 
amendment would be premised upon 
the willingness o f the people to see 
the bonds issued, for it must be borne 

i in mind that the present proposed 
amendment does nothing but open 
the way for such a course, if the peo­
ple want it.

The wholesale inhibition against 
State bond issues was a result o f car­
petbag administration following the 
C vil War. At the time the new State 
constitution was written the State 
lu.d been plunged into debt through 
the tactics o f unscrupulous lawmak 
er: o f the “ scallawag”  type.

At the present time we have a 
highway Commission and a policy 

I committing the State to good roads 
building, with no funds to carry it 

| out. We are not able even to match 
the funds offered by the Federal gov­
ernment for highway contraction.

Senator Sheppard has recently in­
troduced a bill alow ng 3400,^00,000 
more on a Federal highway construc­
tion program. Texas’ share o f thie 
will be eight or ten million dollars, if 

¡Texas can match the Federal appro­
b a t io n s ;  otherwise the Lone Star 
State will get nothing, for the provis­

ion  is laid down in the bill that States 
must cover the amounts dollar for 
dollar.

Much confusion has arisen over the 
¡375,000,000 future used in connection 
¡with the bond issue amendment. This 
is merely the maximum set down in 

.the amendment; this maximum covers, 
l not a single legislative session, but 
the aggregate o f all bond issue# which 
can be voted by the Legislature un­
der the provisions of the amendment, 
ard will, of course, cover a large 
number of sessions o f the Legislature.

The maize market in Colorado is 
holding up wonderfully. Last week 
and this $18 was the average price, 
while towns all around us were pay* 
$12.60, and some of them had no 
market at all. Of course farmers are 
kicking at this price and many of 
them will not sell, saying they are 
■piag to hold for a better market. 
Of course we do not know the future 
ary more than a cat does, but we 
predict that it will be many a day be­
fore maize will 3ell again above $18. 
There are two reasons for this pre­

diction. One is that in the southern 
and western states, where this is the 
stapel feed, big crops have been made 
and there is no market for it. When 
you go to sell maize in the north or 
east, they won’t have ft; they don’t 
know what it is; they think it is no 
good for feed, and if they can get 
anything else they will not buy it. 
This is especially true in a com  coun­
try, where they feed corn all together 
and won’t feed anything else unless 
absolutely forced to do so.

When you look at the market re­
port and see com  down considerably 
under a dollar, and oats at 40 or 60 
cents, you need not be surprised that 
maize goes to $10 per ton. In fact 
under the conditions, $18 is an ex­
ceedingly good price. We don’t 
mean that that is all it is worth, nor 
is it as much as the farmer ought to 
get for it, but if it cannot be handled 
at a profit at this price o f course the 
buyer will offer less. It costs the 
buyer considerable to handle this 
grain, and many o f them are work­
ing on a margin so small that it is 
like walking on thin ice. By the time 
it is threshed, loaded on the cars, and 
in some instances spread out to dry 
or cure before threshing (causing an 
extra handling), the profits at the 
other end are mighty small. And if 
one car should be turned down on ac- 

j count of heating, or being shipped 
I too green, the buyers profits for the 
'season is lost. The farmers of this 
ccunty have been exceptionally fav­
ored this season on their maize mar­
ket from the fact that buyers placed 
some large orders early in the season

“ If you lost— Enough, 
to tell the victor why.”

In most instances the above coup­
let would be enough. Thia week, how- 

.e-'er, we desire to offer some excuse 
for  the Record. A noted speaker once 
said:

Now that 
business is picking up, we ask that 
ycu divide with us, by bearing with 
an occasional shortcoming o f the pa­
per, remembering that no clock, how­
ever good, can strike twelve every 
time. We try to cover the local field, 
and in fact that is all a local paper is 
supposed to do; at least that is what 
most o f our readers want, and expect. 
However, as soon as we can obtyn a 
linotype operator, we expect to im­
prove the paper considerably, not only 
as to size but as to class. In the 
meantime, we know that our big 
hearted readers, many of them who 
h-.ve been with us for fifteen years, 

¡will allow us considerable latitude as
