The nomination was finally accom-:
plished by acclamation at the end of
the forty-fourth ballot and Governor
Cox will go into the official records
as the unanimous choice of his party.

Mode by Acclamation I

Actually, at the time of his nom-
ination, the Ohio Governor had 712%!
votes or 15% less than required two-|
thirds of the convention votes. How-|
ever, when the motion was made to
make his nomination by acclamation
there were half a dozen delegates~
clamoring for the recognition of Sen- | ea
ator Joseph T. Robinson, the chair-‘
man_ in order to register changes in|
their votes, which, if they had been
recorded, would. have given him a|
substantial majority over the requlrcdw
two-thirds. |

Twenty-two ballots were taken dur-!
ing the day and it was not.until mid.!
night that any of them gave promise
of developing a nominee.

Adjournment Sought

On the forty-third ballot, after
Palmer had announced his withdraw-|
al from the race and released his dele-|
gation it became apparent that Gov-
ernor Cox would be the nominee.

It was the first time
that any of the candidates in the
more than two days and nights cof
constant balloting had received a ma-
jority vote. Between the forty- thlrd'
and forty-fourth ballots the Cox peo- |
ple staged a memorable demonstra-!
tion, riotous procession, participated
in by wearily delirius partisans, the
scenes of which will live long in the

The Abilene Reporter Has This to Say
About Our Oil Well

Colorado, Texas, July 5—The T.
& P. No. 1, of the Underwriters’ Pro-
ducing and .Refining Company, ten
miles due west of Colorado, is swab-
bing 85 barrels of 41 gravity black
oil daily from an oil sand at least
105 feet thick and may be good for
500 barrels after being jolted with a
700-quart shot of nitro. Such was the
report made by the West Texas Cham
ber of Commerce here today after its
staff representative W. H, Wright had
been out cn an inspection of the field.

The oil bailed out is being used to
fire the boiler, saving the company
$50 a day for this one item. The 105
foot sand is believed to be the thick-
est ever found in the Southwest. It
ic of adamantine character and hence
will not fully develop its potential pro-
| duction until shot heavily. The ‘juice’
| has been ordered from Cisco and will
be administered immediately that the
oil sand has been penetrated.

The thickness of the sand is quite
bewildering to the oil fraternity.

The well was spudded in February
8, 1920, and despite a few fishing
jobs, unusually fast progress has
been made. Showings of oil were
found at 260 and 440 feet. A gas
pocket was so strong at the lattey
depth as to force water through the
bore for a period of seven weeks.
The drill then went through 1100 feet
of grey and blue lime and suddenly
went in to the oil producing sand.
The well is now drilliny at 2453 feet
without having left the oil sand, and
developing more gas and oil. The
10-inch casing has Leen set.

The Underwriters’ Company has
offices in Tulsa and New York and
will shortly establish offices in this
city, according to L. W. Sandusky,
field superintendent.

The hotels are doing a flush busi- |
ness and opgrators from as far west
as California are coming in. They
all pronounce it as bidding fair to be
a splendid producer when shot. Hun-
dreds of autos daily visit the well.

| enforced. The well’s operations are
open and above-board.

At Westbrook, a small station on
the Texas and Pacific, an oil exchange
has already opened, Leases 2% miles
from the well are reported to be sel-
ling for $40 an acre.

The Chamber of Commerce is ar-
ranging to employ a publicity man to
tell the world of Colorado’s oil. How-
ever, the people are acting conserva-
tively about their new find, not will-
ing to put out dishonest and spur-
jous publicity until the well has been
proved up- Then the wires will be-
gin to work.

In an address here before the Cham
ber of Commerce yesterday, a repre-
sentative of the West Texas Chamber
of Commerce stated that he believed
the well good for 85 barrels a day|
and confident that it would be a good
producer when shot. He stated that
in the Ranger field wells where very
compact sand was found and produced
little by natural flow, the sands gave
up great quantities when shot, more
than the soft sand wells.

The puzzle here is the extreme
depth of the sands, 105 feet, and
more yet to be penetrated. If this

compact sand when shot does as well
as similar sand in Ranger field wells,
a production of many thousands of
barrels might be expected, but since
the richness of the sand is unknown
all operators are merely conjecturing
on the final production figures..
