Selection of a sw eater us-
have decorative trim . Take 
’.me to evaluate the ex tra  cost 
ually depends on several con- 

derations: Individual p re ­
ference. activity of the person, 
clothing budget, and the m e- 
hod of care  the g arm en t will 

require.
Sweaters a re  cu t and sewn 

as in regular fabrics, or are  
haped by full fashioning 

where the designs are  knitted 
to a particu lar shape. The full 
fashion sw eaters a re  m ore ex- 
5>ensive.

Many of today’s sw eaters 
of decorative trim  in relation 
to the service the sw eater w ill 
get and the m aintenance cost. 
The trim  should require the 
same care as the rest of the 
sweater.
The finish around the sw eater 

neck is im portan t. Necks can 
be finished by single o r dou­
ble thickness of ribbing. F o r 
soft yarns, as cashm ere  or 
nylon, a double thickness keeps 
the shape more adequately.

Buttonholes should be of 
fine stitches with w ell-tacked 
ends.

A lw ays read labels ca re ­
fully for care  instructions. 
Jo t down a description of the 
sw eater on the label and file 
it fe r ‘fu tu re  reference. If

sw eaters a re  Inadequately la ­
beled, do not purchase.

Careful laundering of sw ea­
ters  is essential. Wool sw ea­
ters should be washed in cool 
w ater w ith a m ild, n eu tra l 
soap, then  blotted and dried 
flat. Some of the wool fibers 
are  trea ted  chem ically  for 
stability  and are  m achine 
washable. Many of the syn­
thetics m ay be m achine w ash­
ed and dried a t low tem p era t­
ures.

Nonfat d ry  m ilk and skim 
m ilk a re  among the m any 
dairy  loods in abundance now 
es the nation observes Juno
D airy  Month.

These form s of m ilk actual­
ly are  whole m ilk w ith m ost 
of the fa t removed.

Skim m ilk is sold in con­
tainers, house-to-house o r a t 
nearly  all dairy counters, ju s t 
as o ther fluid milks. I t needs 
to be refrigerated  to  s ta y  a t 
its fresh best. Skim  m ilk  
m ay  be used ju st as whole 
milk, a s  a beverage o r  in 
cooking You m ay choose this 
form  of m ilk to reduce c a l­
ories or cost of the finished 
dish, .
