CONSTRUCTION FREIGHT DE­
POT TO COMMENCE THIS WEEK

Colorado's schools will open on 
Monday. September 5th, and tho 
compulsory attendance period wiB 
begin with the opening o f school. 
The law provides thut where the be­
ginning of the compulsory atten­
dance period is not fixed by the lo- 
cal board that it shall begin when 
school begins. The State Superin­
tendent of Schools insists that thia 
law be better inforced this year 
than it has been enforced in some- 
communities during the past few 
years. If each parent and guardian 
will do his duty and see to it that 
each child between the ages of seven 
and fourteen years is kept in school 
each day, unless sickness prevents, 
there will be no friction in carry­
ing out this requirmdnt of the law.. 
To that end, let every one work, and 
start all children to school on the 
first day and keep them in school qt 
least the required five months.

The law also provides that no 
child that comes within the limitn 
set by the legislature, that is between 
seven and fourteen years, shall ho 
employed by any person in any kind 
o f work during school hours. It 
fixes a heavy-penalty for violation 
of this phase of the lnw and makes 
it the duty of the school authorities 
to cause the enforcement of the law 
as it is written.

We hope that Colorado may huva 
the best year’s school of its history 
during 1921-22, and it certainly 
will if every one does his duty. We 
owe nothing less to the children of 
the community, therefore lets all do 
our full duty in the interest o f the 
boys and girls of Colorado.

old boys who defended the lives and 
property of the citizens of Texas. 
Mr. Sackett is hopeful, however, 
that it will not be long until men 
who were in the ranger service will 
be recognized.

“ When it came to the selection of 
the next meeting place, the order 
passed at the last session leaving the 
selection to the executive committee 
was suspended and Weatherford and 
Comancho were placed in nomina-. 
tion and with three exceptions Wea­
therford received all the votes of 
the rangers. This was later made 
unanimous for Weatherford. The 
business of the convention being 
finished the convention adjourned, 
until 8 o ’clock when the members 
met at the tabernacle for and “ ex­
perience meeting."

“ Promptly at 8 o ’clock Comman­
der Green called the house to order 
and after a few preliminary re­
marks introduced the following 
members of the association: Cap­
tain Gillet, Henry Sackett, F. M. 
Peveler and J. O. Allen. These men 
reviewed some o f the engagements 
in which they participated during 
the early days when the red man 
was making the frontier a burden 
for the frontiersmen. There were 
times when it looked as if the white 
man would have to leave the frontier 
of Texas to the red men and the 
bands of thieves and cut throats 
who would raid the settlements and 
leave death and destruction in their 
wake, and had it not <been for the 
loyal and brave rangers who gave 
their time and risked their lives for 
the freedom of the country it is pro­
bable the great West Texas coun­
try would have remained uninhabit­
ed and would not so soon become the 
garden spot of the great State of 
Texas that she is now. Their recitals 
of the many incidents some of which 
in and adjacent to Parker county, 
were indeed interesting. They were 
stirring and at times pathetic, and 
when the old men mentioned the 
death of some of their comrades and 
very dear friends, tear drops would 
trinklc down their wrinkled cheeks 
while alienee prevailed in the au­
dience

“ The Fix-Rangers’ Association of 
Texas which was organized in Wea­
therford on August 1 0 , 1920. has 
experienced a remarkable growth, 
when we consider thdt only men 
who served in the Texas Ranger 
Service prior to 1881 were eligible. 
The organization was perfected by 
the enrolling of thirty-two members 
During the past year Secretary 
Sackett secured thirty-two addition­
al members and at the conventiort 
just closed ten new names were en­
rolled. During the past year the 
last bugle calf was heard by one 
member. I.. I. Hensley of Temple, 
Okln. This leaves a present net 
membership of seventy-three.

“ At the session Friday the laws 
were amended so as to admit wives 
of all living rangers to honorary 
membership. Widows of ex-rangers 
will also he admitted. The law was 
also amended so as to admit men 
who were in the service up to and 
including 1890, and it is anticipated 
that this dill increase the member­
ship. /
