The apex o f the Colorado cotton 
market we» reached Wednesday of 
last week when a price of 24 cents 
per pound was paid for the staple. 
Buyers report that hut little good 
staple cotton has yet been received 
here on account of the pre-matured 
nature of the product as a result of 
the prolonged drouth during the 
growing season. Later picking is 
expected to show an improvement.

Weather for gathering the crop 
continues favorable and as soon as 
pickers cm  be obtained the crop 
will be moving in a large volume. It 
is now expected that the season will 
be much shorter than last year,

At the time these protests were 
filed, road work had just been com- I 
pleted in some parts of the county 
making them at the time in bad con- j 
dition. Since then, however, rains 
have fallen, causing the loose dry 
dirt fills to settle, and the roads have 
been dragged, placing the surface of 
(.he roadways in much better condi­
tion.

The committee was received by 
the court in a hospitable manner and ! 
every assurance given them that it 
was the wish of the court to do all 1 
things within their power to make of ! 
the public road system in Mitchell 
County the best possible with the 
limited finances available. One sec­
tion of the road leading from Colo­
rado to Sterling City, of which com­
plaint had been made, will be work­
ed and put in good condition, just as 
soon as possible, Commissioner U. 
D. Wulfjen of that precinct stated.

Protests as to the alleged condi­
tion of some of the Mitchell Coun­
ty roads caused some of the mem­
bers of the court to draw a compar­
ison as between the public road«; of 
the county and the streets within 
the corporate limits of Colorado. 
“ The worst roads from the east side 
to the west side of Mitchell County 
over the highway, is over the streets 
of Colorado," one member of the 
court stated, to which every one pre­
sent readily agreed.

relunctant to employ an engineer, 
whose services would cost' from 
$3500 to $4000 per annum, because 
none 'fff these counties had a§ good 
thoroughfares as did Mitchell coun­
ty and all, of them were spending 
more money for their maintenance.

A Public Disgrace
There are but few citizens of Col­

orado but who realise that the city 
owns and persists in displaying pro­
minently before the public a dis­
grace in the eyes o f any local citi- 
sen or visitor who comes here. This 
disgrace is becoming more and more 
promiscuous from day to day and 
every day in the week and Sunday 
too, tourists, coming from New Eng­
land. Florida, Oregon, California and 
itermediate states, look upon this 
disgrace, endure it and drive through 
the city wondering why it is that 
Colorado would permit such. And 
these tourists remember the impres­
sion they received here long sfter 
they hsve reached their destination 
and you can bank on the bet that 
they are passing the information 
gathered from what they saw here 
on to others with whom they come 
in contact.

This disgrace to Colorado is de­
picted in the condition of the

Training, Economics and other sub­
jects dealing with some of the essen­
tials of success of the pupil after 
leaving the school. In the words of 
Prof. King: “ Train both the mind
and hands of the student." Such 
a building will cost a little more 
than an ordinary ward building 
would cost, but the people o f this 
city have already demonstrated 
their progressive spirit, and would, 
The Record believes, vote bonds by 
an almost unanimous count for such 
a building suggested. Colorado In­
dependent should vote $100.000 in 
bonds with which to provide school 
facilities for the children', and the 
time to inaugurate a campaign is 
now— not next spring or summer 
when it shall have become too late 
to afford any relief for another year.

The Record hears of complaints 
registered against the school board 
because of some conditions con­
fronting the schools of the city, most­
ly because of the crowded nature 
of the class rooms. These complaints 
are wholly unjustifiable, since the 
school board has done everything 
within its power to meet thi* pro­
blem. A few months ago they ap­
pealed to the public for assistance 
and the result was a bond election 
for $30,000 with which to construct 
a new ward school. Through a tech- 
nality, made so through passage of 
an Act of the Thirty-Seventh Legis­
lature, and the provisions of which 
were at the time unknown to the 
board, the Attorney General annul- 
ed the transcript and the issue was 
lost. It was then too late to ask for 
another election and build and equip 
a building for this term of school.

Summming up reports of the pres­
ident and secretary of the Colorado 
Chamber of Commerce as made be­
fore the annual business meeting 
held Thursday night dt last week, 
we might note a number of accom­
plishments that have either direct­
ly or indirectly been o f material 
worth to the city and county.

That the Chamber of Commerce 
has followed a policy o f conservatism 
was fully explained and such a pol­
icy the Record believes, was the 
more commendable o f an(y intent 
o f the Chamber to permit fabricat­
ed reports o f conditions or pros­
pect* here to sift through its office 
out upon the public.

It is much better from any angle 
that we might consider, that the 
Chamber sought to always be frank 
and relate actual facts in all adver­
tising matter and in correspondence 
dealing with Colorado and the Colo­
rado territory.

AUTOMOBILE TURNS TURTLE 

FROM COLORADO BRIDGE

An automobile driven by Ben 
Horn of five or six miles northwest 
of Colorado crashed over the em­
bankment at the east approach to the 
Colorado bridge Monday at 8 p. m. 
but none of the seven occupants were 
injured beyond slight bruises.

With his family and a Miss Adams 
Mr. Horn was leaving the city for 
home and just before reaching the 
bridge saw an automobile driven by 
Joe H. Smoot approaching from the 
West. Horn stopped his machine 
until Mr. Smoot had passed and in 
starting up again steered too far 
to the right, the car falling from the 
bridge and landing several feet be­
low upside down.

The top was completely smashed 
but small additional damage was 
done to the car.
