Herds that hed reactor ani­
mals wiien the cattle herds 
over the entire county were 
tested for htis dread animal 
disease two years ago will bo 
tested as well as enough other 
herd to equal at least 20 per­
cent of the herds over the 
county.

This testing is necessary in 
order to comply with the reg­
ulations and to be eligible for 
re-certification as a clean 
county, according to County 
Agriculture Agent J .
