we were somewhat surprised Friday |

mnight when he made this statement:

*“The Ku Klux Klan is bringing
more young men to Christ than any
other organization.” As to whether
he made an error as to what he in-
tended to say or was possessed with
the spirit suggested in the statement
we do not know.,

Like all those who would refresh
the great desert in America caused
by the Volstead Act, Henry made an
eloquent plea for the people to take
things into their own hands before
the Federalists take more of our
“personal” liberties away., His plea

Halff of Midland has been advocat.

this way before long. Pecos, Reeves,
Ward and several other counties in
the Pecos.

Many counties on the Plains have
demonstrated the possibilities of ir-
rigation from wells, as almost an
unlimited supply of water is to be
had at shallow depths in most of the
Plains counties. In many sections of
Mitchell county this kind of irriga.
tion could be carried on successfully
as well as irrigation from the Colo-
rado river in some localities. While
Mitchell County is in the rain belt
and a complete crop failure is im-

probable, for the raising of truck
and small fruits irrigation is very
desireable.

Reclamation on a scale larger than
was ever dreamed of before, will
be made possible if the bill known

all in one year, as it will take several
years to build up a working organi.
zation of sufficient magnitude to

handle such a tremendous under-
taking.
The bond issue will be spread

over a series of seven or eight years
not to exceed $50,000,000 to be
issued in any one year, This is less
than the price of one battleship, and
yet the plan involved in this bill, it
is estimated, will within the next
thirty years provide for an expendi.
ture of $2,000,000,000 in reclaim-
ing arid and swamp lands within the
United States, without the cost of
a single penny to the federal gov.
ernment,

This seemingly impossible feat is
accomplished by what is known as a
revolvin g fund. The bill provides
that any district or political subdi-
vision, having lands to reclaim may
issue bonds to cover the estimated
cost of the project. These bonds are
to be placed in escro with the fed-
eral land board, and the project con. |
structed out of the reclamation fund
which is created by the bond issue
provided for by this bill. After the
project is constructed and in oper.
ation, the bonds are then sold on
the open market and the proceeds of
the fund returned to the reclamation
fund to be used over again in the
construction of other projects, and
at the end of 30 years the original
United States bond issue is gradual.
ly retired out of the repayments
made by the district.

‘Reclamation is thus made to ul-
timately finance itself, the govern.
ment merely lending its credit dur-

ing the construction period, and
while the project is getting on its
feet,

Texas would be the largest user
of this service. That is, Texas has
more land subject to reclamation
than any other state in the Union.
There are vast areas of land in
Texas, particularly in the coast
country that can be
drainage, which is provided for in
the Smith.-McNary bill, in addition
to the millions of acres of land in
Western Texas that could be re-
claimed by irrigation projects.
