W EEVIL CONTROL IS FOUND
CLAIMS FLORIDA EXPERT

• îainesville, Fla., Nov. 1 I. De­
velopments o f a satisfactory method 
of controlling the boll weevil on 
short staple or upland eotton was an­
nounced here tonight by Dr. Wilmot 
Newell, plant commissioner for the 
state board and director of the Uni­
versity of Florida experimental sta­
tion.

Dr. Newell’s announcement was 
made as the result o f the successful 
culmination of research work by Geo. 
D. Smith, associate entomologiid, 
conducted under the auspices of the 
state plant board.

The ntothod involves a principle in 
boll weevil control heretofore not  ̂
recognized by other investigators, j  
Dr. Newell stated, and he added that i 
the total cost of treatment, labor | 
included, does not exceed $1.60 or | 
$2 an acre. In the fields treated, the . 
cotton crop in nearly every instance 
hks been as large as that obtained 
prior to the advent o f the weevil.

While some poison is usod the 
amount is comparatively small. Dr. 
Newell said by means o f the improved 
method a cotton field is cleared of 
practically all boll weevils early in 
June and remains in that condition 
for several weeks. During this period 
a good crop of bools is set without 
weevil interference.

Both the state plant board and the 
experiment station will isaue immed­
iately bulletins on the improved 
method of control.
