j Out in southern California a dam 

is being constructed across a canyon 
on a ranch a t the headwaters of a 
small stream. It is to cost $650,000 
and the lake to be created will cover 
about 6,000 acres of land and hold 
66,000,000,000 gallons of water, cn- 

I ough to irrigate 28,000 acres of 
i fruits, or 35,000 acres if the land 
I be devoted to general farm ing.
1 The importance of the project is 
indicated by form ation of a company 
capitalized at $7,500,000, which has 
taken over the ranch of 48,000 acres 
and will build the dam and laterals 
and convert the property into a great 
irrigated farm . It is estimated that 
an acre of irrigated land will pro­
duce nearly one carload of fru it a 
year and other crops in like pro­
portion.

W hat is possible in Southern Cali­
fornia is possible in W est Texas and 
more Every r.oiuity’, |h as  its

' damsites a t the head of canyons with 
I large natural basins stretching out 
j above where flood w aters could be 
gathered in varying quantities. Such 
dams might call fo r an expenditure 
of $60,000 or $100,000 and impound 
enough w ater to irrigate 1,000 acres 
Or the cost might be $500,000 and 
15,000 acres or 20,000 acres of land 
be irrigated. Again, the cost might 
be $1,000,000 or more, resulting in 
the impounding of enough w ater to 
irrigate 30,000 or 40,000 acres or 
more.

It should be an easy m atter to ob­
tain the capital for such projects if 
landowners in the section to be bene- 
fitted merge their interests and 

I share in the benefits. Not only will 
j they participate in the profits en- 
hanced by irrigation, but protection 

\ from floods will be afforded to 
thousands of acres of bottom lands.

MiiU'ral Wells. Cisco and Abilene
