SECRETARY DAVIS SEES
PROSPERITY AHEAD

WASHINGTON, April 2.—In a
comparison of present industrial con-
ditions with those which existed on
April 1 a year ago, Secretary Davis
predicted today that, with the ex-
ercise of caution, the country should
have a “continued périod of substan-
tial prosperity that will put behind
us the whole era of depression which
followed the war.”

The Labor Secretary also predict-
ed that with accumulating of coal
stocks during the coming summer
there would not only be an abund-
ant coal supply for all needs next
fall and winter, but a “more normal”
market price as compared with last
winter,

Continuing the statement in part
said:

“Outside of the coal industry,
pessimism rather than optimism pre-
vailed in the other basic industries
one year ago today.

“Prior to that time the unemploy-
ed had numbered approximately 5,-
000,000; today that number is reduc-
ed to normal.

“One year ago the steel industry’s
unfilled tonaage was less than 4,

000,000 tons; today it is nearly 8,-|

000,000 tons. The former is the basis
of dull business, while the latter
means ‘full steam ahead.’

“The copper industry, on Apwril |
1, 1922, was almost down and out|

as most of the mines, mills and

smelters were idle, due to unsold |

stocks and poor market; today stocks
have been depleted and production is
fast approaching the best records of
the war period.

“The same is largely true of the
textile and allied industries. April
1, 1922, found overloaded shelves
with unsold goods and strikes brew-
ing which finally involved 80,000
workers before the summer was over
today empty shelves, plenty of work,
no strikes and both employer and
employes sharing in the general pros-
perity.

Despite the threats of industrial
depression there has been but little
reduction of the general wage level
throughout industry, and today the
trend of wage scales is upward. Dur-
ing the last four months wage in-
creases have been reported in prac-
tically all of the forty-three industr-
ies covered by the Bureau of Labor
Statistics.

“The outlook seems to justify op-
timism so far as the immediate fu-
ture is concerned. If we exercise
every caution and do not become so
overenthusiastic with the turning of
the tide that we lose rational control
there seems to be no reason why we
should not now enjoy a. continuing
period of substantial prosperity that
will put behind us the whele era of
depression which followed the war.

“That is merely an idea of your
own and one that will not go very
far in this court,” County Judge Hall
