expected to assume definite forma­
tion within the near future, and is 
expeetd to be largely sponsored by 
the cotton growers themselves.

In speaking of the attractiveness 
of such an industry for Mitchell 
county, the Farmers Gin Company 
was cited by anjnterested citixen as 
to the real merits of the people pro­
viding the facilities for preparing 
their raw materials for market.

An expression from a number of 
local business men indicate that Col­
orado will be ready to co-operate 
fully with the interests of the county 
as a whole in promoting a mill here. 
A mill of 10,000 spindles, to manu­
facture duck and coarse cotton yams 
could be erected at a cost of approxi­
mately 1600,000, and under provis­
ions of a special act of the legislature 
affecting this type of industry, only 
ten per cent of the capitalisation 
would have to be paid in at the time 
of incorporation. All other corpora­
tions are required to pay in fifty per 
cent of the capitalisation before in­
corporating under the laws of Texas.

The meeting was called to order 
by S. H. Hart, who introduced W. 
S. Cooper of Colorado as chairman 
of the meeting In a brief preliminary 
address, Cooper outlined some of 
the mutual advantages of an organi­
zation similar to the Pioneer Club 
and was profuse in his praise of the 
progressive work being done by 
ladies of that community through 
their organization.

HYMAN. THE GROWING PART
OP MITCHELL COUNTY

The writer had aoareely keard of 
the community of Hyman until laat 
Friday evening, hot waa very much 
impressed with the fine spirit of co­
operation and enthusiasm manifasted 
by ita citizens in all community inter­
ests. The occsion which brought them 
together at that particular time was 
one of their regular semi-monthly 
meetings of the literary society. The 
meeting place was at the school house 
which is there aa it should be in 
many more rural districts, the com­
munity center. All ages from small 
children to white-haired mothers took 
part in a li\sly program which was 
well rendered and enjoyed by a house 
full of people. The visitors noted 
were a young lady teacher and her 
father from Lubbock, Mrs. Ham­
monds and children from the Payne 
community, Mr. Perry T. Brown of 
Westbrook, S. C. Harris and wife of  ̂
Loraine, Hal Bennett and wife o|4wo 
miles north of Loraine.

The people who live there are 
owners of farms which have boen 
cut out of the H. S. ranch. The whole 
community has grown up like an oil 
town or a mushroom, ao to apeak, al­
most in a night. An important date 
with them is August 4, 1923, at which 
time the last of the required number 
of voters became eligible to vote 
bonds for the erection of a school 
house. Thirteen votes were cast in the 
election which was held under a 
brush arbor and celebrated by a big 
barbecue and a number of visitors 
in attendance. The building which is 
modern in every respect and alao 
nicely equipped, was completed at a 
coat of 12,600 and one teacher was 
hired to teach the thirteen chil^^an 
of scholastic age during the I4st 
term. The scholastics including few 
transfers, number 80 at the present 
time. Two teachers will be hired for 
another year. A gasoline filling sta­
tion has been put in'near the school 
house, a store and post office with 
Mrs. Harry Hyman aa poatmistress 
are planned for the near future.

Their record along religious lines 
is equally unusual. l,aat year under 
the brush arbor a Sunday school was 
started with very few members. ’The 
enrolled is now 113 with about 80 In 
regular attendance. They have two 
regular preaching days, the 1st and 
2nd Sundays. Four protracted meet­
ings are billed for this summer.

Taking the community as whole or 
individually, I should say it has the 
finest bunch of folks I have had the 
pleasure of seeing in some time. They 
are all wide-awake, fulL of pep and 
much given to hospitality. Wc were 
glad to find some old friends and 
schoolmates of our childhood days out 
there.

Anyone who wants to be royally 
entertained, laugh a lot and see the 
living example of a growing com­
munity just go to Hyman in the ex­
treme southwestern part of Mitchell 
county.

He held the lines and cracked 
the whip and hte trained ponies pranc­
ed around the ring and Jumped thru 
the hoops at hte will. Marshall Hicks 
of San Antonio—wet old Santón»— 
who was also an enemy to prohibition 
when prohibition teta were making a 
fight for a dry Texas, he was the 
chairman of tho convention and was 
aelected to head the delegation to 
New York. Zeke Marvin of Dallas 
Grand Dragon or some such hideous 
animal of the Realm of Texaa, sat 
on the platform and watched Hanger 
run the show. John Mathis of Hous­
ton. the man who fought prohibition 
in the legislature and out of tha leg­
islature to the last ditch waa made 
one of the delegatoe^at-larga. Tha 
only congreaaman, ,jve believe, who 
waa placed on the delegation was 
John N. Gamer, one of the few Tex­
as congressmen who opposed prohibi­
tion and woman suffrage. U. S. Sen­
ator Earle B. Mayfield was placed 
on the delegation while Senator Mor­
ris Sheppard was left at home. The 
name of Harper N. Kirby of Austin 
was submitted to the convention as a 
delegate but he waa elected to Stay at 
home—Kirby who spent big money to 
put Texas in the dry column and who 
waa one of the leaders of the dry 
forces.

Poison Mask For Crosshoppors
(By R. R. Reppert, Entomogolist)

I While the poison mash advised for 
Igraashoppers is obUining ganerally 
good results! we have several com­
plaints tflat it was ineffective. In 
every one of these instances we have 
found that directions in mixing and 
applying in some respect or other 
had not been carefully carried out. 
In ore case the farmer had allowed 
the druggist to convince him that 
calcium arsenate would do as a poi­
son instead of the white arsenic. Be 
sure that what you get ia “white ar­
senic" -or Paris Green.

In another instance the bran mash 
had been put in pilea over a small 
part of the field. The poison mash 
we have advised has been used for 
many years in many states and under 
all Conditions and secures the best 
result- when sown thinly and evenly 
over the cnllre Inrested area, l^on’t 
think that you have unusual condi­
tions that require a departure from 
our recommendations.

In another instance water taken 
from a barrel formerly conUining 
creosote stock dip was used to mix 
the mash. The odor of creosote in 
this water was so pronounced as to 
repel the grasshoppers. Lemons are 
used to attract the insecU to the bait, 
and the use of such water serves to 
neutralize this attraction. .

Other mistakes are doubtlesa be­
ing made on varioua farms. The a- 
bove instances will give point to our 
statement, expressed in our former 
letter, “to mix and apply the bran 
mash effectively as directed, leaving 
out no part.” We may add "«nd 
putting nothing elae in."

Another thing to be said in con­
nection writh thia formula is that re- 
sulta, as indicated by dMd graacbop- 
pera, should not be expected too eoon. 
Very few graeshoppera dia from the 
effects ef the poison the first twenty- 
four houra, and i  ̂ will not he until 
the second day that n great nMny 
doad graaahoppors are found. They 
srill continue to die from ^  «ff««ti 
of poisoning for n week or more.

*To educate the head, the bandi 
and the heart should be the aim o f 
every present day school,’* E. Prank 
King superintendent of the Colorado 
schools, writes in a communication 
to the Colorado Chamber of Com­
merce, urging co-operation of the 
organization in sponsoring the plac­
ing of course of vocational, educa­
tion in the Colorado schools. The 
superintendent suggests that three 
departmenta be added. Domestic 
arts and science for girls and manual 
training for boys.

“Our schools are not meeting the 
demands of the public in that they 
are not offering these cour.^es,’’ he 
continues. “Schools in towns not  ̂
nearly so large as Colorado are of­
fering these courses, and some of 
thorn have been for years, and they 
are ,abte to hold through the high 
school course many boys and girls 
whom otherwise would nev^r have 
gone much beyond the grammar 
school. Colorado cannot afford to let 
its schools lag,"

Cost of adding the course would 
approximate 86,000 annually, in ad­
dition to the initial expense of equip­
ping class rooms and work shops for 
the same, according to an estimate 
of the school board. King states that 
the State Department of Education 
would bear half the expense of the 
additional teachers salaries to be re­
quired.

Both tho school board and the 
Chamber of Commerce are very much 
interested in the proposed course and 
have given the suggestion of the 
superintendent full endorsement. 
Hower, because of a lack of avail­
able funds, it will l>e impossible to 
add the course this y ^ r .

High 
fertility Is deslruble, aud iniubatlon 
should be carried out in aueh a way 
that as many of the eggs aa ja»«stt»ie 
will hatch. Naturally, the vighr of th 
breeding stock ami the manner 'n 
which It has been manageil will deter­
mine in large degree tlte quality of 
the hatching eggs.

The eggs should be Collected reg­
ularly every day and kept In u room 
at a temjwrature of from 60 degm 's 
to 00 degrees K. They should be 
turned every day, but ahould be 
handled carefully and ahould not be 
kept for over two weeks.

The period of Incubation of turkey 
eggs la 28 days, and the method of 
Incubation Is much the same as with 
chicken eggs. Turkey eggs can l>e In- 
cfibnted tinder chicken hens, turkey 
hens, or In Incubators. If cblcken bena 
are used to Incubate turkey egga, 
care must be takeu not to give the 
hen too many egga, as from 9 to 12 
are quite aufflclent, depending upon 
the also of the lien aa well as the 
else of the eggs.

The symptoms are similar to a cold 
In the windpip« or bronchitis.

abdomen, long body, full breast sad 
propor developawat. Don't buy a cull 
or moagral at any price. Tbea mete 
him up to a' dosen of your very beet 
hens; late moulten with lots of room 
la the rear end soft, flexible hodlea. 
The result should he better pullets.—
