POSTMASTER BRENNAND AN­
NOUNCES NEW POSTAL RATES

Increased postal rates effective on 
April 16, 1926 will be as follows:

First class mail— Private mailing 
cards 2c each. Postal carda purchased 
from post office in which the stamp 
ia a part of the card, Ic each. No 
other changes.

Second class mail— Second class 
mail mailed by publisher, reading 
portion m e  per pound. Portion de 
voted to advertising is as follows:
. First and second sones, 2c per 
pound; third sone, 8c per pound; 
fourth sone, 6c per pound; fifth and 
sixth zones, 6c per pound, seventh 
and eighth zones, 9c per popnd. No 
other changes.

Second class matter mailed other 
than by publisher or news agents 
shall be 2c for each two ounces or 
fraction thereof for weights not ex­
ceeding eight ounces, and for weights 
exceeding eight ounces the weights 
applicable to fourth class matter shall 
be applicable.

Third class mail— Merchandise knd 
printed matter and other mailable 
matter, except that of the first and 
second classes not exceeding eight 
ounces in weight. Mail matter of the 
third class shall. include books, cir­
culars and other matter wholly in 
print (except second class matter), 
proof sheets, corrected proof sheets, 
and manuscript copy accompanying 
same, merchandise (including farm 
and factory products) and all other 
matter not included in the first or 
second or fourth class. The rate of 
postage thereon shall be IVkc for 
each two ounces or fraction there­
of, up to and including 8 ounces in 
weight except that the rate of post­
age on books, cataloga, seeds, cut- 
tintrs. bulbs, roots, scions, and plants 
not exceeding eight ounces in weight 
shall-be Ic for each two ounces or 
fraction thereof.

Fourth elaas mail shall weigh in 
excess of eight ounces. The ratee are 
as now established except that in 
addition a service charge of two cents 
per package ia required to be paid 
by the aendar at tina« of mailing, ax- 
eept paekagee mailed upon a rural 
route, there bs!ag no service charge 
for such packagea.

In additio« the package awy ro- 
ceive the tame earefol expeditíeos 
haadling aa matter of tho first dam 
by tha payment of an additioaai 28c 
above the poetage and aerviee charge.

Registered mail— The fee for regw

istered mail shall be not leas than 
l5c nor more than 20c in addition 
to the regular postage. If a return 
receipt is desired an additional charge 
of 3c shall be paid by the tender.

Insurance fees are slightly in­
creased on insured mail.

C. O. D. mail fees are slightly in­
creased.

Money order fees are increased in 
some instances and decreased in oth­
ers.

Full information will be furnished 
upon application at the post office.

Large users of postal cards are 
especially cautioned to inquire aa to 
changes in rates.

.Users of registered mail should be 
well informed so as to not cause im­
portant mail to be delayed on account 
of insufficient postage or registry 
fees.

Increased postal rates effective on 
April 16, 1925 will be as follows:

First class mail— Private mailing 
cards 2c eSch. Postal cards purchased 
from post office in which the stamp 
is a part of the card, Ic each. No 
other changes.

Second class mail— Second cía» 
mail mailed by publisher, reading 
portion 1H c per pound. Portion de 
voted to advertising is as follows:
. First and second sones, 2e per 
pound; third zone, 3c per pound; 
fourth zone, 6c per pound; fifth and 
sixth zones, 6c per pound, seventh 
and eighth zones, 9c per pojind. No 
other changes.

Second class matter mailed other 
than by publisher or news agents 
shall be 2c for each two ounces or 
fraction thereof for weights not ex­
ceeding eight ounces, and for weights 
exceeding eight ounces the weights 
applicable to fourth class mstter shall 
be applicable.

Third class mail— Merchandise knd 
printed matter and other mailable 
matter, except that of the first and 
second classes not exceeding eight 
ounces in weight. Mail matter of the 
third class shall. include books, cir­
culars and other matter wholly in 
print (except second class matter), 
proof sheets, corrected proof sheets, 
and manuscript copy accompanying 
same, merchandise (including farm 
and factory products) and all other 
matter not included in the first or 
second or fourth class. The rate of 
posUge thereon shall be IH c for 
each two ounces or fraction there­
of, up to and including 8 ounces In 
weight except that the rate of post­
age on books, catalogs, seeds, cut­
tings, bull», roots, scions, and plants 
not exceeding eight ounces in weight 
shall be le for each two ounces or 
fraction thereof.

A debt discovered to be worthless 

and charged o ff the books of the tax­
payer for the year 1924 may be de­
ducted from the grovs income in com­
puting net income for that year. The 
return must ahow evidence ,-of the 
manner in which the worthleasneae of 
the debt w‘as discovered and that ordi­
nary and legal mean» for iu  collec­
tion have been or would be unavail­
ing.

Bad debts may be deducted in 
w'hole or in part. When deducted, 
the taxpayer must be able to show 
with o reasonable degree of certain­
ty the amount uncollectible.

A valid debt proved to be worth­
less may not always be a proper de­
duction. For example, unpaid 
amounts representing wages, rentals, 
or similar items are not allowed as 
deductions unless included ms gross 
income In the creditor’s return for 
the year in which the deduction is 
sought or in a previous year.

for cattle raising, horses, sheep and 
goats. However, within the past few 
years the industry has grown and 
grown, and now it is regarded as the 
safest cotton country to be found 
anywhere.

The fact that most of West Texas, 
if not all, is free from weevil and 
other insect infection, has made it 
more interesting for the farmer. The 
large ranches have been cut up, and 
there have been instances within the 
past few years where farmers more 
than paid for their land with the first 
crop.

Recently T, B. Yarbrough, a Texas 
banker, wrote an interesting review 
of the conditions in Texas for the 
Industrial Digest of New York. In 
this review, Mr. Yarbrough caUed 
attention to the westward and north­
ward trend of eotton, and predicted 
that the cattle industry will drift 
back to East Texas, while West Tex­
as will be the center of agriculture 
and cotton production.

We want to stress this point, how­
ever, West Texas is not to be classi­
fied SB s cotton country exculsively. 
In fact. West Texas is possibly ona 
of the most diversified sections to be 
found anywhere, growing wheat, oats 
rye, barley, broom com, com, maize, 
alfalfa, sorghum grains and fruits. 
It is one of the greatest poultry and 
dairying sections in the country. In 
other words. West Texas is not de* 
pendent upon the cotton industry en­
tirely.

In order that you can see what 
Mr. Yarbrough has to say in this re­
view, we are reproducing below:

"(Jotton— the ‘surprise’ of Texas, 
has been the thorough demonstration 
that West and Northwest Texas Is 
more suitable to the raising of cotton 
than in the eastern and southern por­
tion of the state, this being occasion­
ed by the fact that the boll weevil, 
the inset recognized as the arch 
enemy of this commodity, can not 
exist in the higher altitude of this 
section of the state.*

“ The continual catting up of the 
large ranches in this portion of the 
state and placing them on the market 
in smaller tracts for farming pur­
poses leads one to believe that event­
ually 'East will be West' and ‘ West 
will bo East.' In other words, the 
cattle industry of the state will grad­
ually drift to the east and be in 
smaller numbers on a great many 
farms in East Texas, and the west 
and northwest will be the cotton pro­
ducing part of the State. The past 
season there has been a bumper cot­
ton crop produced in this territory 
snd good prices have prevailed. It 
has occurred in a number of instances 
in this past season where a farmer 
has purchased a tract of land on 
credit and from the returns of one 
cotton crop he has paid for this land 
and made enough money to purchase 
sn additional farm. The next season 
will see for this territory the largest 
acreage planted in cotton than ever 
before in its history.”— Radford Gro­
cery News.

operative marketing association.

The success of farm-bureau co­
operative marketing depends largely, 
of course, upon the farmers them­
selves working together. However, 
since the farmer’s chief difficulty 
lies in the business end of his in­
dustry, in which he is usually at least 
trained— that is, marketing his out­
put— the need of expert assistance 
along that line is apparent. There­
fore I bespeak the unstinted co-oper- 
alion of the business and profession­
al men of Texas in furthering the 
aims of the farm bureau enterprise.

The farm bureau organization is 
officered by some of the best farmer- 
business brains of this‘ country. It 
has been my observation that they 
rank high jn business and farming 
talents. Already they have done much 
toward securing for members of the 
association the best market, price for 
their products. Their warehouse pro­
gram for the storing of their products 
and the issuance of securities against 
them has been well organized and 
well regulated. Financing thereupon 
has been solved.

The cost of agricultural produc­
tion, lumber, steel, wool, cattle^ or 

other commodity is varied at a

Intive marketing system adds one 
formidable soldier to the cause. Con­
trol of production is the life fluid 

I of the farmer’s requirements. Once 
¡he controls the marketing of even 
¡half of the cotton production, specu- 
! lation and gambling in cotton will dis- 
' appear instantly without any legisla­
tion.

I Faith and confidence in co-opera- 
'tive marketing will be established by 
the efficiency farm bureau opera­
tives, and by convincing the farmer, 
through results, of the value of co- 

ioperative marketing to himself. Once 
faith and confidence are established, 
the volume of production will find its 
way to the marketing bureau; the 
farmer will see to that. The co-oper­
ative marketing bureau then will fix 
Its price upon proper economic laws, 
which will afford the producer fair 
and profiUble returns, and prices no 
longer will be fixed by speculators 
interested only in running the mar­
kets up or down for personal gain.

The farm bureau co-operative mar­
keting project undoubtedly is here to 
stay— and to grow. Its growth and 
benefits to the country will be hast­
ened in accordance with *the co-oper- 
ntion given it. Every business and 
professiopal man in the land should 
bpcome a firm and fast alley to co­
operative marketing for the, agricul­
tural producers of this country, par­
ticularly the cotton producer of Tex- 
afl.

Co-operative marketing, if carried 
out to the zenith of its possibilities, 
not only will insure the permanent 
prosperity of the country, but wilt 
bring the dawn of a new day for the 
farmer—such a day as was visioned 
by that immortal of the old South, | 
Henry W. Grady, when he said:

"Whenever the former in the

This information came to light this 
week in an old letter left at this of­
fice by D. H. Snyder. The letter was 
written by Raymond & Whitis, Aus­
tin bankers, to Snyder’s father, D. 
II. Snyder, Sr., then at Salt Lake 
City, Utah, with a herd of cattle on 
the range. The letter was dated at 
Austin May 12, 1873, written in long 
hand with pen and ink and is per­
fectly legible today.

The banking firm w"fere addressing 
Mr. Snyder concerning a large cattle 
loan which’ they had advanced him. 
From the communication it is seen 
that conditions in Texas were not 
good during that year and many of 
the cattlemen were either driving 
their herds to pasture in other parts 
of the United States or o ff to mar­
ket, which was described as being 
very uncertain and low. Snyder was 
paying 3 per cent per month on the 
loans.

In speaking of crop conditions in 
Texas, the writer said:

"The crops are very backward, 
and does not look very promising—  
everything now depending upon sum­
mer rains, which you know as a rule 
are not reliable. The grasshoppers 
have just commenced leaving, hav­
ing in many counties destroyed all 
crops.’ ’
