SLEET, SNOW AND MIST MELTS
AS IT FALLS, AFFORDING
NEEDED MOISTURE

Colorado and this section of West
Texas was blanketed with snow
Thursday and in early afternoon a
fine mist which had fallen most of
the day, was still coming from the
sky. Owing to the temperature be-
ing above freezing the snow. was
melting almost as rapidly as it fell.
This was particularly true as to the
streets in the business district where
heavy traffic was passing. Hardly
any snow. remained on these thor-
oughfares at one o'clock Thursday
afternoon.

The precipitation began falling
soon after nightfall Wednesday and
continued with slight interruption
throughout the night. Some sleet fell
during the early part of the night,
to be followed with rain and then
snow. The thermometer was hover-
ing around thirty degrees early
Thursday morning but with the pass-
ing of the day a gradual moderation
was vecorded.

Indications Thursday afternoon
were that the semi-blizzard weather
was to continue through the day and
possibly Thursday night. This is the
heaviest snow to fall at Colorado
this Winter,

Progress in both development and
production in the oil field is tempo-
rarily tied up to a considerable ex-
tent from the blizzard weather, Wat.
er pipes were reported frozen Thurs.
day and owing to the cold few field
crews engaged in laying pipe lines,
constructing dikes and other outside
work were on the job.

The rain and snow came as a big
boon to the farmers, many of whem
have already completed breaking
their fields. The moisture failed in
putting out a good season but is be-
lieved to have left the soil in good
shape for further Winter plowing.
With passing of the freeze, breaking
and listing will be the order of the
day in the country.

The cold snap came as the sequel
to one or two days of ideal Indian
Summer weather, The first of this
week was typical of weather condi-
tions for May. Tuesday afternoon a
gradual drop in temperature was
noted and the thermometer contin-
ued to seek lower levels until Wed-
nesday night when snow, rain
out of doors Thursday morning was
enveloped in a heavy blanket of snow
and ice.

Several interesting episodes were
enacted by pedestrians on the down
town streets early Wednesday morn-
ing. The side walks and paved
streets were so slippery that walk-
ing was negotiated with difficulty,
and several people suddenly found
their lower limbs high in the air and
the head coming violently into eon-
tact with terra firma.

The public road system of Texas,
already groggy from the mauling it
has received during the last few
months, was given almost a knock-
out blow by the decision of the Unit-
ed States Supreme court holding
that road districts were invalid be-
cause they lacked special legislative
approval,

As we understand it from the
comment of attorneys and state of-
ficials, road bonds issued by entire
counties are not involved, only the
special road district bonds in one
or more precincts, or portions of pre-
cinets, being affected by the adverse
decision. In that case, Taylor coun-
ty’s most recent issue of road bonds
are not involved, but a number of its
neighboring counties are. Callahan
and Jones counties, for example, cre-
ated special road districts and voted
bonds for highway construction. It
is estimated that between 756 and
100 million dallars in road bonds are
affected in the state. v

The decision means in effect, that
bond holders cannot collect their
money. They stand to lose tens of
millions of dollars.

However, we do not believe the
people of any road district in Texas
will stand for that, We believe they
will go ahead and liquidate their
bhonds in one way or another, without
loss to the buyers. The attorney for
the property owners who won their
case before the United States su-
preme court stated that in his opin-
i1on the legislature could meet and
validate every road district bond is-
sue in the state, thus protectmg the
bond buyers from loss,

Whatever the outcome may be, the
decision is a momentous one and will
have the effect of tying up, tempo-
rarily at least road work in many dis-
tricts., It might be-possible for coun-
ties affe by the decision to call
new e ns and spread the road

THE DECLARATION CHAMBER

The Declaration Chamber in Inde-
pendence Hall in Philadelphia will be
a shrine of historical interest for vis-
itors to tae Sesquicentennial Inter-
national Exposition, opening June 1,
1926, because of the fact that a
series of tableaux depicting histori-
cal events of one hundred and fifty
years ago will be given within the
actial confines of the room.

The Chamber an excellent example
of English Renaissance architecture,
of the Georgian period, retains the
original interior panelling and decor-
ations, some of which have been re-
moved. A portrait of George Wash-
ington hangs over the entrance door
and was painted from life during the
war by James Peale. The furniture
is the original of that used by the
Congress from 17756 to 1781. The
silver inkstand used in signing the
Declaration is a precious exhibit in
the Chamber,

The Assembly of the Province of
Pennsylvania in October, 1736 was
the first group to occupy the Cham-
ber,

Its use by the Assembly continued
for a period of 39 years, up to the
Revolution, when the
Congress convened there.

On July 4, 1776 the Declaration
of Independence was passed in the
Chamber. On that day the docu-

Continental |§

June 14, 1777 Congress adopted the
American flag. The Federal Con-
vention convened to frame a Ceonsti-
tutien. The bodies of John Quincy
Adams, Henry Clay and Abraham
Lineoln lay in state there.

Reproduction of some of these ev-
ents will be a part of the pageantry
features planned during the exposi-
tion.

tion. Even though the land be bet-!
ter adapted for cotton than for any-|
thing else, and even though the farm |
equipment be only a pair of cotton
mules and a few plows and hoes, still
thére is a serious question whether
cotton production will pay this year
if the producer is to depend upon
cofton alone for all that his fnmily’

and farm require for subsistence,

¥There are times when wise manu-
facturers find it more profitable, or
less of ‘a loss, to shut down than to
operate,” he stated.

“It is not. intended to suggest that
cotton farmers ‘shut down’, but only,
to present the point that heedless
production of cotton this year may
cause great loss to the producer.

“Although Texas produced a eom-
paratively small crop in 1925, a large
acreage and favorable weather in
most of the Cotton Belt brought a
total yield of approximately 15,600,-
000 bales and that appears to be
quite all that the cotton mills of the
world can use in a year—if, indeed,
it is not a little more than they will
use. As a consequence
several dollars a bale less than
this time last year when it becs
definitely known that the total crop
of 1924 was not quite as large as
the mills actually needed for a year's
spinning. The comparatively high
prices of the last few years have
been due to the fact that the annual
production was well within the worlds
actual consumption and that the car-
ry-over from one year to another
was so small as to threaten a cotton
famine if the following year should
bring a crop failure due to weather
or pest. The crop of 1925 appar-|
ently will add something to that
scantly carry-over, and the cotton
baying world is not so much in fear |
of a cotton famine.

“If now we produce another large
crop, it will certainly fail to bring‘
cost of production, for there will be
s0 much cotton that the buying world |
will take advantage of the farmers |
n“d to sell his cotton at some time
before the next crop comes in to sus-
tain his family and pay his debts. |
That is human nature; we all take

ntage of situations as they arise
to buy what we wish as cheaply as ‘
we can.
